“They are "Scientific and Pro-
fessional” personnel, in Army
nomenclature. Most of them came
to: the Army Ballistic Missile Ag-
ency directly from basic military
training. They represent colleges

and universities throughout the
country.
At the Missile Agency they

have assisted in bringing the s*ant
Redstone medium range ballistic
missile to the production stage. It
will soon be in the hands of
troops.

The schocl had no mus-
1¢c department and the Board ot
Education could offer no finan-
cial assistance.

Taking advantage of the crest
of interest Mr. Della-Calce took
the initiative and bought 1009
bumper stickers for $150.00. These
read “Glencoe High School Band
Booster” and carried on them the
Yellowjacket embiem of the
school. The potential musicians
canvassed the area selling them
for a dollar donation. All were
sold and the money was put in
reserve for band instruments. To
capitalize on the interest of the
students regular weekly band re-
hearsals were held throughout
June and July of 1955 evan
though no instruments were to be
had. Daniel Della-Calce conduct-
ed these rehearsals by sivng
pointers and instructions on the
scale, the shapes and keys on the
pencil drawn instruments and the
value of notes and rests. Because
instruments were expensive, ar-
rangement was made to raffle a
brand new car at $1.00 a chance.
Before two months had passed the
band had $2,400 worth of instru-
ments, all debt free.

Within six weeks after getting
the instruments, the students pre-
sented their first public concert

They had practiced diligently and
had met for lossons and dJridl
weekly. All this was done on their
cown time after school hours. Mr.
Della-Calece receved no compen-
sation for any of his efforts oher
than a nom.naal fee for mus.e les-
SONs.

Soon a new problem arose. The
students in therr desire to have
a ‘“regular”  band wenied uni-
torms so they could look pressnt-
able at fcoa'l games and cother
public functions, At this point the
parcnts ca to their aid. Gold
and black sotn was purchascd
and cach band member had his
wiform made costing a total of
$2.00 per ouifit.

The band was then in business.
It had higher hnpes and as is of-
ten the case, more money was
needed. Through the kindness of
the mayor and c¢'ty council of
Glencoe, the use of an abandoned
church was given to the group.
The property on which it ctood
was purchased by the city as a
site for a proposed c'ty hall. The
band members literally took over.
With the idea in mind of having
a combination recreation hall, mo-
vie theatre and broadcasting stu-
dio, remodeling began in earnest.
Forty-four dollars worth of hard-
ware and bwlding supplies were
advanced by a local merchant. A
secondhand pnpcorn making ma-
chine was purchased for $75.00
and within the week they were
open for business.

For a ten cents admission each
Friday, a person could sit in on a
live broadcast of the bhand con-
cert over the local radio station;
would get to see a standard good
movie (perhaps a bitold); could
enjoy munching popcorn (10c a
bag); and could watch the juve-
nile businessmen at work.

has declared he is in favor of a
payhike for military technicians
who maintain and operate jet
planes, guided missiles, nuclear
submarines and our new weapons.

Although any legislative meas-
uses proposing more money for
servicemen would first have to
clear the House Armed Services
Committee and the floor of the
Lower Chamber before moving
on to the Senate, the senior sen-
ator from Georgia said he expects

Congress to approve ‘“new pay
scales for the higher skills re-
quired by the terrific problems of
this new equipment.”

It will be “economy in the long
run” to have some increase in the
military careers of these highly
trained men, he added.

Expressing doubt that Congress
would sanction any across-the-
board pay raise for the Armed
Forces, Sen. Russell said most
legislators tavor “some adjust-
ment in pay scales” for skilled
technicians.

“We have haa much testimony
that all the services have been
losing their skilled technicians to
private industry and better pay-
ing positions after investing much

time and money in training

them,” he said.

Meanwhile, Sceretary of De-
fense Charles E. Wilson has had
the complete report of his Ad-
visory Committee on Technical
and Professional Compensation
for some time, but the “for of-
ficial use only” wraps have not
been removed for publication of
the Cordiner group studies.

President Eisenhower's recent
budget message said that Mr. Wil-
son was studying “recommenda-
tions of his advisory committee,”
indicating that pay adjustment
proposals are in the making.
