RSA IS "CLEANING
HOUSE,” MAKING
WAY FOR ROCKETS

REDSTONE ARSENAL, Hunts-
ville, Ala. — Redstone Arsenal is
“cleaning house” — making room

for its growing responsibility as |g

a rocket and guided missile cen-
ter.

Hundreds of tons of wvaluable
prouuction eguipment, siored here
shortly after the end of World
War Il and later following the
Korean campaign, are being mov-
ed to Atchison Cave, Atchison,
Kansas, for storage.

At the time of demobilization,
the Army was shopping around
for places to store strategic pro-
duction machinery which would
likely be needed again in case of
a nalional emergency. Roedstone
had plenty of warehouse space
available, so the equipment ear-
marked for possible use in the
southeast was shipped here for
treatment and storage.

But now it has become neces-
sary 1o usfe the Arsenal’s ware-
houses for rocket and guided mis-
sile items.

The equipment is being shipved
to Kansas via the Tenncssee Riv-
er—the first time Redstone has
used water transportation for out-
bound freight. (The Arsenal has
modern docks on the Tennessee,
which forms the Southern boun-
dary of the post.) For such a largz
volume, water travel was esti-
mated at $20,000 cheaper than
any other form of transportation.

A total of 179 machines, weigh-
ing up to 30,000 pounds, have
been shipped. Total weight was

OUTER SPACE IS
THE NEXT STEP,
QUARLES SAYS

Development of transportation
on eartn has just about reached
'ts limit of efficiency and the
next step is travel through outer
space.

That forecast was presented to
the Instrument Division,, Oak
Ridge National Laboratory Fri-
day night by Dr. Gilford G. Quar-
les, scientific and technical con-
sultant at the Army Ballistic Mis-
sile Agency.

Speaking at the Division’s an-
nual information meeting, Dr.
Quarles explained that large
military rockets reach beyond the
earth’s atmosphere and penetrate
outer space by several hundred
miles. Some, he added, are large
enough to carry several human

Rhymesof fhe Tlmes )

Chemical-powered rockets used
for military purposes could pro-
vide the propulsion necessary to
carry a space ship from the earth
to Mars.

“Although interstellar travel
must await the develop-
ment of more efficient propulsion
systems, such as the photonice
system, interplanetary travel is
definitely within the scope of

present technological feasibility,”
the speaker declared.

An ionic propulsion ship could

reach Mars in 400 days time from
air earth satellite, the return trip
would require about 300 days, Dr.
Quarles estimated.
