stone, Jupiter, Thor and Atlas
engines. Continual analysis of the
static test firing reports on these
engines have permitted design of
the H-1 on the basis of elimina-
tion of trouble spots, and improve-
ment of other components.

Each of the eight H-1 engines
comprising the Saturn cluster op-
erates independently with its own
gag generator and turbopump.
The propellant tankage supplying
liquid oxygen and RP-1 fuel is a
common source for all engines.

Directional stability of the en-
tire missile will be maintained by
swiveling the four outer engines
of the cluster. These engines will
be mounted on gimbals — a part
of their assembly — and moved
by struts actuated by the guid-
ance equipment of the missile.

No details of the overall con-
figuration of the Saturn space ve-
hicle have been released, but in
other multi-stage rocket powered
vehicles the booster is jettisoned
after operating for the program-
med duration, permitting the up-
per stages and instrumentation to
continue on the space journey.
Parachute recovery of the booster
is under study.

Modification of existing Thor
and Jupiter engines to arrive at
the new H-1 engine for use in the
Salurn space vehicle consisted
primarily of repackaging com-
ponents to achieve a compact
grouping  within the booster
frame. For example, the turbo-
pump is now slung side-saddle on
the thrust chamber as contrasted
with its former position atop the
chamber.

The start sequence is the sim-
plest of any yet provided in the
family of Rocketdyne engines.
Safety devices have been built
into the engine—an added factor
in manned flight. One of the safe-
ty factors is the assurance that
