Newly Developed
Ground Equipment
Was Used in Test

WHITE SANDS MISSILE
RANGE, N. M. — An improved
Nike Hercules guided missile
“killed” another Hercules Aug.
12 in a test of the Army’s weapon
system approximately 11 miles
above this desert range, the De-
partment of the Army has an-
nounced.

The test utilized the improved
ground equipment developed for
the Hercules system which now
‘defends major U. S. cities against
the threat of air attack.

The target missile did not carry
a warhead. It was intercepted by
the attacking missile exactly at
the pre-determined point in space
and well within the Hercules an-
ti-aircraft kill capacity.

White Sands observers reported
the test was completely success-
ful and demonstrated the per-
formance of the improved mis-
_sile system. DMain improvements
care in the ground equipment
such as the acquisition, tracking
and guidance radars that reach
out farther and more accurately
than any similar equipment in
‘use today.

The target Hercules was fired
from the northern end of the 100-
mile range and the “killer” mis-
sile from the south end. Inter-
cept occurred about 32 mileg from
the southern site. The missiles
closed at a speed of thousands
-of miles per hour, 60,000 feet
above the desert.

The Hercules radars were con-
fronted with a target smaller in
radar cross-section than the basic
system design requires. They guid-
ed the “killer” missile to the in-
tercept.

Confirmation was obtained
from the analysis of motion pict-
ure film exposad through long-
length tracking telescopes.

Hercules is the second gener-
ation Nike missile, younger and
bigger than the Nike Ajax, the
Army’s first anti-aircraft missile
which has been in use since 1953.
It is a solid propellant vehicle with
a range in excess of 75 miles and

Missile Guide

Companies possessing a secret
clearance who have qualified to
participate in the Ordnance Corps
Qualitive Development require-
ments Information Program may
obtain copies of the Guide through
the District Offices or directly
from a Commodity Command or
Arsenal with which they have
signed a policy agreement.

Any civilian organizaton hav-
ing an interest in such activity
which is not particpatng in the
QDRI program, may also qualify
to receive the Guide. The require-
ments include: a suitable research
and developement capability, a
secret security clearance, and
completion of policy agreement.

University Professor Is

Employe This Summer

His Specialty Is
Polymer Chemistry

In a modern-day version of
bringing the “mountain to Mo-
hammed,” the Army Rocket and
Guided Missile Agency has
brought a university classroom
to its scientists in the person of
Dr. George Butler, professor of
chemistry from the University of
Florida.

Employed for the summer as a
consuliant in the Agency’s Pro-
pulsion Laboratory, Dr. Butler is
instructing laboratory scientists
in polymer chemistry—the basis
for all plastics.

Dr. Butler arrived at ARGMA
in July, after participating in the
International Symposium on Pol-
ymer Chemistry at Moscow, Rus-
sia, sponsored by the Interhation-
al Union for Pure and Applied
Chemistry. During his trip to
Russia, he also presented an in-
vited paper concerning ploymers
at. the Institute for High Polymer
Research at Leningrad.

“pPolymer Chemistry,” Dr. But-
ler explains,” is the chemistry of
high molecular compounds. It
had its beginning as a separate
science in 1930 and is one of the
newest fields in chemistry.”

In addition to instructing AR-
GMA chemists in this new field
he is conducting research in par-
ticwar problem areas.

“Polymers are of interest to mis-
sile scientists becausz some have
binding and explosive qualities,”
he explains.

In addition to his work at AR-
GMA, Dr. Butler is conducting
a series of lectures on polymer
chemistry on Wednesday evenings
at the Agency’s Rocket Auditor-
ium under the sponsorship of the
North Alabama Section of the
American Chemical Society and
the, Alabama Chapter American
Institute of Chemists.

recognized. So is the potential
use of power transistors and lub-
ricants that can operate over a
wide range of temperature.

Problems that involve large-
scale effort over an extended
period of time, such as complete
weapons systems, also have been
excluded.

Nurse from the Red Cross, took
us to see the doctor and left us
on our own.

We greeted Mrs. G. B. Keith,
the Bloodmobile Chairman for the
Arsenal Gray Ladies and Volun-
teers, and Maj. Jesse A. Garner,
Troop Commander who has been
Bloodmobile coordinator for ap-
proximately three years. Under
him a record of 932 pints was col-
lected for the Bloodmobile last
August.

