A notary public is a public of- i

ficlill who is given, among other I
rights, the p0wer to take acknow­
ledgements and affidavits, to ad­
minister oaths, to certify to the
authenticity of documents, to take
deposItions of witnesses, and to
protect ccmmerrial paper.

The overwhelming majority of
the notaries realize that they are
significant facts in the legal Sy3­
tem of the United States and per
form their duties solemnly and
earnestly.

Ordinarily, the notarY charge~

a fee for his notarization, vary­
illg with the type of document,
bvt. th8 notaries on most armed
forces installations perform their
services free of charge for mili·
tary personnel and their depend-
ents.

A notary is primarily certify
ing that the signature is genuine,
and of course, this requires that
the notary actually see the sig-
nature being made. A paper can·
not be notarized in the absence of ;
