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Government employes have a financial protection plan
that grows with their service. It is insurance against time
lost because of illness.

Sick leave is one of the valuable fringe benefits of a
federal career. If used properly it guarantees an income
during lengthy periods of illness.

Sick leave is earned at a rate of four hours a pay period
for an annual total of 13 days. Most people keep tabs
by counting the hours.

However, it might be wise to convert sick leave to days
in order to see how long a hospitalization period one can
afford. If one has only 100 hours on the books, he can
only spend a little more than two work-weeks or 12 and
a half work-days off the job before the sick leave runs
out. Someone who has accumulated 500 hours has 62
and a half days coming, or 12 work-weeks.

When a serious illness or operation occurs, time in a
hospital and time for recuperation can use up sick leave
rapidly. So it is wise to keep letting it build.

However, if one is fortunate and does not have to use
up sick leave, it can be used to increase retirement
annuities.

Flags have appeared throughout civil­
ization as a heraldry, representing a
person, a house, a kingdom, or a nation.
The flags on the two poles at Redstone
identify or herald the headquarters of
an Army organization, MICOM and
MMCS.

In addition to identifying the head­
quarters, the flag reminds a1l who see it
of the national heritage of all Ameri­
cans.

at aT! other times during the day in fair
weather, outside all three buildings.

The storm flag, a mere 5' by 9'6",
flies during bad weather outside the two
buildings.

Each of the appropriate flags is hoist­
ed up at an early 6:00 a.m., and taken
down at 5:00 p.m.

The storm flags are fabricated of cot­
ton, while the post and, garrison are of
a bunting of wool and nylon.

. The average lifespan of a storm flog
is two months, and the post flag is four
to five months. The garrison flag has no
calculable lifespan, as it may last any
number of years, being flown so infre­
quently.

A flag is considered no longer useable
when it begins unravelling, tearing, or
when the colors begin to bleed and run
together.

None of the flags undergo cleaning,
as they tend to wear out before they be­
come very dirty.

When a flag is worn out, it is disposed
of in a privote manner, by any method
which does not suggest disrespect.
Usually it is burned.

The formal display of the flag follows
a Congressional code of etiquette, pas­
sed into Public Law in December 1942.
All government Services and agendes
follow these rules, titled Public Law
829-77.

These flags symbolize through the
stars, the heavens and divine goals to
which man has aspired, and through the
bars, the rays of light emanating from
the sun.

With the two poles on the Arsenal,
there are also three different sizes of
flags-each used for a particular occa­
sion or change in the weather.

The garrison flag, largest of the three,
capable of completely wrapping up a
large luxury car, and measuring 20' by
38', is flown from the pole outside build­
ings 5250 and 3300 only on national
holidays.

The post flag is 10' by 19' and fl ies

The ripple of an unfurled and out­
stretched flag, moving with the breeze,
is one of the truly inspiring sights
around Redstone today.

The United States flag has greeted Ar­
senal employees and military every
morning, come rain or come shine, and
bid farewell to them every evening since
the early days of World War II, when
the Arsenal was established.

Truly these symbols of a nation re­
present many different things to each
individual. Yet very few people know
anything of the physical characteristics
or rules and regulations governing the
flying of the flag.

The flag has always been there to in­
spire those on the Arsenal, but have
you ever wondered why it is there, or
what it is made of, or even why it seems
to vary in size from day to day?

The Rocket, too, has been curious,
and has decided to satisfy everyone's
curiosity on these points.

Two official poles display the flag
on the Arsenal-one outside the Missile
Command's ,Headquarters, building
5250; another at the Missile and Mu·­
nitions School Headquarters, building
3300.

ANSWER: Employees are encouraged to schedule extended
.eave for rest and relaxation. MICOM Reg. 690-3 requests employees
;0 schedule annual leave so the supervisor can make up his work
;>lan. It requests the employee to schedule the bulk of his annual
leave and schedule emergency annual l~ave by calling in at least one
tlour prior to a shift change or before he is supposed to report to
1V0rk. In any case, the supervisor must approve of any annual leave
taken. There is nothing in the regulations that says an employee
must schedule all of his annual leave to be taken at one time-it
merely encourages him to do such.

missile turned red reflecting the
last rays of sunlight.

