
---Vietnam Veteran's Day-March 29----
WASHINGTON (ANF)-President Nixon has issued the following

proclamation for Vietnam Veterans Day on March 29.
"As America enters its second year of peace after a decade of conflict,

it is highly appropriate for us to acknowledge the debt we owe to those
veterans who served in the Armed Forces during the conflict in Southeast
Asia. The untiring devotion that characterized our Armed Forces during
this trying conflict isa tribute to the national character.

"There are over six and one-half million Vietnam-era veterans, of
whom more than two and one-half million served in Vietnam. Despite
significant disruptions in their lives and other personal sacrifices, they
answered the call of their comltry and served with great distinction.

"As a nation, we have acknowledged our deep respect and admiration
by setting aside March 29, 1974, as Vietnam Veterans Day to remember
that the honorable peace America achieved came through great
sacrifice. Those who served, those who gave their lives, those who were
disabled, and those who are still missing in Southeast Asia-and whose
full accounting we shall continue to seek-deserve the profound gratitude

of their countrymen. For this purpose, the Congress has authorized and.
requested me to issue a proclamation designating March 29, 1974, as
Vietnam Veterans Day.

"Now, therefore, I, Richard Nixon, President of the United States of
America, urge the people of this nation to join in commemorating Friday,
March 29,1974, as Vietnam Veterans Day with suitable observances.

"I direct the appropriate officials of the government to arrange for the
display of the flag of the United States on all pHblic buildings on that day
and I request officials of federal, state, and local governments, and civic
and patriotic organizations, to give their enthusiastic support to ap­
propriate ceremonies and observances throughout the nation.

"I urge all citizens of every age to participate in the eventsof this day as
one means of honoring those men and women who served their country
faithfully and courageously during the Vietnam conflict.

"In witness whereof, I have hereunto set my hand this twenty-sixth day
of February, in the year of our Lord nineteen hundred seventy-four, and
of the Independence of the United States of America the one-hundred
ninety-eighth. "
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Hire AVet
U. S. employers were

urged by the Federal Gov­
ernment to hire Vietnam
era veterans when they re­
turned to civilian life.
Many did.

The Army Missile Com­
mand, the largest em­
ployer in the Huntsville
area, currently has 91
Vietnam era veteran..
serving readjustment ap­
pointments and many
more have already been
converted to career sta­
tus.

For me, the legality or morality of the Vietnam
conflict were irrelevant. I just had a job to do, and I
tried to do it as well as I could. Part of my job was
making sure my own actions were legal and moral. I
feel they were.

That's why the mixed reactions from folks in my
home town and elsewhere bothered me a little .. I didn't
expect ticker tape parades or testimonfiil dinners, but
an occasional pat on the back would have been nice.

As I was flying back to Chicago from Seattle, an
elderly couple across the aisle bought drinks. As soon
as the hostess delivered the Scotch, the couple passed
them over to me, explaining that they were teetotalers
who didn't mind if a soldier had an extra drink or two.

They even suggested I meet their daughter, a
schoolteacher in Cleveland.

At O'Hare International Airport, a political activist
in the concourse accused me personally of a raft of
alleged atrocities. I turned to walk away and a
Chicago cop asked me if the activist had accosted me.

I said, "yeah" and the cop busted the kid for
vagrancy.

As soon as they found out I was back, some friends in
.Chicago invited me over for a party. Some of the guys
peppered me with war stories. They hadn't been there
themselves-they'd heard them from other friends.
They pressed me to tell them what Vietnam was
"really like."

I told them it was really hot in the dry season, and
really wet during the monsoon.

I also told them that combat was really hard work.
They asked me about the dangers of Saigon, and I

admitted that I didn't get to Saigon very often, being
based in southern I Corps. One guy agreed, saying that
things "must have been rough in the delta."

I didn't have the heart to tell him that the Mekong
Delta was far from the highlands of I Corps. Instead, I
told them I was going back to Vietnam on a six-month
extension and I'd try to work up some good war stories
for my next trip back to the States.

They started smoking grass and I left with some
chick who had too many sloe gin fizzes. I knew she had
too many when she started anointing the upholstery of
my MG.

During the last week of my month-long leave, I met a
girl in a bar. She asked me what I was doing, and I
replied that I was getting gassed. She looked at my Ivy
League haircut and asked if I was a schoolteacher. I
told her what I was and got ready to watch, her leave.
She stayed, bought her own drinks, and helped me
catch up on what had been happening in my home
town. Nobody had offered to do that before. I saw a lot
of her during that last week. She drove me to the air­
port and promised tearfully to write. She did, until she
got married a few months later.

