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They began working at first light Thurs­
day. The young men and women in fatigues
continued working for nearly three days on
the biggest police call of their lives.

Some drove fork lifts and front loaders.
Others operated wreckers. Dozens wielded
salvaged shovels and rakes. Hundreds had
only work gloves or shells and liners.

More than a few were seen picking up
glass shards and handling jagged bits of
wreckage bare-handed. Commanders and
supply officers went through logistical gym­
nastics to get more gloves to protect the will­
ing, working hands of their troops.

By noon, most roods and streets in the tor­
nado-damaged areas of the Missile and Mu­
nitions Center and School had been cleared
by MICOM and MMCS soldiers and crews
from Post Engineers. Utilities crews drove
their buckets and hydraulic cranes into the
area to begin re-weaving the area's power
grid.

Late the first afternoon, the 5th and 7th
Student Companies and the units of the First
Battalion reported that all their troops had
been moved out of unhabitable rooms into
areas where they could sleep with at least a
little comfort. Arrangements hod been made
for enough bedding for the soldiers, many of
whom were doubled up in rooms on the north
sides of barracks buildings.

By twilight Thursday, most large debris
was cleared from troop areas or piled where
front-end loaders could load it onto trucks
to .be hauled away.

Soldiers who had eaten meals a little foster
than usual turned in for the night in rooms
without heat. Some window frames were cov­
ered with acetate or plastic. A few had gloss.
That night, thermometers in the Huntsville
area dipped to 38 degrees.

Friday downed clear and cold with soldiers
in field jackets turning out again to rake and
shovel small debris into refuse containers. It
was no accident that sunny areas were cleared
faster than shady ones. Inside, others cleared

hallways and rooms with shovels and brooms.
Lines of soldiers snaked across parking

lots and grassy areas. With chilly fingers, they
picked up all manner of debris and filled
whatever containers they had.

Soldiers boarded buses for three meals a
day at Tin City. Designated "shower buses"
rumbled through troop areas, stopped, and
took on soldiers holding bars of soap, bath
towels and fresh clothes. In small groups, stu­
dents and permanent party troops enjoyed
brief but hot showers at Tin City.

By Friday afternoon, wreckage was nearly
cleared from damaged barracks interiors. Sol­
diers were already mopping floors and wash­
ing what windows were left. Others helped
load the congo line of dump trucks that plied
the area.

Friday night, students of the 7th ETC had
heat. Many others slept in chilly rooms again.

Work continued on Saturday, including a
second clean-up of broken gloss removed by
glazier crews before installing new windows.

Most debris had been cleared by early Sat­
urday, and efforts shifted into living-areas
to begin final stages of cleanup: GI "parties".'

When training resumed Monday morning,
cleanup work fell on the shoulders of those
waiting for their classes to begin or soldiers
who could be spared from duty sections. Even­
ings, the GI parties continued in preparation
for barracks inspections scheduled for Friday.

In short,it was the young men and women,
dressed in fatigues and working long hours,
who put the School Brigade and other areas
back together again. Perhaps one nameless
soldier seen Friday in the parking lot east of
Building 3480 was typical.

While his buddies worked elsewhere, the
young man was using a pushbroom to clear
small debris from a parking lot the size of a
football field. He worked alone at a large
task. When he saw a photographer document­
ing the recovery effort aim his camera the
soldier looked up and smiled while he con­
tinued to sweep, sweep, sweep.

A restraining order was issued
April 10 in the U. S. District Court
in Decatur ruling that all wives of
military personnel in stations
Madison County should have
the right to register during a
special 14 day period, April 11
through April 25.

"On the way back from Decatur,
I began to wonder if I had done the
right thing," she said. "Since then
I've had calls from other wives
supporting my action, so I feel the
response has been good. I don't
know how many will register, but I
hope for a good turn out."

The wife of Second Lieutenant
Paul K. Wunsch, she and her
husband have been at Redstone
since February 1973. She grew up
near Houston, Texas, and is a
graduate of the University of
Houston.

Registering to vote does not

obligate military wives to pay
Alabama income taxes. State
income tax is paid only on money
earned in Alabama.

