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Awards program honors outstanding local families

Eleven outstanding local families will be recognized 
at a Great American Family awards ceremony here 
Monday, Nov. 21. 

The Great American Family awards program was 
organized in 1982 by the American Family Society. 
The purpose is "to honor families in the community 
who exemplify living traditional family values and 
represent all families in the community," said Sue 
Paddock of Army Community Service. 

Guidelines from higher headquarters, Army 
Materiel Command, instructed Redstone to select 
three local families to receive the Great American 
Family certificate and chose one of those three to com­
pete at the AMC level. AMC, along with other major 
organizations, will select a representative to be 
honored at a White House ceremony in January. First 
lady Nancy Reagan has served as the honorary 
chairperson for the awards program since its incep­
tion. 

"This was the first time that we got an overwhelm­
ing response of nominees at Redstone Arsenal," Pad­
dock said. "We had 11 families nominated for this 
award. In past years, we found it difficult to come up 
with three. Based on the response from the communi­
ty, it was decided to recognize all 11 families for their 
contributions. And, to tell you the truth, it was very 
difficult to choose three out of the 11 because they're 
all outstanding. They're all community winners. And 
it was a very difficult task to choose three." 

The three families selected by the nominating com­
mittee to receive Great American Family certificates 
signed by post commander Maj. Gen. Gus Cianciolo 
and Nancy Reagan are as follows: Spec. J\!ff and Spec. 
Judy Hendricks, Col. Kenneth and Lillian Kawano, 
and Capt. Jeff and Shelley Fargo. The Hendricks were 
chosen to represent Redstone at the AMC level and 
will receive a. plaque. 

The other eight families, to receive certificates of 
achievement, include: Myron and Virginia Pope, 
Capt. Earl and Debbie McLain, Lt. Col. Art and 
Paula Slaughter, Capt. Tom and Cathy Ryan, SFC 
Raymond and Debra Speer, Capt. Brian and Mary 
Marr, Jim and Jean Shupe, and Capt. Rick and Deb­
bie Windhom. 

Nominations were sought from early September un­
til Oct. 28. A five-member judging committee was bas­
ed on recommendations from the Army Community 
Service staff. 

"There were three areas that the nominees were ask­
ed to expand on," Paddock said. "The first area was 
how has individual growth of each member of the 
family been encouraged and supported. The second 
one was how have teamwork and love been nurtured in 
the home. And the third was how has the family ex-

tended friendship and service to others in the com­
munity." 

Cianciolo is to present the awards at 9 a.m. Monday 
at the NCO Club. A reception, hosted by the ACS 
staff, will follow the hour-long program. "All 11 
families were notified about this ceremony and asked 
to include special guests," Paddock said. The 
ceremony was 'planned in conjunction with National 
Army Family Week.

Boat storage facilities part of planned marina complex 
Survey of boat owners being conducted to determine number of potential users

Early planning is under way to possibly build 

facilities to store trailered boats here. 
The dry boat storage facilities, proposed for this 

year, would be part of a marina complex near the Ten­
nessee River. The marina is included in the installation 
master plan for fiscal 1992 as a nonappropriated fund 
major construction project. 

"For the immediate future, the command has decid­
ed to separate trailer storage from the rest of the pro­
ject for potential early construction," said Dewey 
Rhodes, a member of the community recreation divi­
sion's yachting activity advisory council. 

The marina complex is envisioned to be located near 
the civilian recreation area, according to Joe Hopkins, 
chief of community recreation division in the Direc­
torate of Community and Family Activities. "Right 
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now, we're at the pre-planning stage," Hopkins said. 
In addition to the dry boat storage facilities, the 

marina would include a boat basin with a connecting 
channel to the Tennessee River, launch ramps, a 
fishing pier, a floating fuel dock, and rental boats. 
Also envisioned are parking areas for boats and 
trailers, picnic pavilions, recreational vehicle camp­
sites, and restroom facilities. 

