Soldier dies 
from gunshot 

A Redstone soldier died Monday afternoon from a 
self-inflicted gunshot wound, according to local 
authorities. 

Pvt. James Hooton, 19, of Castleberry, Ala., was 
pronounced dead at Huntsville Hospital. He was a 
member of D Company, 832nd Ordnance Battalion. 

The shooting occurred about 2:30 p.m. in the 
LaMancha Apartments on South Memorial Parkway. 
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ul the Year, SSgt. James StevIson, and Soldier ot the 
Year. Spec. Michael J. Hall. Hall happens to be a 
medic - an operating room technician.

Soldier sentenced for AWOL, thefts 
,\. Redstone soldier was court-martIaled Nov. 1 for 

being absent without leave. larceny and forgery. 
Pvt. Keven Ratcliff of D Company, 832nd Ord­

nance Battalion, was sentenced by a military judge to 
three years confinement. a bad conduct discharge, and 
lOtal forfeitures of all pay and allowances. Ratcliff, 
20, is from Grand Prairie, Texas. 

The three AWOL charges were for his failure to 
report to classes June 26-28, June 29 to July 5, and Ju­
ly 20-21, according to Capt. Bradley. Bodmer of the 
Office of Staff Judge Advocate. The three larceny 
charges were for thefts from two other soldiers living 
in the D Company barracks. Twenty-one $20 traveler's 
checks were taken July 8; 10 $50 traveler's checks were 

,to len July 17; and two government paychecks, a bat­
tledress uniform jacket, and a wallet were taken July 
27. Total value was more than $1,700, Bodmer said. 

The 33 charges of forgery were for cashing the 
stolen checks. The $20 checks were forged on July 8, 
the $50 checks were forged on July 17, and the govern­
ment paychecks were forged on July 28. 

In the trial here by general court-martial, Bodmer 
prosecuted the case before Lt. Col. Andrew 
Chwalibog, a military judge from Fort Campbell, Ky. 
·Capt. Donald North, senior defense counsel for trial 
defense service, defended the accused. Ratcliff was to 
be sent initially to Fort Campbell and then taken either -
to Fort Leavenworth or Fort Riley, Kan.

Command launches another VE year 
The Missile Command on Monday recognized the 

success of its value engineering efforts for fiscal 1989 
and launched another year for the money-saving pro­
gram. 

Value engineering means finding the most cost ef­
fective ways to do things without adversely affecting 
performance. Maj. Gen. William Chen, the MICOM 
commander, addressed those involved in the program 
at a kickoff meeting Monday. 

Fiscal 1989 accomplishments included the follow­
ing: the command achieved $69.1 million in hard­
dollar savings - the best within the Army Materiel 
Command - and attained 103 percent of goal; hard­
dollar savings and cost avoidance savings resulted in 
total savings of $106.7 million; and nine out of 14 
elements made their assigned VE goals. 

Of the $69.1 million, $11.9 million resulted from 
changes suggested by contractors. The remainder were 
from in-house proposals. The command, named the 
Defense Department's best field command for the 
third straight year, sponsored two contractor VE sym­
posiums. 

Value engineering coordinators recognized with cer­
tificates for helping their organizations achieve their 
VE savings goal were as follows: Anne Hughes, 
Missile Logistics Center; A.D. Janzen, Patriot Project 
Office; William Chandler, Hawk Project Office; Jane 
~aniel, Advanced Antitank Weapon Systems Project; 
JImmy Walker, Army Tactical Missile System; Irving 
Wright, Tow Project Office; Pat Bailey and Frank 
Tackett, Missile System Readiness Directorate; Teresa 
Brock, TMDE Support Group; and Lee Hughes 
Stinger Project Office. ' 

Deer-vehicle hits continue on post 
Collisions between vehicles and deer continue on 

post and the figures of the next two months will tell 
whether measures to reduce such accidents have been 
effective. 

