Thanksgiving at Redstone features feast at dining halls, chapel service

Federal workers will enjoy a day off with their
families Thursday for the traditional Thanksgiving
holiday.

The day also means one of the most popular meals
of the year at the military dining facilities on post, and
an annual ecumenical service at the Post Chapel.

An Ecumenical Thanksgiving Day Service will be
held 10 a.m. Thursday at the Post Chapel on Patton
Road. Scheduled speaker is William Fiorentino, a
retired brigadier general. Special music will be provid-
ed by the Redstone Arsenal Soldiers’ Chorus.
Everyone is invited to attend.

““It’s sort of an Army tradition to get together on
Thanksgiving, to just enjoy a great Thanksgiving meal
> said Charles Minga,
contracting officer’s representative in the food service
branch under Support Troops Battalion. CWO 3 Felix
Battle is the installation food adviser. About a thou-
sand people are expected for the traditional meal at the
dining facilities.

Big meal day

Both dining facilities — No. 3 in building 3438 north
and No. 1 in building 3438 south — will have a busy
Thursday. Breakfast for the soldiers is set for 7-8 that
morning. Single soldiers will have their Thanksgiving
meal from 11 until noon. Soldiers with family
members, guests and retirees will eat the. traditional
meal from 1 to 2:30 p.m. This will be followed by the
dinner meal from 3-5:30 for soldiers who want to

- return for either the traditional meal or the short-order -

line. |
““It is one of our largest days of the year, espec1ally

the holiday season. The Thanksgiving and Christmas -

meal is also a special type meal,”” Minga said. The
Thanksgiving meal consistently draws about 1,000
people — soldiers, family members, retirees and guests
— total for the two dining facilities.

" “‘For the single soldiers who live in the barracks and

have a meal card, there’s no cost,”’ Minga said. Cost is

$2.40 each for enlisted soldiers drawing BAS (basic

allowance for subsistence), officers, and active-duty
family members age 12 and over; the family members
age 11 and under will pay $1.20 each. Guests of active-
duty members, retirees and their guests pay $2.40 plus
a $3.15 surcharge; guests 11 and under will pay $1.20
plus a $1.55 surcharge.

The period for making reservations was Nov. 6-20.
Authorized participants without reservations can still
purchase their meal when they arrive at the dining
facility. ‘‘There will be some vacancies, based on seats
available,”” Minga said.

About 700 pounds of turkey, 400 pounds of ham
and 200 pounds of beef will be prepared for the
Thanksgiving meal. The big menu includes the follow-
ing: shrimp cocktail, roast turkey, baked ham, steam-
ship round, savory dressing, cornbread dressing, giblet
gravy, mashed potatoes, candied sweet potatoes, but-
tered green peas with mushrooms, cranberry sauce,
buttered corn, buttered broccoli, a salad bar, hot rolls,
buttered patties, -assorted pies and cakes, assorted
fresh fruit, coffee, tea, milk and assorted carbonated
beverages.

Department store conducting effort for deployed soldiers

A Huntsville -department store is doing its part to
support the soldiers deployed to Saudi Arabia for
Operation Desert Shield.

Wal-Mart store 434 on South Memorial Parkway is
accepting donations so that needed items can be sent to
deployed soldiers. The Wal-Mart employees began the
effort which includes accepting dollar donations and
items from customers. In turn, the purchased items
and donated items will be provided to the Family Sup-

port Group at Redstone so they can be sent to Saudi

Arabia.

Each customer who gives a donation receives a flag-
shaped lapel pin. The contributing customer can also
write his or her name on a paper red, white or blue star

vhich will be taped on the store window. And he or

she can write a message on a large scroll destined for -

the soldiers.

““This is not something that we as management got
together and said let’s do something. It’s the store
‘associates’; they're the ones that wanted to do it,
they’re the ones who are spending their energy to get it
done,” said Steve Weatherford, the store manager.
Wal-Mart calls its employees ‘‘associates’’ because
they are considered members of the Wal-Mart family.