We had already greeted Peggy
Granger (Mrs. R. H.) who is us-
ually at the reception desk dur-
ing these visits. She is one of the
Arsenal Gray Ladies.

Back in the donor room, Mrs.
J. H. Davitt, Chairman of Volun-
teer workers was taking a turn as

a volunteer worker.

A whole battery of Gray Ladies
and Red Cross Aides manned the
first two stations where they
handed out hospital cards and
registered the donors. Among
them we spoke to Mrs. F. L. Fur-
phy, Mrs. R. W, Burkett, Mrs. H.

Advocate Advises

Students of government have

with the separate legislative, exe-
cutive, and judiciary branches,
is the most perfectly designed
and the one system most likely
to give the people the economic,
social, and religious freedom de-
sired and sought. Realizing this,
it becomes every citizen’s sccial
responsibility to staff our govern-
mental system with the most ca-
pable, intelligent, and unselfish
persons available. An informed,
alert citizen can do much to pro-
tect himself and to assist in good
government by voting.

It is interesting to note, how-

-ever that all citizens are not eli-
gible to vote. The legislative bod-

ies of each state have passed laws,
eetting forth the requirements
that a person must meet before
he can assist his ballot in state
elections.

It is not feasible to attempt to
summarize the separate voting
laws of all the states. Suffice it
1o say that the more common le-
£al requirements pertain to age.
citizenship in the United States,
residency in the state for a pre-
scribed period, residency in the
county and voting precinct for a

‘prescribed period and registration
‘with the local election officials.
‘Generally speaking, all states pro-

vide in varying degrees for vot-
Specific
state eligibility requirements may
be ascertained by military
personnel from officers whose
names and addresses are found
at the conclusion of this article.
In 1955 Congress passed “The
Federal Voting Assistance Act.”
This act directed the Secretary
of Defense to establish a voting
assistance program designed to
belp members of the Armed
Forces, among others, to vote by
absentee ballot when their duty
or service required them to be
away from their legal voting
places at election time. In addit-
ion, the Act authorized the print-
ing and distribution by the Gov-
ernment of a Federal Post Card
Application for Absentee Ballot
form (commonly referred "to as
the FPCA). The FPCA can be
used by military personnel and
by their dependents, to apply for
an absentee ballot and registrat-
jon by absentec process if the
State so authorizes.While it is
not mandatory that the FPCA be
used, its use is recommended, as
it will contain, when completed,
the information required by the
majority of the states
. State election officials, upon
receiving a completed FPCA, will
determine the eligibility of an
individual to vote under the law
of that state An individual who
is uncertain of his eligibility to
vote by state absentee ballot in
aony election should inquire of
the Secretary of State of the state
of his voting residence, or other
apploprlate election officials, by
Tetior or otherwise, as to what
steps he must take to register,
pay poll or other taxes, or meet
other requirements in order to
be cligible to vote therein under
state law. In general, a soldier’s
voting residence is considered to
be the state, city, or county in
which the person lived before en-
tering military or Federal Ser-
vice. The legal assistance person-
nel in the Command Staff Judge
Advocate’s Office are available
to assist military personnel in de-
termining legal questions they or
their dependents may have re-
garding residence.

When an absentee ballot is re-
ceived from a state, the envelope
containing the ballot should not
be opened until the instructions
on the envelope have been read.
This is important becaus: some
slates require thal the envelope be
opened in the preszence of a com-
missioned officer. notary publie,
or other authorized person. If
there are no instructions on the
outsid> of the envelope, it may
be aopened as any other mail.

States usually include full in-

inside the ballot en-
velope with the ballot form, as
a guide to persons voting by ab-

structions

sentee process. Voting Officers
are available to help military per-
sonnel and their dependents fol-
low these instructions, or advise
them in case no instructions have
been sent by the state.

Personnel may obtain
blank FPCA forms and infor-
mation regarding voting require-
ments of specific states from
their Voting Officers. The follow-
ing are the Voting Officers ap-
pointed for the different com-
mands; Lt. Dewey E. Hughes,
Adjutant General’'s Office AOMC,
Bldg 4505, Telephone Nr.