By the time subsequent missiles
got away-the last at 7:50-it was
completely dark and pyrotechnics
were unbelievable.

Night was turned into day
around the launch site as the Ar­
my's most powerful battlefield
missiles ignited. Missiles lifting off
looked like balls of fire ascending
into the heavens. Observers on the
ground could see clearly first stage
burnout and boosters tumbling
after warheads but gradually
falling farther and farther behind.

Later the second stage and
warhead appeared to be bright star
is moving across the horizon.
Nearly two minutes after ignition,
missiles flickered briefly-there
were echoes like a distant clap of
thunder-and they were gone.

Lieutenant Colonel Donald Opel,
Chief of the Pershing Operational
Test Unit, said additional firings
will be conducted in the coming
weeks.

"These firings give the soldiers
tactical realism," Opel said, "and
they test thoroughly the equip­
ment, some of which has been
deployed in Europe for several
years."

Major Thomas Fitzgerald is
commander of Battery C which
conducted the firings.

Eight Pershings now have been
fired at Cape Kennedy during
current operational tests. Four
were launched on Feb. 21. These
are the first Pershings fired there
since Research and Development
tests terminated in 1963.

James F. Conner is on-site
technical supervisor for firing
operations for the Missile Com­
mand. Colonel Edward L. Ramsey,
Chief, Department of the Army
Field Office, Air Force Eastern
Test Range, is coordinating firing
activities for the Army.

For the record, three were good
and one malfunctioned.

But what the record couldn't
show is that Pershing missiles,
fired at night, are spectacular, if
not absolutely breathtaking.

Seventh Army soldiers fired four
Pershings Tuesday night from
Cape Kennedy Air Force Station.
One malfunctioned in flight but did
no damage. Debris fell in a cleared
safety zone in the ocean east of the
cape.

Remaining missiles performed
successfully. But to military and
civilian observers, the whole show,
staged under simulated tactical
conditions, resembled the Fourth
of July and New Year's
celebrations rolled into one.

n was awesome.
On standby, just as they were in

Europe, soldiers of Battery C, 1st
Battalion, 41st Field Artillery,
didn't know when the order to
launch would come. But within
minutes after they got the coded
message Tuesday evening, they
manned positions and the
fireworks began.

First of the 35-foot-long missiles
was launched at 6:28, just two
minutes after official sunset at the
cape. Leaving the ground, the
missile appeared to be a streak of
flame rising into the clear Florida
sky. A plume of smoke trailing the

cholesterol. Patients with
heart disease given 500
milligrams of magnesium
daily made "dramatic
improvements" and man of
the blood cholesterois fell
drastically in a single month.

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Smoke Removal Ahe
Coal piles are disappearing on

Redstone and by November, the two
steam plants on post will be converted
to gas and oil boilers. This conversion
will eliminate much of the smoke
pollution from these plants and will
place them within Alabama state
standards for emission control.

By completing the conversion to gas
and oil by November, the Army is
ahead of the schedule established by
the State for controlled emissions of
military and comparable civilian in­
stallations in Alabama.

According to Harold C. Brooks,
Foreman of{he Redstone Steam plants,
"Contractors, under the direction of the
Army Corps of Engineers, are laying
six miles of gas lines, removing hop­
pers, grates, shakers and drafters and
converting the coal burning boilers to
gas and oil."

While one portion of the air pollution
program is ahead of schedule, another
important one is dependent on private
industry for the solution. The Army will
be one of the first organizations to
purchase new vehicles that meet anti­
pollution standards as soon as they
become available on the market. At the
present time automobile and vehicle
manufacturers are having difficulties
meeting the 1975 deadline established
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deposit of trash, which is compacted to one layer daily, a
layer of dirt is placed over it till the trench is full.

The smallest till toO\{ l' year to complete-the latest
covered took 7 years. The present fill is expected to be
completed well into the future.

In winter, after the fill has been completed and covered
over with about two feet of top soil, it is ready to be
reforested.

This layer of vegetation is needed to prevent that final
covering of earth from washing away. With the watershed,
the land can be reclaimed to the forest, and become useful
and productive again. Given about 10 years, it can even be
built upon-but this figure depends upon how big the fill
was, and how fast the garbage degenerates.