When I left the Army, it was with few regrets. I still
don't regret having been in Vietnam as an infantryman
and combat correspondent. Policemen don't complain
about answering robberies and firemen don't regret
having to get up in the middle of the night to fight fires.
Those are their jobs, and I had mine.

I got set to get back to college, and found the school of
my choice would give me three semester hours of

physical education credit for my three years in the
Army. I spent a lot more than three semester hours in
combat.

When I enrolled in a university, I quickly found that

the GI Bill was barely enough to cover tuition, books
and transportation. Housing and food were a problem.
I got a full-time job to take care of expenses and
enrolled in night courses. I'm still in night school, and
expect to have my degree in another year.

I haven't yet used a GI loan for a home. I don't plan
to waste it. I didn't waste those three hours of physical
education credit, either.

15-A Serious Matter
So you didn't get that pass you wanted

last weekend and you figure .you'll swing
this weekend even if you have to go AWOL.

Think, man' Think!
Is one short weekend so important that

you'd be willing to mess up your entire
military career for it?

"What difference does it make to me?
I'm only doing one hitch and then getting
out."-that's about what everyone thinks
at one time or another; even the so-called
"lifers. "

But one thing leads to another and some
find that Army life isn't so bad after all
and go for another hitch.

"Okay, so I stay in. How is one little
AWOL on my record going to affect my
future? "

If vou are an officer, non-commissioned
offic~r, or first term EM any punishment
received under Article 15 of the UCMJ will
be available to any board for promotion or
other personnel action.

An Article 15, the record of non-judicial
punishment under Article 15 was not

considered by promotion boards after two
years had elapsed from the time it was
administered.

Commanders, when administering an
Article 15, could specifically request that it
not be considered in the promotional
process.

Records of Article 15 punishment were
removed from a person's field 201 file
when they changed stations or after the
two-year period had elapsed.

Article 15 records in the individual's
permanent file were also not considered
for promotional purposes after the two­
year period.

This is no longer the case.
As a result of recent changes, records of

punishment under Article 15 will not only
be placed permanently in the individual's
Official Militarv Personnel File (()MPF).
as they have been in the past. but also in
his field 201 file.

The only exception in the regulation
concerns enlisted persons with less than
three years of active service at the time of

the incident which caused the ad­
ministration of the Article 15. In this case,
the record of the Article 15 is placed
permanently in the OMPF, but is removed
from the field 201 file after two years.

Also, the option commanders formerly
had to prevent Article 15's from con­
sideration by promotion boards no longer
exists. Article 15's which were not con­
sidered by promotion boards in the past
because of this option may now be con­
sidered in evaluating a person for future
promotions.

What does this all boil down to? What
does it mean?

Take, for example, the case of an E-5
who has four years of active service. He
commits an act punishable under UCMJ,
and receives an Article 15. Twenty years
from now, he's up for promotion to E-9.

The board evaluating his qualifications
against those of other men eligible for the
samp grade will have his OMPF. including
the record of that Article 15 he recieved in
1\.l74.

Will it prevent his getting the
promotion? Not necessarily, but it could, if
the other people competing against him
have equal qualifications and no Article
15's.

Article 15's can affect more than an
individual's chances for promotion. They
will be available to boards selecting
command sergeants major and candidates
for the advanced NCO and ~ergeant major
academies. In addition, they will also be
considered during qualitative
management screening for grades E-7
through E-9.

Avoid situations which could result in
punishment under Article 15. If you face an
Article 15. or are in the position to ad­
minister one. be sure you understand the
procedure and its consequences.

Read and understand the portions of AR
27-10 which deal with non-judicial punish­
ment. and get legal help if there is
anything concerning the peocedure you do
not understand.

The Uniformed Services Sav­
ings Deposits Program will be
phased out by June 30, 1974, fol­
lowing a recommendation by the
House Appropriations Committee
in its report on the 1974 Depart­
ment of Defense Appropriation
Bill. Only military members in a
missing-in-action status as a re­
sult of the Vietnam War will con­
tinue to be enrolled in the pro­
gram.

The Uniformed Services Sav­
ings Deposits Program (USSDP)
is a program wherein members of
the uniformed services stationed
outside the United States or its
possessions may deposit no more
than their unallotted current pay
and allowances into an account
where deposits made before the
10th of the month accrue interest
from the first of the month at the
rate of 10 per cent per year com­
pounded quarterly.