The judge's order said, in part:
"It is therefore ordered, ad­

judged and decreed that defendant
shall cause qualified plantiffs and
all similarly situated person, i. e.,
all wives of military personnel
sta tioned in Madison Countv,
Alabama, to be registered to vote,
within 14 days from the date of this
Order. Such registration shall be
conditioned soley upon the sub­
mission by each applicant in the
above described class of a sworn
statement that the applicant is a
bona fide resident of the State of
Alabama and Madison County for
the requisite 30 day period."

Military wives going to register
as the result of the judge's order
must submit a sworn statement on

The
statement will be notarized at the
Board of Registrars.

When Elizabeth Ann Wunsch, the
wife of a soldier stationed at
Redstone Arsenal, was told she
could not register to vote in
Madison County she went looking
for a lawyer.

She set in motion a chain of
events which resulted last week in
a federal judge ordering the
Madison County Board of
Registrars to register the wives of
military personnel stationed in
Madison Courity.

One of the first to register:
Elizabeth Ann Wunsch.

A teacher of government­
economics at Huntsville's Johnson
High School, she had urged her
senior pupils to vote, had them
throughly informed on when the
Madison County Board of
Registrars would be open for
registration, and had escorted a
bus load of students to the Court
House to register.

"There I was standing before my
class and telling them that voting
is important that they should
register when they became 18, that
it is their right, and I wasn't
registered myself," she said. "So I
went down to register, and the
Madison County Board of
Registrars refused because I am a
military wife living on Redstone
Arsenal. They said Redstone is not
part of the state.

"I pay state income taxes in
Alabama. I am part of a teacher's
group working for candidates in
the May election. I belong to
several civic organizations, and
feel involved in the community.
Why shouldn't I have the right to

Military Wives Vote In Local Elections
A federal judge ruled last week

that wives of military personnel
stationed on Redstone Arsenal or
elsewhere in Madison County can
register to vote in local elections.

U. S. District Court Judge
Seybourn Lynne ordered the
Madison County Board of
Registrars to reopen registration
from April 11 through April 25 to
register military wives who may
desire to vote in Madison County.

The Board of Registrar's office is
in Room 411 of the Madison County
Court house, and is open from 10
a.m. until 5 p.m. Monday through
Friday for this special
registration.

Military wives who plan to
register must have lived in
Madison County at least 30 days.
Their registration does not affect
their husbands' registrations in
their home states.

The judge's ruling came as the
result of a suit filed by the
American Civil Liberties Union of
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QUESTION: Why weren't the fallout shelters on the arsenal and the
basements of those buildings that have basements opened to the public
for safety during the tornadoes of April 3? Are there any plans to open up
the arsenal in the future?

ANSWER: Mass movements of people during periods of violent weilthe~

would subject more of them to possible injury than if they remained in or
near their homes. Evacuation generally is not considered to be ad·'
viseable since tornadoes move in such erratic patterns. General;
evacuation should only be accomplished at the direction of competent
authority. Most authorities believe the home and the area immediately
around it is the location where people should seek shelter in a tornado
rather than attempting to travel relatively long distances to shelter.
There are no plans to open the arsenal to the public during periods of
tornado warning, unless requested by competent authority for the
reasons cited above. !

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Construction Bill Includes Hospital
Redstone Arsenal is earmarked

for $10.3 million for a new hospital
in the military construction bill
that the Defense Department has
submitted to Congress for fiscal
year 1975.

"We're now drawing final
designs for the 40-bed hospital,"
said Tom Hood, Facilities
Engineering Division. "Pending
congressional approval, the Ariny
will go out for bids to begin con­
struction sometime this fall."

Plans call for a three-story
building, Hood said, of steel frame
and an exterior of precast stone,
comprising approximately 120,000
square feet. A partial basement
will house food service, central
materials and shops; first floor
will contain out-patient quarters,
ancillary and administrative
functions, while patient rooms,
surgery, obstetrics, nursery and
intensive care will be located on
the second floor.

To be located in the pasture
south of Goss Road near the Of­
ficers Open Mess, the hospital will
have its own support facilities such
as steam plant, emergency electric
system, air conditioning and
heating, and communication
system.

Citing a need for more space and
a general modernization of both
equipment' and facilities,

Lieutenant Colonel .James Feltis,
Jr., Director of the Medical
Department Activity, said the
existing facility is rapidly
becoming inadequate for out­
patient care.