The dry boat storage facilities are a possibility for 
this year "if we can make the funding, if it's recom­
mended by the installation morale welfare recreation 
fund council and approved by the commander," 
Hopkins said. Although the rest of the marina com­
plex is scheduled for fiscal 1992, he said, "we may 
phase it (the entire complex) in as monies become 
available, that's always an option." 

Users of the boat storage buildings would be charg-
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ed fees depending on the size of their boat. Possible 
monthly fees include $15 for boats under 16 feet long, 
$20 for 16 and 17-foot boats, $25 for 18 and 19 
footers, $30 for 20 and 21 footers, and $40 for boats 
more than 22 feet. "For boat owners whose boats are 
not trailerable, wet slips· are also planned," Rhodes 
said. "Wet slip storage fees are expected to be in line 
with trailered storage fees. 

"My guess is we're going to have about a thousand 
people interested. This includes also those who would 
desire wet storage slips," Rhodes added. Users would 
be members of the Redstone Arsenal community in­
cluding active and retired military, federal employees 
and contractor workers. 

Warehouses have previously served as boat storage 
facilities; however, this excess space is now required

TVA personnel 
Editor: 

Articles in the daily newspaper these days on shut­
down TV A nuclear power plants are quite common. It 
appears most of the reason for this is improper plann­
ing and incompetent management. 

Along with this condition, large numbers of 
employees are being displaced,Most of them with any 
length of service are given very generous "double 
severance pay" to leave voluntarily. 

Now there is nothing wrong with giving these people 
bona fide openings at MICOM, but to give thero­
preference in hiring and promotions over career 
MICOM employees is unconscionable. 

In mid-July I accepted a temporary promotion and 
moved from the MICOM RD&E Center to the Test 
Branch of a MICOM project office. After approx­
imately two months on the job, I was told by my im­
mediate superviwr that the paperwork was being sub­
mitted to make the position permanent for me, as most 
of the temporary promotions from the deputy project 
manager on down had now been resolved. When I 
checked on this about three weeks ago, I was told that 
the paperwork was not going through and given a 
vague answer about another temporary coming in to 
the slot. 

My permanent replacement, a former TVA engineer 
with 17 years and no previous. missile experience arriv­
ed for work Nov. 1, one week before the end of the 
temporary. By his own admission, he left "voluntarily 
with double severance pay on a deal too good to 
refuse." It appears that the final personnel action was 
something the immediate supervisor did not initiate 
and was powerless to prevent. So after nearly four 
months of at least highly successful performance, I 
returned to myoId position and another new man 
began training from scratch. 

Another MICOM test division chief informed me 
that the Civilian Personnel Office was sending TV A 
personnel through the project offices in droves. He 
said so far he had successfully resisted hiring aQY of 
them because they did not have any missile ex­
perience- it was all in power plants -and they would 
not fit in his program. 

This episode brings up the following interesting 
questions: 

1. Is there now an unofficial TV A Stopper List that 
gives preference over career MICOM employees? 

2. Does a civilian employee not have any rights to a 
position accepted as a temporary after being informed 
verbally that the permanent action has been submitted 
for him? 

Dennis Garrison, president of AFGE Local 1858, is 
now conferring with the Civilian Personnel Office in 
an effort to resolve this matter for me and any others 
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who might be affected now or in the future. A proper 
policy on this could prevent the filing of many 
grievances. It should also be noted that TV A is not 
even civil service, but a quasigovernment corporation 
ineligible for civil service priority lists.

Sign up now for carpool parking 
Those wanting to register for 1989 carpool parking 

permits can do so now, according to Bobby Noles, car­
pool program coordimitor. 

"Existing carpool permits expire Jan. 31 and 
everyone has to reapply before that lime in order to get 
their new ones," he advises. 

Groups of two or more people riding together can 
obtain a reserved parking permit by designating a 
"leader" to fill out a record card listing carpool 
member5. 