The total for this year as of Nov. 6 was 46, two 
under last year's total for the same date, according to 
Capt. Wayne McGurk, chief of the Law Enforcement 
Branch of the Provost Marshal Office. The total hits 
for last calendar year was 71. 

Three hits have been in areas equipped with reflec­
tors designed to frighten deer away from the road ac­
cording to McGurk. Some drivers may have felt a false 
sense of security in these areas at night, since there had 
been only one previous night hit in a reflector zone 
since their installation several months ago. 

McGurk again stressed caution to motorists who 
drive in high strike areas, especially at night. 

"We had the greatest number of vehicle to deer 
strikes in November last year, so drivers on the arsenal 
need to be aware of deer on the side of the road and 
take precautions to avoid vehicle-to-deer collisions " 
he said. ' 

Some of those precautions are: 
• If you see a deer approaching the road, slow down 

or stop until you can see what it's going to do 
• Flash your lights and honk your horn' it may 

frighten them from the road ' 
.• Stay alert, concentrate on your driving and main­

tam control of your car. 
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Redstone firefighters enjoy challenge of maze

Two Redstone firefighters proceeded through the 
darkened maze as six television monitors displayed 
their progress. 

With the press of a button, the operator at a control 
panel could add smoke or heat or simulated fire noise. 
He could even rearrange the maze itself. 

The lO-foot-high by 20-foot-long chamber was in­
side a 26-foot trailer provided by National Draeger 
Inc., a German company that sells breathing ap­
paratus. Operated by a Birmingham-based sales 
representative, the trailer made a one-day stop at 
Redstone last week as part of a tour for firefighters in 
Alabama and Mississippi. 

"We are real fortunate to get this thing," said Bill 
Cross, the Redstone fire chief. Redstone Arsenal was 
the first stop and the only military installation listed on 
the training center's 17-day tour. 

"Inside that truck are tunnels, mazes - all the 
various situations you'd run into if you were in a house 
fire or any kind of rescue work," Cross said. On 
Wednesday morning, Nov. 1, Redstone firefighters 
went through the chamber in two-man teams for 
simulated search and rescue. Other local fire depart­
ments were invited to send their firefighters during the 
day. 

A pair of firefighters, in full gear with breathing ap­
Jaratus, entered the chamber by first climbing a ladder 
(eaning against the truck. They went into the chamber 
through a hatch in the truck's top. "It's pitch dark in 
there, pitch black," said Bill Richardson of Barna Ser­
vices Inc. out of Birmingham. He operated the 
chamber and watched the firefighters on television 
screens at the control panel. The chamber consisted of 
three levels, and the firefighters had to work their way 
through. The last part was a pipe which led to a door. 

"I have sensors, I can tell you where they're at," 
Richardson said, referring to the firefighters inside the 
chamber. He could also give them light when 
necessary. "Some of them have needed it," he added.

and a truck for the West Coast, according to Mark 
Mosley, a sales representative for Barna Services Inc. 
A worldwide company based in Lubeck, West Ger­
many, Draeger has an office in Pittsburgh. "They're 
into breathing apparatus, instrumentation for testing 
chemicals, tubes, diving equipment; they're also in 
space technology and medical technology; a lot of 

hazardous material testing tubes," said Mosley, 
himself a volunteer firefighter in Kemberiy, Ala., 
about 20 miles north of Birmingham. 

The Redstone firefighters seemed to enjoy the 
challenge of finding their way through the maze. "I 
really enjoyed it, " said Fire Department Capt. 
Howard Reed. "I hope we can do it again."

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Firsthand experience shows importance of CFC 
When you're helped directly by charity organiza­

tions, you know the importance of giving to the Com­
bined Federal Campaign. 

Bella Turnipseed, a secretary in system logistics 
branch of Procurement Directorate, recalls how CFC 
agencies helped her family while she was growing up in 
New Orleans in the 1940s and '50s. 

"There were nine kids in the family and the only 
toys we got for Christmas were through CFC," Tur­
nipseed said. Food for Christmas came the same way, 
or they would not have had a holiday. Their father was 
unemployed .. 