The store’s 200 workers began making contributions
themselves in October From time to time, the store
has “‘jean days” in which workers can contribute a
dollar so they can wear jeans for a day at the store.
Jeans are normally unauthorized attire on-the-job at

Wal-Mart. ““We’ve already had one (jean day) so far
for Operation Desert Shield,”” said David Todd, an
assistant manager at the store. ‘“We’ve done them

before for other things, but this is the first one for .

Operation Desert Shield.’”” The jean day in October
raised nearly $100 for the Desert Shield fund, and
another jean day for the same cause is scheduled Fri-
day, Nov. 23.

Announcements are made over the store’s public ad-
dress system so that customers-are aware of what they
can do to contribute to the Desert Shield effort: how

" they can bring in items, purchase items to contribute

or donate money to go toward buying items. At the

front of the store are boxes for collecting needed items -

such as books or personal products; also at the front
are tables with the paper stars, flag lapel pins and the
scroll. - Signs throughout the store indicate to
customers those items needed by the soldiers.

‘“We want to make this thing a real good success,”’

" Todd said. ‘““We want the people over there to know

we’re supporting them.’”

‘The store’s workers have been showing their support
for the deployed soldiers by wearing yellow ribbons on
their name badges since the early days of Operation
Desert Shield which began in August. As the operation
progressed and this Army community became more af-
fected, the workers decided to do more. Cheryl Ford,
an assistant manager, expressed this to CSM Robert
Shirey, commandant for the NCO Academy at
Redstone. Shirey in turn went to Col. James Amato,

chief of staff for the Missile Command, and Ellie Lee,
who leads the family support group. Lee will ensure

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Promoting interns

Editor:

Attention all potential GS-11s. Reference: Oct. 4
message from Army Materiel Command on the subject
of identification of DA Acteds Surplus Interns.

The referenced message has been interpreted to
mean that Department of Army interns who, because
of a proposed RIF, were retained on AMC rolls
beyond the normal 24 months, will now be
automatically promoted to GS-11 at the end of the ex-
tension to 36 months, instead of GS-9 at 24 months.
Promotion from GS-9 to GS-11 at one year after in-
tern graduation is not an automatic event. Yet this ac-
tion would seem to imply that it is indeed, a fact.

Interns and paratrainees who have completed their
internship at 24 months and have gained useful ex-
perience by working on the job will now be leapfrogg-
ed by those trainee interns who remained an additional
year on the DA intern training program. The extended
interns will take the available GS-11 spaces and leave
nothing for the already graduated interns. In this time
of diminishing resources the interns with 24 months
training and 12 months on the job experience will
forever be relegated to second place to the interns with
36 months training and no experience.

Paragraph 1 of the message is quoted: ‘“The in-
itiative concurred in by all Army Functional Chiefs
Representatives (FCR) earlier this year allows current
interns to remain on DA Acteds rolls for a maximum
of 36 months contingent upon the intern having signed
an extended mobility agreement. (Exceptions to this
include CP-16 E & S (NC) and CP-20 QASAS
Graduates.) These interns will be non-competitively

promoted to the GS-11 target grade as a one-time ex-

ception for all current DA Acteds Interns assigned to
AMC. Repeat, this applies only to current on-board
DA Acteds Interns and is not intended to apply to
future intern recruitment in deviating from target
grades established by designated Master Intern Train-
ing Plans.”

It is our opinion that AMC is committing a grossly
unfair act by non-competitively promoting the extend-
ed DA Interns to GS-11 ahead of the graduated interns
with experience.

This is one more step in a long and steady erosion of
the rights of federal employees. If you are interested in

Editor’s note: American Forces Information Service
provides the following details about the needs of
soldiers deployed in the Persian Gulf.

Defense Logistics Agency workers are manning a
hotline to handle donations for Operation Desert
Shield.