Roads and Grounds is also responsible for the inert
materials dumps. These dumps involve dirt, rocks, concrete,
tile, brick, roofing, and asphalt, which are damaged or
otherwise unusable.

This material is dumped in swamps, in order to reclaim the
I.and, or make previously inaccessable places accessable.

The- new system of dumps are slanted toward preserving
the present high level of standards set for the Arsenal's
policies on conservation and ecology.

Nuisance Vegetation, Pastureland
Nuisance vegetation, another ecological threat, which

endangers the worthwhile flora, is either destroyed or is
under study by the Facility Engineer, state, and federal
officer, to determine a method of destruction. One such
nuisance is Kudzu, a parasitic vine, which through
smothering and competition can destroy whole forests.

That land which is not forested and for the time being, not
required for mission use, is usually maintained by lessees.
"This land is pastureland, and the Arsenal leases the land to
local livestock owners, who are responsible for mowing,.
fertilizing, and other general maintenance practices," says
Jim Weldon, in charge of land leasing.

"The leased pastureland produces an estimated $125.000 in
savings yearly in services to the government," he continued,
"though the annual rent comes only to about $38,000. The
difference is in the form of free maintenance to the ground.
The pastures also conserve the soil against erosion, and the
leasees for their own benefit, prevent destruction of the land
by seeing to it that overgrazing does not occur."

Recreation
Recreation, too, is a product and partial goal of natural

resource management. The hunting provides recreation,
while it benefits the wildlife. Land management provides a
good habitat for both humans and wildlife, while it also
provides recreational facilities for Arsenal employees.

Presently, a project is in the "works", or is under way to
build a 50 acre lake, stocked for fishing, with a recreational
area, in the Northwest portion of the Arsenal. The lake would
provide a means of stocking the area with a wider variety of
fish.

Ecology and conservation of natural resources is the job of
the game and land management sections of Facilities
Engineers. In the future, they hope to provide a healthy and
stable habitat for all Arsenal inhabitants-human, plant, and
wildlife.

Concern for the ecology and conservation of resources has
long been a major program at Redstone.

Twenty-five years ago, what is now the Facility Engineer
Division of the Redstone Arsenal Support Activity was given
the task of improving the ecology and maintaining the
natural resources, here.

Reforestation, Soil Conservation
One of the Engineer's first moves was to start planting

trees to conserve the soil. without expensive maint£nance.
Today, the process which has involved in the past 2®,000 to

-t00.000 pine seedlings annually, is still going on, and the
selective plantings are maturing.

Newlv cleared land, old unused pasture land, and naked,
recently covered land-fills or dumps are being forested for
soil conservation and preventative maintenance.

Loblolly and Slash pine are the two primary species
planted. They both have marketing values at certain ages.
Plantings. of selective hardwood species are planned, based
on land capability.

The cut pine can be used for timber and pulp, the chips for
particle board. Thinning of the planted pines in~reases the
life of those left; due to the increased room to grow in, it cuts
down on disease spread, and prevents overuse of the soil
nutrients.

The trees are not cut without discretion, though-they are
harvested according to the number of mature trees a section
of land can support, versus the number of maturing or
planted trees that are actually on the land. The difference is
thinned out from the healthiest and most advantageously
situated trees.

Without the trees, the red clay, which covers most of the
Arsenal. would not allow penetration of rain water. The
runoff would carry much of the good top soil with it, and
would create extensive damage from erosion. The present
vegetative cover, limits the danger of erosion on the Arsenal.

Pine plantings further serve against a new pollution factor
on the Arsenal-noise. Stands of pine tend to buffer noises
from test firings and heavy construction machinery.

The Arsenal's forester, Dave Bryant, hopes to eventually
create a forest system which is a good habitat for both
animal and man. "I want to plant as many trees as the Ar­
senal can logically support, without interfering with the
Arsenal's mission," he says.

Solid Waste Disposal
Reforestation is another of the vital links in the Arsenal's

method of solid waste disposal. This method is one way the
Arsenal is improving upon the ecology of previous years.