Interest is not payable on indi­
vidual amounts on deposit in ex­
cess of $10,000 except in cases of
missing members whose ac­
counts are not limited as to the
amount on which interest will ac­
crue. As of November 30, 1973,
the net amount from USSDP ac­
counts on deposit with the U. S.
Treasury was $277.4 million.
Cumulative from the inception of
the program, deposits have
reached almost $1.6 billion.

The phase-out of the USSDP
will follow this timetable for
non-missing military members:

The U. S. Army Missile Com­
mand, the federal agency with the
most wage grade employees
locally, is the host activity for the
area survey. Other federal
agencies participating include the
Marshall Space Flight Center, the
Missile and Munitions Center and
School and the Army Medical
Department Activities. Local 1858,
AFGE, which represents local
Army civilian employees, and
Local 3434, AFGE, which
represents Marshall Center em-

Wage ~oard Survey Set For Area
ployees, provide the
representatives on the
teams.

Hervey J. Forest, chief of the
technical staff of the Dob Wage
Fixing Authority, and George
Hobt, wage systems director for
AFGE, will be here to inaugurate
and observe the joing training.

The data collectors will be
working under the direction of the
local wage survey committee
which reports directly to the DOD
Wage Fixing Authority. At both the
DOD znd local levels, the groups
are composed of equal
representation from management
and the labor organization having
the largest number of wage grade
employees covered by exclusive
recognition. The collectors, all
federal employees, will be used in
two man teams locally. Each of
those too, has a management and
labor representative.

The prevailing rate data they
collect is sent to the DOD Wage
Fixing Authority. A sample will be
taken of rates paid by local private
employers for work similar to that
performed by federal trade, craft
and laboring employees as
represented yb selected survey
jobs.

The results will be tabulated to
determine the local going rates of
pay for jobs surveyed.

INCREASE GUIDELINES
Federal wage schedules will then

be established by the DOD Wage
Fixing Authority with con­
sideration of the data obtained
during the survey and the policies
and pay increase guidelines issued
by the Pay Board.

The wage schedules will apply to
wage employees of all federal
agencies within the area.

A full scale survey of this type is
required every two years.

Training of 44 data collectors,
the final preliminary step before a
full scale wage survey in the
Huntsville Wage Area is sch'eduled
this week.

The survey provides local data
for use in fixing wage rates for
more than 1,000 federal wage
grade employees in the Huntsville
Wage Area. Conducted in accord
with the government-wide Federal
Wage System, it will involve direct
contact with about 100 private
firms in Limestone, Madison and
Morgan counties next month.

The training sessions for this
survey are to be conducted jointly
by representatives of the Depart­
ment of Defense Wage Fixing
Authority and the American
Federation of Government Em­
ployees on Wednesday and
Thursday. This marks the first
time such sessions have involved
joint training by the lead agency­
the Department of Defense and the
labor organization.

THAT'S REAL EATIN'-A soldier gets a serving of chitterlings, better
known as Chitt'lin's, on a special menu day at the Army dining hall. He
can also choose ham hocks, black eyed peas and corn bread.

Arsenal Dining Hall Second Best
Chitterlings, ham hock and

black eyed peas reads like a
menu on a rural table of the
South. Soldiers whose appetites
run to the dish merely have to
go to the troop dining hall to
satisfy their cravings.

When the dining halls opened
from renovation, new Army
menus arrived about the same
time. The special, in fact almost
gourmet, dishes are a part of
the Army's program to add eth­
nic dishes to the soldiers' diets.

"We have met the Fort Lee
support agency requirements,"
said Chief Warrant Officer Wil­
lard C. Smith, Food Advisor.
"Soldiers can have a selection
each day in either a short order
line or a hot food line."

The hot food lines always of­
fer a choice of two meat dishes,
cooked and fresh vegetables, a
variety of desserts including ice
cream and an array of beverages.
The short order line includes the
customary cold sandwich, ham­
burgers, grilled cheese sand­
wiches and french fries.

The surroundings of the din­
ing room itself have undergone
more dramatic changes than the
food lines. The room features
carpeted floors, attractive decor
and draped windows. There are
no scratchy speakers and blub­
bery tape heads to spoil the
piped-in music.