"Soon it won't meet standards
required for accreditation," Feltis
said, explaining the need for the
new hospital.

One of the sorely needed features
of the new facility will be an out-

patient clinic nearly three times
larger than the existing clinic, he
said.

The old hospital building would
be turned back to the Missile
Command's Redstone Arsenal
Support Activity for reassignment.

Feltis said it is anticipated the
proposed new hospital would be
ready for occupancy " ... about
two to three years after con­
struction begins."

EM Families Move Into Officer Quarters AMC COMMANDERS MEET
The Army Missile Command will host an Army Materiel Com­

mand Commanders Conference next week.
General Henry A. Miley, AMC Commanding General, most of his

senior staff officers and the commanders of major AMC subordinate
commands will attend the three day session which begins Monday
morning.

Working sessions of the conference will be held in Building 5250.
The group will visit McMorrow Laboratories late Tuesday morning
for a tour of the Advanced Simulation Center, briefings on several
MICOM research programs and a demonstration of ARTIS (Alpha
Remote Terminal Interactive System).

General Walter T. Kerwin Jr., Commanding General, U.S. Army
Forces Command, will speak to the group on Wednesday morning.

Redstone is following the trend
at other Army posts in assigning
vacant family housing usually
occupied by junior grade officers
to enlisted personnel who are on
long waiting lists to get quarters on
post.

"We have an obligation to
maintain 98 percent occupancy of
post quarters," Colonel George F.
Gregg, MICOM deputy post
commander, said. "When we found
that there was no waiting list of
junior officers who wanted

quarters, and no immediate
projected need to hold the quar­
ters, it made sense to put enlisted
personnel in them.

"The waiting list of enlisted
personnel was running around 100,
and it appeared to be four to six
months before we'd have any
quarters to assign to them. They
need the housing, living. in the
community is expensive, so it all
added up as the best thing to do.

"We have redesignated 120 sets
of quarters 40 with two bedrooms

and 80 with three bedrooms, to
assign to enlisted men in the six­
plex apartment type of housing in
the Dyer Circle and Niblo Drive
area."

By the end of last week 33
enlisted men's families had moved
into company grade housing, in­
cluding 10 whose homes were
damaged or destroyed by the
tornado. Some of the latter will not
remain in post housing when their

previous living quarters have been 1IIIl ..
repaired. '"

medical aid for two men injured by
the tornado. Right after the tor­
nado struck, Staff Sergeant Ed­
ward Aldrich and Specialist Five
Douglas DaVid, duty NCO and
assistant NCO that night, went
through the barracks, looking for
other injuries on the second and
third floors. They pounded on
doors, through the whole building,
and when they didn't get an an­
swer, they broke down doors to be
sure there were none inside too
hurt to answer," said Ansick.

Ansick also credited Staff
Sergeant Franklin Callines, who
set up guard posts to secure
property in those rooms whose
doors were broken during the
search for survivors.

"Even before the tornado hit,
Staff Sergeant Charles Reese and
Specialist Six Walter Prescott
alerted sleeping soldiers on the
second and third floors of barracks
3436, getting them awake and down
to the first floor hallway before the
twister could strike," said Ansick.

"They assisted in the search for
injuries and helped in cleanup
details for the next several days,"
he said.

The first morning after the
disaster, Ansick said, several men
within the battalion took initiative
to organize the first cleanup teams
to dig a way through rubble.

"Specialist Five Larry Atkinson,
Specialist Four Michael Martin,
Specialist Four John KreIs,
Private Stephen Clingan, and
Specialist Six Charles Bonnett"
were among the soldiers to take
early action to begin restoring
order to the 1st Battalion," Ansick
said.

The Army Emergency Relief­
Army Relief Society fund cam·
paign has dispensed $2000 to
military personnel for tornado
damage in the Huntsville area.

Eight families, whose homes
were destroyed, were aided with
$250 grants for subsistence-food,
clothing, and shelter-until they
can get relocated elsewhere. The
$250 is the limit authorized lo­
cally for a single family for the
relief drive. The members of
one family aided are dependents
of a serviceman stationed else·
where.

own building had been hit. One tall
and lanky, the other was short and
stocky," Bullock added.