The completed card should be returned to Noles 
(AMSMI-RA-EH-EN) who will then issue a parking 
permit to the carpool. 

Building custodians and administrative offices are 

supposed to have application cards (SMI form 1231). 
Noles said carpool records are now kept on a com­

puter that crosschecks each entry to make sure that on­
ly one parking permit is issued to each carpool. He 
said anyone misrepresenting their carpool status in 
order to obtain a parking permit is subject to loss of 
their post driving privilege. 

There are presently about 700 carpools registered 
here, only about half as many as were registered before 
compufer crosschecks identified those holding permits 
illegally. 

Noles said a carpool can contain NASA and con­
tractor employees as long as they work on Redstone 
Arsenal and also Army employees at Research Park. 

CFC charity campaign nears goal 
Buoyed by late contributions, the Huntsville area 

Combined Federal Campaign was still collecting 
money this week. 

The total last Thursday was $846,927 or more than 
99 percent of the $855,001 goal. The four-week charity 
drive officially ended Nov. 4 but collections were ex­
tended until today.

"We 
really have gotten a lot of support."

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Obstacles no hindrance to this Great American Family

Talk to a soldier who's married to another soldier, 
and you'll find that life isn't always easy. Everydayac­
tivities can be complicated by schedule conflicts 
brought about by mandatory formations and physical 
training, and by duty assignments at odd hours. 

Married soldiers with young children live even more 
complex lives because they have to find (and pay for) 
day care that fits into their daily routine. 

Jeff and Judy Hendricks, both specialists at the 
Ordnance Missile and Munitions Center and School, 
balance two military careers with the raising of their 
three children. But they have overcome an additional 
obstacle. This is Judy's second marriage. When she 
and Jeff married in 1986 he became an "instant 
parent" to her two children, Joshua, 7 and Carly, 5. In 
fact, they've done such a good job of making their 
family work, despite the obstacles, that they have been 
selected to represent Redstone in the Great American 
Family awards program at the Army Materiel Com­
mand level. 

Jeff and Judy met during AlT. By the end of their 
three-month training they were married. Jeff had 
never met Judy's children, although he had spoken to 
them on the phone. 

After Jeff and Judy married, they went to Spokane, 
Wash., where the children were living while their 
mother was in training. They picked the children up, 
visited Judy's parents in California and then came to 
Redstone. 

"Everything went real smooth," Judy said. 
"Most of the adjusting was for me," Jeff said. "I 

was the oldest child in my family, and I hadn't been 
around kids. I was single, and none of my brothers 
and sisters had children. 

"I looked at it like, 'now I have two stepchildren,' 
and I dealt with it. A lot of problems came up, but I've 
never heard of parents quitting on their kids," he said. 

Jeff and Judy agree that one tough problem they 
had to work out was arranging day care. At first, they 
had schedule conflicts that meant that some days they 
had to be at work before the Child Development 
Center opened. Luckily, their neighbors helped out by 
keeping the children until time for school. 

The Hendricks believe the Army is trying to deal 
with the special problems of married soldiers, but, like 
everything else, it takes time to work out solutions. 

To help identify the issues that today's Army family 
faces, Jeff and Judy participated in Redstone's first 
Family Action Symposium held in August. 

It took a while for Carly and Joshua to treat Jeff as 
a real member of the family, but they gradually ac­
cepted him, Judy said. 

"Jeff doesn't try to make them feel like step­
ehildren, and they're not pressed to call him 'daddy'. 
Now they have a real good relationship," she said. 

Then, when Jacob was born last December, 
everything seemed to click. 

"The baby is an absolute joy," Judy said. "The 
kids enjoy watching him, and sometimes we all sit 
around and watch the things he does. Carly is like a lit­
tle mother, and both the kids really love him," she 
said. 