"Every three months, we got a new pair of shoes 
and some clothing" through charity, Turnipseed 
recalled. Medical care came courtesy of the Red Cross. 

Six of the youngsters were in school at the same time 
and they probably would not have been able to attend 
if not for the clothing, the free lunches and supplies. 

There were 12 - including the parents, the children 
and their grandmother - living in one three-room 
house. Each year, the Red Cross gave them food dur­
ing evacuations caused by hurricanes. 

The father was a proud man who, for a long time, 
would not accept any free services. Help came from 
agencies which included the Red Cross, Salvation Ar­
my, and Christmas Charities. Turnipseed, 54, recalls 
the difficult times the family had from the time she 
was 7 until age 13 or 14 when the children could get 
jobs after school to help out. 

Times are much better now. A Huntsville resident 

since 1959 she and her husband, Larry, are successful 
and have a new home. They have three children. 

"I'm in a position to help now," Turnipseed said. 
CFC helps people "who cannot afford to help 
themselves," she said.

Hawk logistics chief retire$ to life of golf and travel

Golfers on the pro tour probably don't have much 
to worry about but Jack Ray has retired from the 
government and has more time now to play. 

Ray, who was chief of logistics management divi­
sion in Hawk Project Office, retired Friday after near­
ly 37 years of government service including 24 years in 
the military.

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SDC worker honored for work with small businesses

The secretary of the Army will present Army's Small 
and Disadvantaged Business Utilization Award to 
Virginia B. Wright of the U.S. Army Strategic Defense 
Command on Dec. 4 at the Pentagon. 

Wright was selected for the award from nine 
nominees Armywide. She has been USASDC's 
associate director for small and disadvantaged 
business utilization since 1984, and she also serves as a 
nember of the Department of Army Small Business 

Council. As a result of her efforts, USASDC 
significantly surpassed its fiscal 1988 and fiscal '89 
goals for utilizing small business, small disadvantaged 
business, historically black colleges, universities and 
minority institutions, and women-owned business 
groups in Huntsville, the state of Alabama and 
~outheast region. 

During the past year, Wright has contacted more 
than 3,000 contractors and seen over $100 million in 
USASDC contracts awarded to small businesses. She 
backed the fiscal 1988 nomination for the National 
Small Business Contractor of the Year. Frank Collazo 
from COLSA, Inc. was selected. His small business 
company operates the Advanced Research Center for 
USASDC. 

In fiscal '89 she promoted Am-Pro Protective Agen­
cy for Small Business Contractor of the Year. The 
. 'lack small business firm received a national award of 
;xcellence. Am-Pro manages the security and hiw en­
forcement services at the U.S. Army Kwajalein Atoll. 

Wright has identified several major tasks to be set 
aside exclusively for small business participation of 
historically black colleges and universities and minori­
ty institutions. This effort resulted in two contracts be­
ing awarded to Alabama A&M University and one to 
Atlanta University for analyzing, designing, and 
fabricating fluor materials and bonding technologies. 

Under her guidance, the command exceeded the 
woman-owned goal by approximately 100 percent. She 
recommended work for NAS, Inc., a small business 
company operated by Jan Robbins, an American In-

dian, and for Mevatec, owned and operated by Nancy 
Archuleta, a Hispanic. 

"Many great inventions, such as penicillin, the 
Polaroid camera, and the Hewlett-Packard computer, 
come from sinall businesses," Wright said. "They 
have made enormous contributions to mankind, and 
every time some publication comes across my desk tell­
ing another small business success story, my own con­
victions are strengthened anew." 

"I felt very honored to be nominated for this 
prestigious award, and I am so grateful to have been 
selected," she said. At the award ceremony, other 
distinguished civil service employees will be honored in 
the fields of equal opportunity, suggestions, editor of 
the year, publications, improvements, presidential 
rank and declaration for the exceptional awards. 