The hotline, 1-703-274-3561, is answered Monday
through Friday, from 8 a.m. to 4 p.m., Eastern time.
During non-duty hours, an answering machine takes
messages.

Agency officials have compiled a list of items accep-

table for donations. The list provides ideas of what the
military services can use in the gulf, Officials hope the
list will also prevent the shipment of perishable items
and items that Saudi Arabian customs officials might
seize.

The list includes items for:

¢ Sports: softball equipment, soccer balls, basket-
balls

¢ Fitness equipment: jump ropes, free weights

¢ Reading material: comic books, paperback books

® Writing material: stationery, pens, holiday cards

® Games: chess, checkers, backgammon, cards

e Hobby: macrame, needlecraft kits, paint and
drawing supplies

¢ Music and audio: blank and prerecorded video
and audio tapes, instruments, radios and batteries;
and

¢ Miscellaneous: wiffle balls, sun visors, sun block
and insect repellent.

Individuals who would like to send gifts to the
troops in the Persian Gulf should send them to one of
the ‘‘any service member’’ addresses. Officials recom-
mend calling the hotline for additional information-
before sending the items.

The addresses are: Any Servicemember, Operation
Desert Shield, APO New York 09848-0006 (for Army,
Air Force and land-based Marines); Any Ser-
vicemember, Operation Desert Shield, FPO New York

09866-0006 (for Navy and shipboard Marines).

The Defense Logistics Agency has to approve dona-
tions of more than one kind of item, officials said. The
agency can check that the troops need the items in
Desert Shield.

Monetary contributions are also being accepted for
the operation in the Persian Gulf. A check, made
payable to the U.S. Treasury and annotated ‘‘Opera-
tion Desert Shield,’’ can be sent to: Washington Head-
quarters Services, Installation Accounting Division,
Attn: Robert Miller; Pentagon, Room 3B269;

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Scholarship program turns green suiters into gold

The Green to Gold scholarship program provides
quality enlisted soldiers with the opportunity to get a
college education and advance in thelr military career
by becoming an officer.

Former Redstone Arsenal soldiers Donald Patterson
(former staff sergeant) and Scott Biers (former
sergeant) are among those participating in the Army’s
ROTC Green to Gold Program at Alabama A&M
University.

‘I was partially motivated to compete for a Green
to. Gold scholarship due to dissatisfaction with a

stagnating enlisted career and my desire to attain an
engineering degree,’’ Biers said. ‘‘But more important-
ly, I felt that I could be of greater service to my coun-
try as an officer in the United States Army.”’

A Green to Gold scholarship can be awarded for
two, three or four years and pays for a soldier’s tuition
(up to $7,000 each year), lab fees, and a flat rate for
books and supplies. Furthermore, once on scholar-
ship, a soldier enters an Army ROTC program and
receives a subsistence allowance of $100 each month
during the school year, up to $1,000 a year.

If you are interested in applying for a Green to Gold
scholarship, then visit the Redstone Arsenal Education

Raytheon gets Patriot contract award

The Missile Command has awarded the Raytheon
Company’s Missile Systems Division a $635 million in-
crement to the Patriot multiyear contract held by the
company. The award is for the fifth program year of
the contract, which was initially awarded to Raytheon

. in March 1987.

Under the contract, Raytheon will provide 869
Patriot anti-tactical ballistic missiles for Army systems
and 52 Patriot missiles to be deployed by the Federal
Republic of Germany. The total value of the missile
contract is $430 million and the period of performance
will extend from November 1990 through December
1993.

In addition, the award includes $205 million to pro-
vide the U.S. government with ground equipment for

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Patriot missile systems for the government of Italy. In
May 1990, Raytheon received initial funding of $204
million for the Italian program which, under the terms
of an implementing agreement, calls for the U.S. to
provide the ground equipment for 20 Patirot fire units
that will provide air defense for Italy.

A Patriot fire unit includes a phased-array radar for
target detection, tracking and missile guidance; an
engagement control station, which is the command
and control center for firing operations; an electric
power plant; an antenna mast group; and up to eight
launchers with four missiles each.