Up until 1953, solid waste was disposed of by burning. By
195;3, so much trash was being generated by the Arsenal, that
the burning was causing a considerable build-up in air
pollution.

Roads and Grounds personnel of the Facility Engineer
Division, decided to switch to another method, one that would
cause no permanent damage to the Arsenal grounds.

The land-fill method was adopted, and since that time, a
total of five land fills have been dug, filled with trash, and
with the exception of one, been buried.

This method involves digging a trench, and filling it in­
termittantly with trash and dirt layers. For every verticai

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survey is made every day.
Lawhorn is 'concerned that the water

meets Army standards.
Whenever Reid and Lawhorn find

that any of the pollution levels are
above the standards, they report the
source and make arrangements for
corrective action.

"Water is one of our most important
resources, we must protect it," Reid
said.

Lawhorn, Water Plant Operator, is
concerned with the drinking and
potable water on the post. He checks
the water that goes through the filter
plant, adds chemicals to the water,
cleans filters, the filter plant
machinery.

The water is checked three times a
day for acidity and akalinity content.
Chorine content of the water is checked
every hour and a bacterialogical

Water quality and pollution is an
important part of the ecology program
on Redstone Arsenal. Jimmie Reid a
chemist with the Utilities Divisi~n
Facilities Engineer, is the water ex~
pert.

Reid's job includes the monitoring of
all streams entering and leaving the
Arsenal, checking the sewage disposal
plants, and keeping a constant check on
the quality of the water used on post.

It is his responsibility to check such
streams as Indian Creek, McDonald
Creek and the Huntsville Spring
Branch. He samples and analyzes
these streams as they enter the arsenal
to see if industry is polluting the water
before it gets here.

Then he checks and analyzes the
water again before it leaves the Arsneal
and flows into the Tennessee River to
see if any organizations on post are
polluting the streams in any way.

Equipped with his test tubes and
. samples bottles, Reid checks water
from the steam plants and the sewage
disposal plants to determine what if any
waste is being discharged. If his
analysis reveals any pollution,
chemicals are added to clear up the
situation or to prevent the discharge
into the creeks.

Sometimes Reid is called upon to
work with officials from the Tennessee
Valley Authority and the En­
vironmental ~rotection Agency when
higher levels of pollution occur in the
Tennessee River.

The Army Environmental Hygiene
Agency makes a regular survey of the
water on and around Redstone Arsenal
and make recommendations on the
type program and treatment that
should be utilized by post officials.

One of Reid's main jobs is to insure
that the water oxygen content is
maintained to meet State standards.
This .... is important because polluted
water threatens the fish, forests, flora
and fauna and the wildlife that abounds
on the Arsenal.

system.
They are interested in such important

factors as how the missile system will
affect the air, water, soil, flora and
fauna. Does the system create noise
pollution, or other side effects that
could affect the area and the
population?

Every missile system being con­
sidered for research development and
engineering within the Command has to
undergo an environmental assessment
before it is approved or funded. The
environmental problems do not just
extend to Redstone Arsenal, but involve
terrain and airspace throughout the
world where these systems might be
used or passed over. t;valuations are
made on the local, national and in­
ternational effects that could occur.

Paul W. Hancock, Chief, Mission
Planning Construction and En­
vironmental Office, has two general
engineers, Billy Brooks and George O.
Huse as environmental coordinators for
the Ecology and Pollution program for
Army Missile Command.

Whether it is in the development of
missile systems or the management of
wildlife and natural resources, the
Army at Redstone Arsenal is com­
mitted to improving the ecology in any
way possible.
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flows east to west across the center of
the Arsenal and joins Indian Creek
which then flows south into the Ten­
nessee.

The effluent contained DDT. Part of
the ditch and both creeks are within the
Arsenal portion of the Wheeler National
Wildlife Refuge.

Envionmentalists quickly made an
issue of a DDT plant operating in the
middle of a federal installation and
discharging effluent into a federal
wildlife refuge .

The Environmental Defense Fund,
the National Audubon Society and the
National Wildlife Federation filed suit

. in federal court chargmg {he lessee
with polluting the Wheeler'Refuge with
DDT effluent.

Three days later the lessee an·
nounced that production would cease at
the Redstone plant June 30, 1970. It did.

was used throughout the world to
control disease and curtail agricultrual
losse.