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Twin Setbacks End Redstone Hopes Early

4th Surprise Winner
In MMCS Tourn1ey

For Gordon, Ga.-It wasa battle
of big men in the middle, a
sprinkling of superstars and
coaches that climaxed the
championship game here last
Monday night as the'Fort Jackson
cagers knocked off Fort Benning to
capture the central division of the
TRADOC Basketball Tournament.

In the final game, Jackson swept
Benning off the floor enroute to a
72-61 win and the crown. In an
unexpected turn-about earlier in
the day, Jackson defeated pre­
tournament favored Benning, 63­
54, causing the final showdown
between the two clubs.

The Georgia team went into the
last day undefeated; nipping the
South Carolina squad in a first
round overtime clash, 75-71.

Both teams coasted to the final
round. But of the two, Benning
perhaps had the best players-both
defensively and offensively.

Meanwhile, members of the
Redstone Arsenal team were busy
touring the Augusta area after
dropping their first two games to
Forts Gordon and Rucker.

On the opening day, Gordon
downed Redstone, 87-61, while
Rucker, on the following day,
tamed the Arsenal team, 86-62.

"We had a chance to win both of
them," said coach Wiley Sharer of
Redstone.

"In both games, we played
superb ball in the first half.
However, in the second half the
men tired-missing shots and
making numerous turnovers," said
Sharer.

Against Gordon, RSA kept pace
with the hometown team, trailing
39-32, at halftime. In the final half,
Redstone went cold in shooting. On
th'e other hand, Carlton Rand and
Richard Robinson for Gordon
couldn't miss. Both players
teamed for 29 points in the final 20
minutes to carry their squad to
victory. For the Arsenal, Kermit
Crawford and Gene Howey scored
18 each.

Following the contest, Sharer
said, "the players were nothing
short of great."

"The men had only three days to
practice as a team, As far as height
goes, we were the shortest team in
the tournament and we didn't have
a man under six feet," he said.

Redstone's tallest man was 6'3".
Redstone had to face a tougher

team the next day in the likes of
Rucker and thei,r star center,
Cotton, who alrelidy had other
teams and the fans buzzing from
the opening day action.

Cotton, who eventually received
the Most Valuable Player .(MVP)
award for the tournament,
received a strategic welcome from
Redstone when the two teams met
in an afternoon game.

Sharer, in a timely move, put his
fast-moving guard, Harry Bryant,
against Cotton to keep the 6'8"
center from scoring. The move
paid off as Cotton was held to a
mere two points in the first half
with Redstone leading Rucker 37­
34, at halftime.

As the third quarter got un­
derway, Redstone had a chance to
increase their lead to seven points,

but two missed easy layups
followed by several turnovers gave
Rucker the momentum they
needed to chip away at Redstone's
lead. In a matter of minutes,
Rucker had tied and moved ahead
of Redstone and there was no
stopping them, including Cotton.

Rucker built a 30-point lead late
in the game with Cotton doing what
he could do best-score. He
finished the game with 14 points, 12
coming in the last half.

For Redstone, Crawford and
Howey hit for 29 and 10 points
respectively. Crawford's per­
formance drew praise from other
players and coaches.

Sharer commented, "If we had
our more hot hands like Crawford,
we could have gone further in the
tournament."

Redstone's coach felt his team
could have done better if the team
had more time to playas a unit.

"Three days is not enough to get
a team into shape. It is hard to
compete against teams that have
played together for at least three
months and had played scrimmage
games with different colll!ge
teams," he said.

"My men played fantastic," said
Sharer, while adding, "the other
teams in the tournament had no
better players than Redstone. They
were just more ready and in
shape."

bus registered empty. The driver
pulled over at a gas station and
player Mike Fields of Company
B shelled out 20 bucks to refill
the 40-gallon tank.

We hoped the tank of gas
would get us to Gordon. It did,
but barely. A block from our
barracks the bus choked
empty!

Everybody got out ami pushed
the 22-passengcr vehicle one
block to the barracks and a wel­
come rest after the grueling 15­
hour trip.

Our bad luck continued, Red­
stone dropped their first two
games of the tournament and
were eliminated.

Tuesday, it was time to head
back to Redstone. The team ex­
pected no trouble. The bus was
repaired during the first two
day~ at Gordon and the weather
was fine for the expected nine·
hour journey back.

After eight and a half hours
on the road, we were approach­
ing Redstone's Gate 3 on Hobbs
Island Road.

The power-steering gave out
again just as the bus was p~ss­

ing a car on the narrow hIgh­
way.

Without power steering, the
bus has a tendency to stray ­
and off the road we went. There
was no shoulder - only a five­
foot ditch full of a green bus
slewing along at 40 m.p.h.