"There were so many people
involved that it's difficult to pick
out individual names and their
achievements," admitted Sergeant
Major B. C. Tawwater of 2nd
Battalion.

"But one man, Sergeant First
Class Thomas Dickman of the 7th
Student Company, stands out. He
was injured, but organized rescue
efforts, locating all injuried men in
one area, seeing that they received
first aid or medical treatment,
then super'vised a complete search
of the building to be sure everyone
was accounted for," said
Tawwater.

"After all this was done, he
finally went to the hospital with his
own injury, and it was serious
enough that he was admitted," he
said.

Soldiers of his battalion worked
with a minimum of supervision,
Tawwater said.

"Nobody really had to tell them
what to do. It seemed like
automatic reaction to crisis," he
said.

"Before bedtime Thursday
night, we had sleeping ac­
comodations for all our troops. The
company cadres and students
worked to move equipment,
supplies and bedding during that
first day."

By lights out, Tawwater said
"we had the same number of men
bedded down in about 40 per cent of
the space we had before the twister
struck building 3435."

"It's almost impossible for me to
express in words the manner in
which all personnel of the 1st
Battalion grouped together as a
team and accomplished a two-year
task in a week's time," said bat­
talion Sergeant Major William P.
Ansick.

Ansick said it was gratifying to
him that "everyone on the post,
from the Commanding General on
down, commended soldiers of the
1st Battalion, among the many
other units also congratulated, for
their work. They volunteered and
did the job that had to be done,"
Ansick said.

"Staff Sergeant Ulysses Gulley

Within hours after cleanup
operations began at MMCS,
commanders and senior NCO's at
all levels were talking about the
work their subordinate com­
manders and soldiers had done,
Though it's impossible to list
achievements by each and every
individual, the Information Office
of MMCS compiled a few com­
ments from various points within
the command.

Among the comments last week:
week:

"Captain Carter, commander of
the 6th SC saw the tornado echo on
a televised radar screen before it
struck the school. He put his wife
and child in the safest part of their
home and drove through the storm
to his unit. He got there minutes
before the tornado hit and found his
men unaware of the approaching
danger," said Sergeant Major J.B.
Bullock of 3rd Battalion.

"Captain Carter moved his men
to places of safety, in the basement
of the building and away from
windows and glass before the
twister hit," said Bullock.

"The minute the tornado had
passed, many allied sutdents of the
9th Student Company and NCOES
students in the north end of
building 3480 did a great job. They
took head counts, directed shaken
men, opened supply rooms and
moved material around even
before all the unit cadre arrived on
the scene, Bullock said..

"They helped me set up other
shelter and relief areas once I got
there," he said.

"The Marines came through like
champs," said Bullock. "They put

,out everything they had, with a
'can do' attitude the whole time.
Though Tin City was not hit, the 8th
Student Company worked long
hours to protect government and
personal property with guard
details."

"That first night, Army and
Marine Corps guards stopped a
number of looters on the spot
though the sentries were unarmed.
In some cases, one man forced two
or three scavengers at a time to
drop loot and flee the area," he
said.

"I saw two men from the 95th
Calibration Company lend
assistance to us even though their

police call, members of the MMCS stoff re­
ported for work in old clothes and began cleat­

were ravaged by the high winds.

Other academic and administrative areas
hit hard included the high boy area of the
Nike division, its hardstand, classrooms and
offices.

Many secretaries wore slacks to work in
cold littered areas for hours on end.

Groups of "paper shufflers" found them­
selves shuffling broken missile equipment
furniture, boards and beams. '

The fi rst Monday after the storm work
in some areas was still far from complete. A
group of women sot in an office corner just
before the close of business. Since Thursday
morning, they hod been laboring to remove
debris. They did their typing with gloves on
in a chilly, dark office.

They also knew they could loak forward
to another week of cold and darkness.

bachelor's quarters near the
swimming pool, also rushed to
the scene and was the ranking
NCO present.

Power and
lights were out - there were
no communications. None knew
how much damage had been
done or the extent of injuries.

Keller, who was on duty that
night in Charge of Quarters, had
.no communications, and couldn't
leave the area, but dispatched
Brouillette, who came to the bar­
racks from off post, to call Camp­
bell and Condon.