Jeff and Judy have done everything they can to 
make sure their new family bonds grow stronger. They 
make an effort to attend all special activities at 
Ridgecrest, where Jeff and Carly attend school. They 
also are active members in the Ridgecrest PTA. There 
are regular family outings, and Jeff and Joshua are 
both active in Cub Scouts. 

The couple also set a good example for their 
children by their involvement in community activities. 
Judy volunteers her time as an aerobics instructor, 

they make regular donations of food and clothing to 
charities, and they take it upon themselves to welcome 
single soldiers into their home on holidays. 

"We had 10 people from the barracks last 
Thanksgiving. They were single soldiers, and they 
came over and ate until they were stuffed," Judy said 
with a laugh. "There were probably four people who 
came that we didn't know, but we've since become 
friends," she said. 

Jeff and Judy are both in an administrative MOS, 
"and it's hard to get promotions in that MOS, so 
we're doing that through education," Judy said. They 
both attend college part time. Judy would eventually 
like to become a warrant officer, and Jeff's goal is to 
attend Officer Candidate School. They're both up for 
promotion to sergeant now. 

There are three factors Jeff and Judy believe have 

made their family the success it is- communication, 
caring and faith. 

They show a genuine interest in the children's educa­
tion, making sure that every accomplishment is prais­
ed. It must be working, because Joshua has made the 
AlB honor roll for three consecutive semesters. 

"It's important for them to know we care. Parents 
who don't have time or who don't show interest may 
be one reason kids turn to drugs or alcohol," Judy 
said. 

"We stress that if you have something on your 
mind, speak. That's the only way to solve a problem. 
Kids are human beings and they need to express their 
opinions," she said. 

"A lot of it (success) has to do with our faith in 
God. It's gotten us through a lot of rough times," she 
said.

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New measures taken to cut deer strike accidents 
Army officials have changed hunting procedures 

and taken other actions intended to reduce the number 
of collisions involving deer and motor vehicles on 
Redstone Arsenal. 

Deer strikes, averaging about 50 a year, are the 
number one cause of vehicle accidents here. There 
have been 52 in 1988 including seven so far this month. 
The number of strikes increases sharply during the 
winter months when arsenal workers and residents 
drive more in periods of darkness and reduced visibili­
ty. 

Typically a deer strike results in the death of the 
animal and several hundred dollars damage to the 
vehicle. Last month a motorcyclist suffered a concus­
sion, one of the few instances of personal injury 
resulting from a deer strike on the arsenal. 

When the annual gun deer season begins Nov. 19, 
arsenal hunters will be allowed to harvest, as quickly 
as possible, the 450 deer that state officials have set as 
the limit 1:0 be taken on the ar~enal this season. Two 
major changes have been made in post hunting pro­
cedures to do that: 

- In the past, antlerless deer could be taken by gun 
hunters on weekends only. This season gun hunters 
will be allowed to take antlerless animals every day un­
til the state limit of 250 is reached. Hunting will then 
continue every day until the remaining antlered 
animals are taken. 

- In the past, soldiers and military retirees and their 
family members were the only persons authorized to 
hunt on weekdays. Now government civilian workers 

and contractors with access badges will also be allowed 
to hunt deer on week days. 

Arsenal officials plan to ask state authorities to in­
crease the number of deer that can be harvested each 
year beginning next season with the long term objec­
tive of reducing the size of the resident herd. 

Also, officials will: 
- Expand a test of commercially available headlight 

reflectors which when mounted along road sides mav 
deter deer from attempting to cross ;"hile a vehicle i·s 
approaching. 

- Increase awareness among arsenal drivers by pro­
viding information to them on known high strike areas 
and times and defensive driving tactics, and posting

Senior warrant officer considers chance at new ran k

The idea behind the Army's new rank designation of 
master warrant four is to retain highly-skilled senior 
warrant officers. 

CWO 4 Warren Harmon was notified recently that 
he is a member of that select group. He is among those 
selected to attend training which, if successfully com­
pleted, will lead to designation as master warrant four. 
Designees then fill master warrant positions. 