A native of Athens, Ala., and an economics major 
from Athens State College, Wright started her civil 
service career in 1960 at the Missile Command in com­
munications. Prior to that, she worked for AT&T. 

She and her husband, Charles, who is retired from 
Thompson Tractor Company, reside in Athens. They 
have two sons, Charles Jr. and Freddy. Her hobby is 
collecting antiques. 

In addition to managing the USASDC small 
business program in the Huntsville area, Wright is in 
charge of similar efforts at two of the command's 
remote locations, the U.S. Army Kwajalein Atoll in 
the central Pacific and the Ground Based Laser Pro­
ject Office at White Sands Missile Range, N.M. Brig. 
Gen. Robert L. Stewart, USASDC's former deputy 
commander, commended her for "her outstanding 
professional competence ... , highest degree of dedica­
tion and knowledge necessary for the execution of the 
Army's Small Business Program." In fiscal '89 she 
was officially commended and received a cash award. 

When called upon, Wright also provides advice to 
both local and state governments and the governor of 
Alabama on small and small disadvantaged business 
issues .

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Strange-looking suits may one day save lives 
BY MARIANNE CLINEDINST 

Have aliens invaded Redstone Arsenal's McKinley 
Range? They were clad in bright blue plastic suits com­
plete with shielded hoods, rubber gloves and boots. 

They weren't aliens, but explosive ordnance disposal 
technicians evaluating the prototype of STEPO (Self­
contained Toxic Environmental Protective Outfit). 
The Combat Developments Division of the Explosive 
Ordnance Disposal center here is the proponent for 

TEPO. 
Scenarios were run on McKinley Range to evaluate 

the prototype. A realistic chemical exercise was con­
ducted in which a simulated chemical projectile was 
rendered safe, leak sealed, and decontaminated by 
EOD technicians wearing the STEPO prototype. 

"We wanted subject matter experts to go through as 
~ealistic an exercise as possible to evaluate the suit," 

dd David Hale, EOD action officer. "The evalua­
tions were successful in the fact that we found out 
where there were problems that need to be corrected." 

The evaluation team at McKinley Range consisted 
of soldiers from Forces Command's 142nd Ordnance 
Detachment (EOD), Fort McClellan, Ala., and 
members of the EOD Center at the Ordnance Missile 
and Munitions Center and School. Also present were 
representatives of the materiel developer, Natick Labs 
and the contractor, GEOMET. 

Though it will cost more to produce and maintain, 
{EPO will replace two protective ensembles. The old 

ensembles are being replaced because of age and the 
fact that they can't be used in oxygen-deficient en­
vironments or all chemical environments. 

When completed, STEPO should provide complete 
protection from all known toxic chemical and

Gen. Josue Robles, 
director for operations and support at the Army Budget 
Office, give an overview on real and proposed cuts in the 
federal budget. 

"These (situations) are exaggerated," said 1st Lt. 
Ronnie Miller, platoon leader for the 291st. "A lot of 
these scenarios are worst-case scenarios designed to 
give us the most uncooperative people we can get. We 
don't have a problem dealing with people who accept 
the MPs and what we're doing. The problem is we deal 
with people who don't know they're violating the 
law." 

Training in traffic stops and apprehension of possi­
ble driving-under-the-influence suspects took place 
Oct. 27 and Oct. 31 in the civilian recreation area. It 
was for the 69 MPs in the 291st; the other eight or so 
members of the company include administrative 
specialists. 

There were six scenarios with members of student 
companies playing roles of occupants of vehicles stop­
ped by military police. The semiannual training was 
arranged and conducted by Miller and Capt. Donna 
Driver, commander of the 291st. 

Scenarios included the following: cooperative DUI, 
uncooperative DUI, routine traffic stop resulting in a 
disorderly charge, routine traffic stop with a 
belligerent person, a felony traffic stop, and a traffic 
stop resulting in an assault. 

"This training is designed to better train our MPs on 
how to deal with the public and situations they're go­
ing to encounter on the road, working patrol duties," 
Miller said.