After a 48-year career encompassing both military
and civilian service, Ted Angeloff of the Ordnance
Missile and Munitions Center and School is retiring
this month.

Angeloff is probably best known at Redstone
Arsenal as an instructor/writer of Officers Basic and
Advanced Courses. From 1967 to the mid-1980s, he
taught more than 8,000 U.S. and allied officers.

His broad knowledge of both ammunition and guid-
ed missiles earned him wide recognition, and he said
hardly a week passes that a former student passing
through doesn’t look him up to say hello.

Angeloff’s Army career began in 1943, when he
served as an aircraft armorer and aerial gunner on
B-29 aircraft.

He was also assigned to Marquette University as
ROTC instructor, working on the university’s ord-
nance technical curriculum, both munitions and
maintenance.

His citations and awards include the Purple Heart,
Air Medal, Army Commendation Medal, American
Theater Service Medal, Asiatic-Pacific Theater Medal,
World War II Victory Medal, European Occupation
Medal and Presidential Unit Award.

Since 1967 Angeloff has been a civilian employee
with OMMCS, first as an instructor and more recently
as training instructor supervisor in the Conventional
Ammunition Division. His last assignment has been as
chief of field returnee surveys in the Directorate of
Evaluation and Standardization.

His achievements include writing the programmed
text, ‘‘Small Arms Ammunition’’ and an article,
“DAO, ATPs and the Airland Battle.”’ He also con-
tributed in the writing of the program of instruction
for the XM-50 Honest John Rocket course, and was
instrumental in implementation and successful integra-
tion of the military qualification standards II.

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Food for thought: impact of native American agriculture

" When Christopher Columbus sailed west from
Spain in 1492 in search of a much-desired alternate
route to Asia, little did he realize the revolutionary im-
pact his voyage would have on the development of not
only Europe but the rest of the world.

Columbus’ rediscovery of the valuable and virtually
undeveloped land mass composed of the North and
South American continents accelerated economic,
social and political trends in Europe which ultimately
transformed the fragmented states of the fifteenth cen-
tury into the modern global society we know today.

The vast array of precious metals and needed raw
materials abundantly available in the New World had
yet to be exploited before Columbus arrived. These
treasures, however, would have remained inaccessible
to the Old World for a longer period of time had there
nqt been an indigenous ‘‘Indian”’ population willing

Meast initially) to assist the European explorers and
“settlers who swarmed into the Western Hemisphere
after Columbus’ first voyage.

The acquisition of gold, silver, and bulk com-
modities from the New World changed the traditional
European economic and political structure. The
availability of vast amounts of land upon which to
transplant European Settlers and customs transformed
both hemispheres. For the most part, however, this ex-

change was not welcomed by the majority of native
New World inhabitants.

Land and quick riches aside, food plants and other
agricultural produce were the most important things
that the native inhabitants of North and South
America willingly gave to the Europeans who came to
the New World in the 16th and 17th centuries. Native
Americans prevented the first European immigrants
from starving during the early years of white settle-
ment.

Without such aid, the first English colomes on the
mainland of North America would have failed utterly.
The Jamestown settlers in Virginia, for example, owed
their survival to the friendship and agricultural sup-
port of a neighboring Indian tribe.

The successful establishment of the various Euro-
pean colonies in the New World had important
ramifications for the evolution of the modern world.
The social forces released by the expansion of Europe
spawned significant economic developments such as
the Industrial Revolution and political upheavals such
as the American and French Revolutions. These
events, in turn, generated other momentous changes in
world history.

More crucial than their rescue of the first European
settlements, however, was the American Indians’ will-
ingness to instruct the new immigrants in the cultiva-
tion of New World food plants and other types of
crops. The Separatists (i.e., Pilgrims) of Plymouth
Plantation in Massachusetts learned how to cultivate

maize from Massasoit, a friendly Wampanoag Indian
sachem who later attended the settlers’ first
Thanksgiving feast.