By the mid-60's evidence had ac­
cumulated which indicated DDT was
having disastrous results regarding the
nation's environment.

At Redstone, liquid effluent - waste
water - from the DDT plant ran off the
site in a ditch which emptied into
Huntsville Spring Branch, a creek that
comes out of the City of Huntsville,

With the above recommended,
methods, Dr. Delgiorno said most
fevers will respond within one
or two days and will need no
further therapy. "If the fever
does continue," he says, "a doc­
tor should be consulted."

cohol fumes also exists. These
fumes may be absorbed into the
lungs and if used in a high
enough concentration, can be
absorbed into the skin, which
will,produce some organ damage.

"Instead, put your child in a
tub of lukewarm water and allow
him to splash around for about
20-30 minutes. Then take him
from the tub, pat dry, letting
most of the water evaporate.
Evaporation will also tend to
lower the body temperature."

Aside from the above methods,
Dr. Delgiorno says one of the
most frequently tried, and most
effective methods of lowering a
temperature is still aspirin and
tylenol. "Both have been proven
equally effective," he continues.

"For moderate temperatures
up to 102 degrees, these dosages
every four hours are suggested:

"-3 to 6 months of age
1h baby aspirin.

"--6 months to 1 year of age
1 baby aspirin.

"-2 years of age
2 baby aspirin.

Try Treatment At Home
Children always have and al­

ways will develop small maladies.
Some might be serious enough
to require a doctor's attention.

Some, on the other hand, can
be handled at home without di­
rect contact with medical per­
sonnel.

"One such malady is fever-a
symptom common to many child­
hood diseases,' 'says Dr. John T.
Delgiorno, a pediatrician for the
Medical Department Activity.
"Fever itself does not represent,
but commonly indicates the pre­
sence, of a specific disease."

Dr. Delgiorno explained sever­
al treatments of fever for par­
ents of fever-stricken children
with the hope that many cases
not serious enough for a doctor's
attention, could be handled at
home.

The most common cause of
fever in children is infection,
and the most common cause of
infection is the presence of vi­
rus.

"Fever itself is not harmful to
the child," the doctor says. "As
a matter of fact, before penicil­
lin came out, fever was a method
of treating some i n f e c t i 0 u s
diseases."

The body apparently regulates
a system of temperature control
within itself, so temperatures
rarely get over 106 degrees Fah­
renheit-even with the most
serious of infections. But there
are times when fever is benefi-,
cial to the body. In the labora­
tory, the growth of certain vir­
uses has been slowed and even
stopped with an environment of
102 degrees.

The body temperature control
keeps the normal body tempera­
ture between 98 and 99 degrees,
when the temperature is taken
orally. A rectal temperature runs
approximately one degree higher.

Temperatures usually run low­
est in the morning and highest
in the afternoon and early even­
ing hours.

"There are many ways to treat
fever," explains Dr. Delgiorno,
"-some medical and some folk­
lore," He feels the safest methods
follow an understanding of how
heat is given off, as his explana­
tions show.

"One way the body gives off
heat is by radiation-that is a
warm body giving off heat to a
cooler environment. One practi­
cal way of lowering the tempera­
ture in a child, then, is to lower
the room temperature and keep
the child in a minimal amount
of clothing to increase the chance
of radiation. However, you must
be careful not to let the child
chill, because chilling will cause
the body to react and raise the
temperature."

He described other methods.
"The old method of trying to

'sweat' out a fever involves piling
blankets on the child. It only
serves to raise the temperature.
When the temperature rises, the
body tries to meet this rise by
giving off more heat to the out­
side air, causing the child to
sweat. This sweat on the other
hand, requires an increased in­
take of fluids during those
periods of rising temperature.

"If this method is used, the
child should be encouraged to
drink as much clear liquids or
any liquid except milk, which
might upset his stomach or force
him to vomit, as he desires.

"Another method of lowering
a child's temperature is to bathe
him in tepid or lukewarm water.
Ice water or alcohol should not
be used to lower temperatures in
the home. They tend to lower
the temperature too rapidly, and
may cause shivering, which will
result in the temperature rising
instead of falling.