Several hundred feet later, the
bus came to a stop out in a
pasture. The bus had gone from
one ditch over a culvert; across
the road into another gully' and
finally through a four-strand
barbwire fence before coming
to a halt.

The driver inquired about in­
juries. Redstone's shooting star,
Kermit Crawford, was half-strad­
dling his seat; clutching his
knee. The rest of the team
were only shaken from the or­
deal.

Bystanders summoned an am­
bulance, but no one required
immediate medical attention.

Just before the accident, Craw­
ford was singing: "There is no
sunshine where I'm gain', only
darkness-." Crawford's melody
was broken when the bus lurch­
ed off the road. Afterwards
Crawford promised he would
never sing that song again.

While the
players piled into the bus with
their equipment and luggage,
the driver was told that the pow­
er steering on the second vehicle
went out on the way to McClel­
lan.

After a short discussion, it
was decided the bus could be
driven to Augusta on manual
steering.

We had only a half a tank of
gas as the bus started to leave
McClellan. Already the men's
attitudes soured; knowing they
would miss the banquet and ar­
rive at Gordon around 9 p.m.

The bus stopped at the post
gas operations for a fillup, but
to no avail. According to Bangs,
several McClellan players were
at Redstone recently and no gas
was allocated to them.

So they were just returning
the favor to us, he said.

The mutual agreement among
the team was "to hell with Mc­
Clellan," and off we trucked.

As we approached Atlanta, the
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southern roads had taken their
toll on the bus.

"I think we have clutch prob­
lems," said Bangs.

At first the team made humor­
ous remarks. Said one member,
"It's an Army bus. What do you
expect?"

After a short pause, the driver
was able to shift gears again and
we were on our way. Since we
had been almost stranded. it was
decided the bus should be driven
to Fort McClellan near Anniston
for a checkup. After several
more failures. we came rolling
into the main gate at McClellan,
the clutch was nearly gone.

The MP on duty stood clear as
the bus passed by and we coast­
ed through the rolling domain
of McClellan only at times
motor-driven as the clutch would
take hold.

Maybe Their War Will Be Better
The Rocket falls in step with the nation for a sharp

salute to Vietnam Veterans Friday, the day that marks
the first anniversary of the last American combat soldier
leaving Vietnam.

It's appropriate to focus attention on the men and
women who served with distinction in a war half-way
around the world which few Americans understood or
condoned ... the men and women who helped solve the
riddle of yesterday's biggest problem, the Vietnam War.

They deserve-though few of them seem to expect It­
the nation's honor and respect.

The war was not of their making. They had nothing to do
with the political decisions which escalated or de­
escalated it and most of them didn't want to be there.

But, as Americans have reacted in all the nation's wars
whether they were soldiers or civilians, they knuckled to
and got the job done, frequently under the most
harrassing circumstances imaginable.

They sacrificed living with their families, their health
and even their lives. Their loved ones, especially those of
prisoners-of-war and missing-in-Action personnel, went

. through untold agony at home.
But because the war was so controversial those who

served in it were never given quite the same recognition
and cheers accorded the heroes of other wars.

Perhaps this first of many Vietnam Veterans Days will
help change this.

To observe the dav the Rocket asked some who went to
Vietnam to reflect on their experiences. We went to active
duty personnel now serving at Redstone, some no longer
are on active duty now working at Redstone as civilians,
and to men and women who voluntarily served in Vietnam
as civilians.

Some of them didn't want to talk about the war. It was
still a bit too close they said. We respect their feelings.
Others considered it the high light of their Army careers.

One thing came out clear. They all wanted to be
busy ... wanted to feel they were contributing. When the
fighting was the heaviest time went quickest and troops
were happiest.

Here are the thoughts from a representative group who
share a common bond. They served in Vietnam.

Sergeant Robert W. Byrne, now a Military Policeman:
"I was on long range reconnaissance. As far as 1 am

concerned, Vietnam was Hell. 1am like the old man about
it being water under the bridge. 1 just want to forget it. 1
don't even like to talk about it."

Sergeant Byrne has much to forget. He had two
separate tours of duty in Vietnam and was medically

evacuated from both of them before they were finished
because of being wounded. He earned three purple hearts
in Vietnam.

Specialist Five Larry Gillespie, assigned to Tran­
sportation at Redstone:

"It was a different world in Vietnam," he said. "I was
up north and there weren't any of the comforts of life. We
were hauling fuel and ammunition and really kept
busy ... lost track of the days and time.