Keller, meanwhile, began mov­
ing people out of rooms, getting
them in:to hallways, and attempt·
ing to help the injured. He began
sending injured to the hospital.
He and Garnett inspected rooms,
had soldiers move mattresses out

"They did an outstanding job
-above and beyond what might
be expected of them," Campbell
said.

"By the time Captain John
Condon, the company command­
er,and I got here-around 11:30
p.m. - they had the situation
pretty well under control.

Brouilette lived off post but
was concerned and immediately
rushed in to see what he could
do to help,Campbell said.

"He's not even assigned with
us. He's with the Army Com­
munications Command and just
attached to us right now.

Soldiers who expect to place a tornado
damage claim with the Staff Judge Advocate
should have the claim submitted by the end
of next week.

The special center in which the JAG was
taking such claims has been closed, so claims
must now be submitted in the normal man­
ner through Loyal Blackwood, Claims Officer,
in the JAG office, Room A-133, Bldg. 5250.

Blackwood said that processing of the
claims while the office is still set up to han­
dle the special cases would result in more
expeditious settlement.

One week following the tornado the claims
office had received 75 claims which totaled
about $55,000. Also, by the end of the week
the JAG had adjudicated, and the Finance
and Accounting Office was processing, ap­
proximately $20,000 in emergency claims re­
sulting from the storm. Much of the claim
total was for automobile foss.

The Missile Command has received $100­
000 in funds to handle the special emergenc'y
claims arising out of tornado damage to per­
sonal property.

A total of 102 military families

When Sergeant Major James
mpson of the MiMCS Munitions
Department finally returned to
his farm in Franklin County,
Tenn. about ten days after a
tornado struck the Missile and
Muntions Center and School, he
found his fields and pastures
scattered with small debris.

"It included half a sleeping
bag, pieces of wall paneling, in­
sulation and light metal objects
from mobile homes. There were

Portable generators were still supplying power for
heat and light in the tornado-blasted Arsenal area last
week.

Soldiers from the 95th Service Company are also
working as usual in their field office laboratory while
also manning and maintaining nine generators around
the clock.

Two men, working in 8 hour shifts, operate and
maintain equipment, one drives the fuel truck to each
of the nine units and a mechanic is standing by to take
day or night duty.

The storm hit the barracks which the 95th shares
with the 29lst Military Police Detachment. Most men
from the 95th were on the second and third floors. One
of them, Specialist 6 Gregory Roberts, realized power
had probably been lost at the nearby central police
station, knocking out the MP radio communications
center.

He mustered a detail, obtained a generator van from
the company motor pool and soon had the MPs back on
the air.

The day after the storm, soldiers from the
Calibration Company used their equipment to get two
Huntsville Radio Stations back on the air.

Work parties from the 95th helped clear debris and
put generators to work in several locations, including a
small unit to heat and light the guard shack at Gate 10,
the ration breakdown operation and the Veterinary
Hospital.

The generator crews are all volunteers. Soldiers
from the 95th also found time to help the family of one
of their men who settled his family in town before
transferring to Korea. The family escaped injury
although the house was badly damaged.

Work parties salvaged the things that could be saved
and helped the family get settled in temporary quar­
ters.

Red Cross, a tornado becomes a
personal endurance test.

Charles Borum of the Pershing
Project Office, who has that
disaster chairmanship, found out
what it takes when he kept on the
go for 24 hours after the recent
tornadoes hit the county.

"I went to the Harvest and Hazel
Green areas Wednesday night
after the tornado touched down
, .. , . , . , .there, and I didn't get to
bed until late the next night," he
said. Thursday morning he was on
the MICOM helicopter loaned to
the Red Cross to survey the
disaster area. He was back again
over the weekend "doing a little bit
of everything" as he puts it.

Another MICOM employee,
William Esslinger from the Plans
and Analysis Directorate, says he
volunteers for Red Cross work
whenever needed, so he was on the
job surveying damage to personal
'buildings and structures and
listing them.

"I was out Friday working in an
assigned area, then Saturdav we
tabulated the data and plotted the
areas of damage on a map. This
data was then used to plan Red
Cross resources to aid victims and
was also furnished to federal
agencies for consolidation and
planning for federal disaster
assistance," Esslinger said.

Robert R. Webb of SAFSCOM
served as coordinator for damage
tabulation.