"It's a very prestigious program," Harmon said. 
"The only problem I have is I'm going to have about 
30 and a half years total service by the time I'm re­
quired to go to school (at Fort Rucker, Ala.). That'll 
be in mid '90. I had previously been selected for ap­
proval to 35 years. I'm just undecided at this time if 
I'm going to stay beyond the 30 to stay on this pro­
gram." 

It would help persuade him if Congress would ap­
prove the new grade of rank, chief warrant five, for all 
services who want it. That would mean a potential pay 
raise and more money in retirement later on. "If Con­
gress passes the W5 pay sCJlle, that would be a big en­
ticement," Harmon said. "You know the old saying, 
money talks."

warrant four as an interim measure pending Congress' 
approval of the new grade of rank, chief warrant five. 
The first selection board for master warrant four met 
in December 1987 and named about 150 selectees; their 
eight weeks of schooling at Fort Rucker began this 
past September.

November 17 is the day of the 12th annual Great 
American Smokeout - the day millions of smokers at­
tempt to remain smoke-free for 24 hours. Army Maj. 
Mary Davis, chairperson of DoD's Anti-tobacco 
Working Group, hopes that military women will pay 
special attention. The working group consists of health 
promotion people from each service who share ideas 
on how the military can educate service members on 
the effects of smoking and best help smokers who 
want to quit. 

Said Davis, "Although the percentage of smokers in 
the general population is going down, the percentage 
of smokers who are female has not significantly 
decreased. "

Davis said DoD education efforts this year are 
focusing on younger smokers, particularly females. 

Explained Davis: "There remains a need to reach 
special populations who have high rates of smoking -
women are one of these groups. In fact, a recent U.S. 
surgeon general's report stated that adolescent girls 
has a slightly higher rate of smoking than adolescent 
boys. 

"The report also said women who smoke have three 
times the risk of dying of stroke and two times the risk 
of heart attack, when compared with non-smoking 
women," Davis notes. "If female smokers also use 
oral contraceptives, their risks increase still further. 
And smoking while pregnant is associated with in­
creased risk of miscarriage, low birth weight babies 
and other complications. 

"Our 'society's ideal woman is slender and attrac­
tive. There is supporting evidence that, on the average, 
women who smoke weigh less than non-smoking 
women and that quitting smoking often leads to 
weight gain. Therefore, a Woman who smokes may 
perceive weight gain as an unavoidable result of quit­
ting. What we must do is educate women and the 
public about how to use coping skills and adjust eating 
habits to control weight gain and other side effects of 
not smoking." 

For those who want to quit, DoD installations will 
be equipped with smokeout "survival kits." For her 
part, Davis plans to adopt a smoker, using the kit, 
which includes an adoption certificate, sugarless candy 
or gum, a wrist band to pop every time the smoker 
wants to light up, a list of coping tips, headless mat­
ches, stickers and various buttons. 

Davis suggested that non-smokers adopting smokers 
add their own treats to the kit, such as healthful 
snacks. She added, "Whether they are male or female, 
young or old, smokers trying to quit need patience and 
support from those around them. The smokeout is a 
light-hearted way to give that to them."

_ warning signs at each arsenal gate to alert drivers to 
the deer strike hazard. 

- Contact other federal agencies seeking information 
on methods that may have helped reduce deer strikes 
elsewhere. 

High hazard periods at this season on Redstone are 
from 6 a.m. until 10 a.m. and from 4 p.m. until 10 
p.m. High hazard areas include Martin and Patton 
Roads in the overpass vicinity and southward on Pat­
ton Road to Redstone and the Toftoy/Rideout and 
Fowler/Dodd areas. 

Arsenal officials have been testing the headlight 
refle~ting devices along Patton Road south of the Mar­
tin Road overpass. Now they intend to obtain and in­
stall additional reflectors extending the test zone south 
along Patton Road and using others elsewhere on the 
arsenal in high strike areas.