Because there were few animals domesticated for
food in America, the native inhabitants cultivated a
wide selection of food plants including maize, various
beans, peanuts, sweet potato, potato, manioc, various
squashes, pumpkin, papaya, guava, avocado, pineap-

First day of giving thanks wasn’t like today’s version

For the last 50 years, every fourth Thursday in
November has been observed as a national day of
thanksgiving in the United States. Turkey, pumpkin
pie, cranberry sauce, Pilgrims, Indians, Macy’s
Thanksgiving Day Parade, football games — all are
common traditions of one of the oldest of the nation’s
federaily mandated holidays.

If asked to describe the first such celebration in
American history, most people would relate an idealiz-
ed account of quaintly dressed Pilgrims peacefully
sharing with their Indian guests a bounteous repast
replete with most of the foods commonly served at
modern Thanksgiving Day feasts.

Unfortunately, this highly romanticized version
obscures many of the interesting aspects of this
historic event. First of all, the day of thanksgiving
observed by the Pilgrims in 1621 was probably in the
middle of October, not November. Contrary to
popular belief, the Pilgrims had no regularly establish-
ed days of thanksgiving. The governor of the settle-
ment merely declared such observances whenever he
saw fit.

The Pilgrim’s first thanksgiving celebration also did
not bring white settlers and native Americans together

in a solemn one-day gathering solely for the purpose of
offering praise to God for a bountiful harvest. In ac-
tuality, it was a three-day event of feasting by all and
contests of strength and skill among the men.

Featured on the menu were roasted venison (provid-
ed by the Indians) and wild fowl, fish, oysters, lobster,
eel, dried fruits and berries, corn, and stores left from
the Mayflower: ship’s biscuit, salted meat, and butter.
Although there was no pumpkin pie or cranberry
sauce, wild turkey was served. The latter, of course,
was not the plump, self-basting bird so highly regarded
today.

Even the presence of the Indian guests was
somewhat of a surprise, particularly for the five
Pilgrim women who prepared the food with the help of
a few girls. The settlers had expected only Massasoit
and a few braves to attend the celebration; instead 90
hungry warriors accompanied their leader. The addi-
tion of these unexpected guests raised the number of
diners to 145.

Unlike most Thanksgiving Day dinners today,
which are served indoors using the host’s best linen,
flatware, and china, the Pilgrims and their Indian
guests ate outdoors. Planks set on trestles served as the
table. The white settlers sat on stools or large tree

stumps, while the Indians sat on the ground. Because
knives were the only available utensils (except for some
crude clamshell spoons), the diners used mainly their
fingers to eat from the wooden trenchers in which the
food was served.

More importantly, the nanonwxde (or colony-w1de)
observance of a fixed day of thanksgiving does not
date from the Pilgrim’s 1621 celebration. The first na-
tional Thanksgiving day was established on Nov. 26,
1789, by congressional resolution and a proclamation
by President George Washington. Intended to offer
thanks for the ratification of the Constitution, the
observance of this holiday did not become widespread
because it was opposed by Antifederalists who main-
tained that Washington’s proclamation violated states’
rights.

The act which offic1ally established our country’s
Thanksgiving Day holiday occurred on Oct. 3, 1863
when President Abraham Lincoln proclaimed the last
Thursday in November as a national day of thanksgiv-
ing. Lincoln issued his proclamation at the urging of
Mrs. Sarah J. Hale, editor of Godey’s Lady’s Book, a
popular women’s magazine of that time. In 1941, Con-
gress changed the fixed date from the last to the fourth
Thursday in November.

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Team Patriot rolls up its sleeves for Desert Shield

EAor’s note: Patriot Project Office provided the
sollowing article about how ‘‘Team Patriot’’ is sup-
porting Operation Desert Shield.