"I didn't resent having to be in Vietnam. I wasn't
married and somebody had to be there ... in fact, I felt
some satisfaction in being there. I know it made me grow
up some and since it's all over I'm glad I was there. And,
I've run into fellows who are sorry now that they didn't get
to Vietnam. They feel they've missed something."

Gillespie said he would have a better feeling about
Vietnam if he felt that "we won the war. We helped the
people over there some," he said, "but we didn't win. We
just folded up our tents and went home."

Colonel Albert Busck, chief of the Missile Command's
Targets Office, recalls his tour in Vietnam as the most
professionally gratifying duty he had had in the Army.

"The "can do" spirit of the troops and their heroism in
the face of adversity amde it a personal experience that
was the high point of my career," he said.

Captain Happel D. Terrell, Aide-de-Camp to Major
General Vincent H. Ellis:

"It was in Vietnam that 1 had my first company," he
said, "and there is nothing quite like that for a junior
officer.

"I was doing something that gave me a great deal of job
satisfaction. My company mission was in direct support of
first line troops and you are proud to know that something
you do determines whether or not those guys can do their
job."

Terrell said he thought that all in all American Forces
did a fantastic job in Vietnam considering that it was an
unpopular war.

"I am sure 1 must have had men who resented being in
Vietnam," he said, "but they all did their jobs and the
more we had to do the better they liked it."

Robert Ligon, now a supply clerk at the Redstone
Commissary~ had two tours in Vietnam.

"On my second tour 1 served as an advisor to the
Vietnamese Army. We went to the field where the Viet­
namese troops were and inspected to see if they were
operating according to our guidelines. 1 inspected their
ammunition, supplies and methods of record ke(lpil'!.g.

"I felt that our efforts were worthwhile, that all in all, it

"It was interesting and I'd go again if necessary."
Harold O. Hill, a logistics specialist in the Missile

Command's Materiel Management Directorate, volun­
teered and served four tours in Vietnam as a civilian:

"The thing that sticks in my mind the most is the peace
of mind I had-job satisfaction is the word. I knew that I
was helping the U. S. combat soldier. It made me feel
good.

"And of course I am nostalgic about South Vietnam and
its people. I did things to try to help them help themselves
and I wonder how they are making out now that the U.S.
combat forces are gone. I look at every picture I see about
Vietnam, hoping I'll recognize something. Occasionally I
have and areas we helped develop appear to be run down.

"Then I think about all the money, manpower and
resources we put into Vietnam. We should have won and
we just pulled out."

James Foster, now working as a civilian in the Civilian
Personnel Division was serving in the Army in Germany
when he was ordered to Vietnam:

"That was the best news I'd had since I'd been in the
Army. We were stationed on a mountain where we were
often snowed in, and I like warm weather.

"I was assigned to an outfit I'd heard a lot about-the
1st Air Cavalry Division. Our unit's responsibility was to
support an artillery division with air transportation.

"While I was there I was a junior air traffic controller
and later a flight operations specialist with the respon­
sibility to fly occassionally as an air observer.

"The attitude toward me was different than I had known
before in the Army. I was given responsibility as a
responsible person-you were supposed to take respon­
sibility because you felt it was important. Others were
depending on you and you depended on others. This made
you feel like an important and responsible individual.

"I had the opportunity to learn to fly a helicopter, and I
visited Hong Kong and Bangkok. Vietnam was the best
assignment I had in the Army."

Gladys Hall, an inventory management specialist in the
Materiel Management Directorate, went to Vietnam as a
civilian employee as a member of an AMC Quick Reaction
team.

"My work there prompted a strong patriotic feeling.
They needed help, and my going there to work was a small
contribution for me to make. I was in the 14th Inventory
Control Center in Saigon for 93 days.

"I was one of the first women to go to Saigon for a
military agency.

Night courses are taught on the
arsenal by professors of John C.
Calhoun. These are college level
course and can lead to an Associate
of Arts degree from the school.

Soldiers going after a college
degree can receive 75 percent of
tuition paid. All other costs such as
books, plus the remaining 25
percent is borne by the individual
under schooling.

Operation Bootstrap is available
for qualifying soldiers. Up to two
years of fully funded schooling is
possible through the program
which is explained in AR 621-1.
Usually the attendance of the
school of choice is accomplished
between duty stations. However, it
is possible to take an extended
leave from a job, attend the college
course, and return to the same
duty.