In a matter of days, the Patriot air defense missile
system was deployed to Saudi Arabia. The Missile
Command, the Air Defense Program Executive Office
and the Patriot Project Office coordinated efforts
from almost 20,000 military, government and contrac-
tor personnel to provide crucial defenses against not
only Iraqi aircraft, but also against tactical missiles
with chemical and explosive warheads.

The 11th Brigade at Fort Bliss, Texas, was being
airlifted only two days after receiving the first notifica-
tion of alert. Trained troops and existing ground sup-
port equipment from U.S. locations were shortly on
the ground in the Middle East, and some of the first
units were operational a scant two hours after the
C-5As and C-141s touched down.

After that Aug. 6 first alert, nine Patriot batteries
were deployed within seven weeks. These and others
are contributing directly to the combined defense
capability. Several thousand troops are involved in
these actions, and they are assuring that their units
stay up and running at levels that exceed their re-
quirements.

Behind these dedicated troops is a support structure
that has fully met the challenges of this effort, and has
demonstrated a level of pride and spirit that has been
inspiring.

You see, this was not simply a matter of moving
people and materiels that were already prepared and
‘‘on the shelf.”” The new type of Patriot missile, hav-
ing advanced capabilities to destroy tactical missiles,
was months away from the first planned deliveries.

The training for the use of this Patriot feature was on-
ly in its initial phases. The associated operational soft-
ware was geared toward the decidedly different threat
of the European theater. And, efforts to repackage the
larger Patriot equipment items for contingency opera-
tions were only in the design stage. These areas saw
“no holds barred”’ emphasis from the entire Patriot
community over the days that followed.

New missiles — in a hurry

The new *“‘PAC-2”’ missile, required for shooting
down tactical missiles wasn’t scheduled to roll off the
production line until early 1991, and numerous con-
figuration differences existed from the current model.
When the alert was received, only three pre-production
missiles were ready, and they were on the White Sands
Missile Range for testing. Some of the parts had not
even begun production in the U.S.

Team Patriot rolled up its sleeves. Contractors were
summoned and started 24-hour operations. Co-
producers in Europe were called in from traditional
August holidays. The U.S. Army, U.S. Air Force and
German Air Force pitched in with almost instan-
taneous transport assistance. Crucial warheads were
fabricated, using parts that had been at a vendor in
Germany only hours earlier. Small businesses went on
extended shifts. Trucks went non-stop halfway across
the U.S. Chartered aircraft reduced delivery delays
from weeks to hours. Sacrificial dedication to getiing
the job done was the rule; quality was the watchword.

The tremendous dedication of the Team brought
tremendous results: The first production run of PAC-2
missiles was off the line, not in five months, but in two
weeks. In unprecedented fashion, missiles are being

fully integrated and taken directly from the plant to
waiting Air Force jets for the trip to Saudi Arabia.
This accelerated production was soon supplying the
necessary PAC-2s for Patriot launchers, providing a
crucial layer in the Desert Shield armor.

Software to the rescue ,

At the heart of Patriot operations is the software
which controls the radar, missiles, communications
and other critical functions. This massive integration
of computer code required urgent tailoring to optimize
Patriot performance to the threat and conditions of
the Mideast. The entire government and contractor
Team went into action in Massachusetts, Alabama and
Texas to develop and test the changes, and to install
the new software on special tapes. New Patriot soft-
ware releases normally require months of testing and
processing to be released. Six releases were made for
Desert Shield in the first seven weeks, and all have
given the 24-hour per day type of performance that
our soldiers have come to expect.

The decision to deploy Patriot to Desert Shield is
one thing. The specifics of how many fire units, how
many missiles of which configuration, and other mat-
ters was something else. These matters have to do with
intelligence about the threat, both aircraft and
missiles, and measures of defense effectiveness called
the ‘“footprint’’ of the missile system.

Early decisions affecting Patriot deployment were
based on data representative of European-based
threats. Evolving intelligence about the Mideast prov-
ed to be dynamic and it showed that Iraq’s threats
were different in key performance areas. At one point,

new intelligence data resulted in a temporary interrup-
tion of Patriot deployments.

Several scores of analysts, intelligence experts and
computer scientists were immediately activated to
assess Patriot performance in light of this new data.
Overnight, simulation models were modified and
validated. Data from numerous computer runs were
often shown to top Pentagon chiefs within hours.
Continued analysis showed that Patriot would indeed
provide the needed defenses. In the process, software
changes were also conceived which would make
Patriot performance in Desert Shield even better.

Patriot deployments were put back at the top of
priority lists, and the transport aircraft were back at it
again. Simultaneously, software upgrades were being
developed under time constraints measured in days,
not months.

Troops meet challenge

The soldiers are the first line of Patriot. Even
though Patriot is very manpower-efficient as com-
pared to earlier systems, every U.S. Patriot battery re-
‘quires a military staff of almost 200 soldiers to operate
and maintain the Engagement Control Station, radar,
launchers, generators and support equipment on a
24-hour basis. The troops of the 11th Brigade, station-

ed at Fort Bliss, were the first to go alert. Their first

guidance was to be ready to load onto transport air-

craft within 24 hours. They didn’t get much relief from
that word; the first planes were airborne within 48
hours. The stress, the family sacrifices, the runs to the
store for lip balm, the hurried issuance of gas masks
and atropine — they went through it all.

They continue to serve and wait in Saudi Arabia,
and the Battalion flags continue to wave over the pro-

. ud members of Team Patriot that are defending the

Mideastern skies.

Cast of thousands

In back of every soldier and piece of equipmenf that

is now in Saudi Arabia there is a team in the U.S. that
is committed to make Desert Shield a success. Desert
Shield marks the first time that the Missile Command
has come this close to full war surge operations, and
it’s only due to having a thoroughly experienced and
dedicated Team that an effort of this scale and in this
short a time could have been pulled off. The shirt
sleeves have been rolled up, the formalities laid aside,
the midnight oil brought out, and the families have
postponed ‘‘quality time’’ as Team Patriot has pulled
together and made it happen. As one Patriot Project
Office official was heard to say, ‘“We have an oppor-
tunity to excel.”’

. Special centers were quickly put into non-stop
operation. Telephone, telefax and secure lines have
stayed busy. Special requests have been met even when
they have bordered on the impossible. Emerging new

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Ms. Wheelchair Alabama says attitudes most disabling

The next time you see a person in a wheelchair, or
on crutches or using a walker, try to put yourself in
that person’s place. It’s not difficult. Just imagine
yourself, with your hopes, your dreams, your goals in
life intact, but just pretend you can’t move around the
way you do now. ‘

If you can do that, you’re beginning to understand
the people society has labeled “‘disabled,’’ according
to Drenda Scroggin, Ms. Wheelchair Alabama .for
1990-91.
* “I hate the word disabled. It sounds like I’ve been
dissected or something,”’ she told attendees at last
week’s Officers Wives Club luncheon.

She prefers to call her condition a limitation. ‘‘My
brain doesn’t talk to the rest of my body,”’ she said.

> Scroggin has been a quadriplegic since 1987 as the

»

result of a gunshot wound. She is the single parent of a
12-year-old daughter and lives independently with nur-
sing assistance.

She had been in the insurance business for 17 years
when her ex-husband shot her four times in front of
their daughter. She spent the first few months of her

recuperation on a respirator and was told she would
never be able to breathe, or talk, on her own.

Through the help of a dedicated nurse, she was able
to wean herself from the respirator and regain much of
her independence. She now- uses a ‘‘sip and puff”’
wheelchair, which allows her to move about according
to the way she sips or puffs through a straw-like device
near her mouth.

As Ms, Wheelchair Alabama, Scroggin works to br-
ing down the barriers which hinder disabled people in
their everyday lives.

And although the physical barriers are coming down
as more people become aware of the access needs of
the disabled, the attitudinal barriers remain, according
to Scroggin. '

“If you were sitting in this chair, how would you
like to be treated? Would you want people to come up,
pat you on the head, and say ‘you poor little thing’?*’
Scroggin urged listeners to treat disabled people the
same as everyone else.

‘““The attitudinal barriers will come down with
education,’’ she said.

The Ms. Wheelchair Alabama competition is not a

beauty pageant. Winners are selected because of their
personal accomplishments and because they are
positive role models to other people with disabilities.

Scroggin’s duties as Ms. Wheelchair Alabama in-
- clude traveling around the state and speaking to
groups about the barriers faced by people with
disabilities.

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Redstone hears briefings on Dependents Dental Plan

BY SKIP VAUGHN

The Dependents Dental Plan for active-duty
military family members is low-cost insurance to help
people prevent expensive dental bills.

That was part of the message brought to Redstone
by Jerry Sirmans, the Gulf Region representative for
Delta Dental. He gave a series of briefings here last
week on the Uniformed Services Active Duty
Dependents Dental Plan (DDP-Delta). -

“It provides at low cost a good dental plan to help
people prevent an expensive dental plan later on,’’ Sir-
mans said. ‘‘If they use this plan, they keep their teeth
clean, go for fillings and all that, then you don’t have
the expensive procedures later on.”’

Sirmans, a San Antonio resident whose home office
is in Sacramento, gave four briefings here Nov. 13-14.
Two were postwide sessions held at the Recreation
Center; one at the Challenger NCO Club was for
senior noncommissioned officers; and one was to den-
tal clinic personnel.

The Dependents Dental Plan is for children and
spouses of active-duty military people. Cost is $4.57
per month for one dependent or $9.14 per month for
two or more dependents. Sirmans is to visit 72 military

installations within his 10-state region at least once a
year in order to give information about the plan to
eligible people.

‘“‘Before they decide one way or the other, they need
to know as much about the plan as possible. If they use
the plan, it pays for itself,”” Sirmans said. The plan
covers diagnostic services, preventive services,
emergency services, about 80 percent of restorative
services, and about 80 percent of other services.

Sirmans addressed 34 senior NCOs in the briefing
held 1:30 p.m. Nov. 13 at the Challenger NCO Club.
“Delta is very much like the uniformed services; we
care about what we do and we want to make sure we’re
the best we can be,’’ he told the NCOs.

He has worked with Delta Dental Plan of California
since retiring from the Air Force last May as a captain
with 21 years service. One of five regional represen-
tatives, Sirmans visits installations in Kansas,
Oklahoma, Texas, Louisiana, Mississippi, Alabama,
the panhandle of Florida, Tennessee, Arkansas and
Missouri.

““It’s beautiful country around here,”’ he said during
his first visit to Redstone. “I was really impressed
when I drove up through here.”

ple, tomato, chile pepper, and cocoa. Many of these
theretofore unknown plants were eventually exported
to Europe and other parts of the world for consump-
tion or cultivation.
~ As Alfred W. Crosby, Jr., noted in his well-known
,tudy, The Columbian Exchange: Biological and
Cultural Consequences.of 1492, the addition of these
food plants to Old World agriculture was crucial to the
increase in food production and the corresponding
phenomenal growth in the population of Europe.
Maize (or corn), in particular, became one of the most
important grains worldwide for feeding humans and
their livestock.

Over the years certain New World foods have

become closely identified with particular countries in
the Old World. Among these are potatoes with
Ireland, tomatoes with Italy, and paprika (derived
from a type of American pepper) with Hungary.

Europe was not the only part of the world to benefit
from the exportation of indigenous New World food
plants. Because of their adaptability to various grow-
ing conditions and compatibility with other Old World
agricultural crops and practices, New World plants
have flourished in the Middle East, Africa, India and
Asia,

In addition to food plants, the New World offered a
host of other vegetation that had proved useful to the
world at large. Sugar cane, tobacco, and cotton are
just a few of the cash crops which contributed greatly
