World War II patriotism at Redstone Arsenal remembered

Mary Thornton Cagle, the command historian until 
her retirement in 1985, sits ,in~de her attractive white­
brick house in southeast Hwitsville and n~calls the ear-
ly years of Redstone Arsenal. " 

"It was a very ;pewardmg time, I~ess because main­
ly I grew up wilb the'pl~ce. It was interesting to me: 
the weapOns they used ix;tDesert'St0rm; I was there 
when theywerej:leveloping them," she says. ','I just 
hope I left a good tI:~, a good paper trail." 

All but' two of her 42 years of government service 
were spent here. Cagle ftrst ~e to~edstone.in April 
1943 as a.cferk-typist then· left in July 1944 to join her 

1band ~uhe Freeman Army Air Field in Seymour, 
" . .J., where she worked in quartermaster supply. She 
then transferred to the ColUmbus Army Air Field in 
Mississippi, and' held positions with the inspector 
general and the provost marshal until January 1946. 
She returned that February to the. HuntsviUe Arsenal 
where she held positions in the Civilian Personnel Of­
fice, Adjutant, and Property andSupply. With the 
closing of Huntsville Arsenal, she transferred to 
Redstone Arsenal in April 1949 and served in the Ad­
jutant's Office until September 19S3when she became 
the first full-time postwar historian here. 

"I loved history, Hoved to write and I liked my jobs 
that I had before. For example, at Huntsville Arsenal 
when I CaII1e back after the war I was head of the com­
pensation section, handling claims for workers whose 
lungs were hurt by mustard gas. And when they

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established Oct. 6, 1941 and renamed as Redstone 
Arsenal on Feb. 26,1943; its name originated from the 
preponderanee of red soil in northern Alabama. Cagle 
r~alls the "outpouring of patriotism" on post during 
World War II when people work~d tirelessly to meet 
production quotas. Redstone earned five Army-Navy 
"Ef

' awards for excellence in production, the first 
coming in December 1942 and the fifth in June 1945. 

Cagle points out a photo of Mildred Hess receiving a 
letter of commendation. Hess lost her foot in an explo­
sion Aug. 14, 1943 on Line 1, and returned to work 
tbat Nov. 6 011 the same ordnance production line. 
"That's just an examp.1e of the'patriotism that we had 
back then," Cagle says. 

"A period when patriotism and production got 
pushed aside was when the chief of ordnance decided 
in August 1943 that Redstone would be turned over to 
a contracror, Concan Ordnance Company, a sub­
sidiary of the Continental Can. Company. Personnel 
morale hit rock bottom because people wanted to 
make civil service a career," she recalls. "High morale 
was suddenly overshadowed by doubt and uncertainty. 
Rumor had it that instead of doing what we were do­
ing, we'd start canning ,peas and beans." A letter of 
the contracting deciSion CaII1e, Aug. 7, 1943; workers 
were told as a group Sept,. 3; and cORtract negotiations 
broke off due to what officials called "changed condi-

. tions" that November. "In that short time you 
wouldn't believe the way it shook that place up, and 
hindeted.prQduction and morale," Cagle says.

LARs appreciated 
Editor's note: The following letter is in response to 

the "No overtime" letter which appeared in the May 
15 edition. 
Editor: 

All of MICOM, and in particular the Missile 
Systems Readiness Directorate, is proud of the ac­
complishments of our Logistic Assistance Represen­
tatives (LARs) in support of Operation Desert 
Shield/Storm. In spite of the hardships the LARs en­
dured and the danger they faced, they did an outstan­
ding job of providing invaluable logistics assistance to 
our armed forces. The LARs put in many long hours 
to help assure that our missile systems were opera­
tional. 

It is understandable that many LARs are frustrated 
because in some cases they cannot be paid for all of the 
overtime they have worked. The problem was caused 
by a federal law which capped pay for civilian 
employees at the biweekly rate for a GS-15/Step 10. 
When the combination of base pay plus overtime ex­
ceeds the GS-151Step 10 cap, the overtime pay which 
exceeds the cap cannot by law be paid. This problem 
rapidly surfaced during ODS with the LARs working 
around the clock, seven days a week. 

Congressional action was required to remove thf I , 

pay cap. Public Law 101-509, The Federal Employe( 
Pay Comparability Act of 1990, signed by the presi- I 

dent on Nov. 5, 1990 granted relief from the biweekly 
pay cap (the annual cap still exists). Unfortunately, the 
law stipulated that the change could not be effective 
any earlier than 90 days after signed by the president. 
Actual implementation of the new law was on the first 
pay period beginning on or after March 15, 1991. 
Thus, most LARs received no relief from the pay cap. 

This command feels strongly that employees should 
be compensated for properly authorized, necessary 
overtime. In fact Brig. Gen. Capps has submitted a 
personal appeal on behalf of Maj. Gen. Chen to Maj. 
Gen. Arwood, deputy chief of staff for readiness at 
Army Materiel Command, to bring this matter to the 
attention of the Department of the Army and Con­
gress in the hope that Congress will enact legislation to 
make elimination of the pay cap retroactive to August I

Keeping up with the Joneses 
Family of Redstone Arsenal workers not uncommon for local community

Many local families, like the Nolen Jones family, in­

clude first and second generations of Redstone 
workers. 

Jones retired at Redstone in 1983 after· 36 years of 
government service, including two years of military 
time. Now, four of his eight children work at Redstone 
Arsenal. 

"It helped me with a home, it helped me educate my 
children," Jones says. "And then it gave them a job. 
I've got half of them working out there, I think that's 
pretty good." 

His days at Redstone ended when he retired, but he 
~~went to work as a security guard in Huntsville nearly 
'four years ago. He works for Advance Security Inc., 
out of Atlanta, which has a contract with Chrysler; 
Jones is a security guard at Pentastar Electronics Inc., 
a Chrysler company, in northwest Huntsville. 

The 68-year-old Madison native helped build this 
Army installation as a teen-ager. He was only 16 when 
he lied about his age so the construction company 
would hire him. "I told them I was 21 years old," he 
recalls. He was a carpenter's helper who helped build 
the older buildings in what is now the NASA area. 
When the work was finished, he was hired by the 
government to carry chemicals to a pit for burning. He 
did that for at least six months and then was hired to 
work on an ammunition line. 

Jones was drafted by the Army in 1942 and served as 
a trailer driver in an all-black unit, the 3824th Quarter­
master Company, in Germany. He was honorably 
discharged in 1944, returned to Madison and farmed 
about two years. While working in shipment and 
receiving for a pipe company in Chattanooga, he put 
in a job application at Redstone. Jones next worked 
for a Montgomery-based tile company in Decatur, 
then Sheffield, then back to Decatur and then in Mon-

tgomery. "When I qliit working with them, we were 
working in Montgomery," he recalls. "After then I 
come back and they (Redstone) called me out here." 
He came to work at Redstone in 1950 as an ammuni­
tion handler for 97 cents an hour which were decent 
wages back then. 

The work was difficult, especially during those 
times. "They had us (blacks) doing all the hard 
work," Jones recalls. He remembers separate 
restrooms, separate water fountains and separate lun­
chrooms on post in the 1950s. 

"It changed 'long about the 1960s, '61 or '62, 
somewhere around there," Jones says. After working 
as an ammunition handler, he moved up to forklift 
operator. He retired in September 1983 after not being 
promoted to supervisor as he felt he should have been. 

He did a lot of fishing and watched a 16t of televised 
wrestling - a favorite pastime of his - for a while 
before boredom set in. Jones went to work for the 
security company in August 1987. "After I started 
work, I started feeling a lot better," he says. 

Now he can take pride in his children's ac­
complishments; his wife, Willie Mae, died in 1980. 
With an 11th grade education himself, Jones has seen 
all eight of his children graduate from college. They 
have 12 degrees among them. Nolen Jr. works in the 
Procurement Directorate. Versey is a collections 
specialist for Alabama A&M University and an 
associate minister with St. Elizabeth C.P. Church in 
Madison. Betty Jones-Batts is chief of the progriPD 
management office in the missile systems training 
department at Ordnance Missile and Munitions Cen~er 
and School. Patricia Jones-Fuller is a computer pro­
grammer for Boeing. Dr. Jannie Jones-Carter is an 
associate professor in clothing and textiles for 
Alabama A&M University. Gary is a graphic artist for 
D.G. Robinson Corp. at NASA's Marshall Space 

Flight Center. Angela Jones-Bonham is a speech 
pathologist and audiologist in Lansing, Mich. Travis, 
a 1990 graduate of Alabama A&M University, works 
at WZDX television channel 54 in Huntsville.

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Software problem blamed for Scud incident in Dhahran 
WASHINGTON - The Department of the Army 

announced June 5 the results of its review of the in­
vestigations "pertaining to the Scud missile attack 
against Dhahran, Saudi Arabia, on Feb. 25. 

That evening a Scud missile impacted into a 
warehouse used by U.S. forces as a barracks in 
Dhahran, Saudi Arabia, killing 28 and wounding 98 
U.S. Army soldiers. 

Two investigations were initiated shortly after the 
attack. One focused on Patriot operations and the 
other on actions taken at the barracks that was attack­
ed. 

The investigation of Patriot operations concluded 
that an inexact computer software calculation is the 
most likely explanation as to why the battery did not 
effectively detect or track the incoming Scud. A 
similar problem of this nature was first documented on 
Feb. 20 after analysis of an earlier Scud engagement. 
The four days of continuous operation by the battery, 
caused by increased day and night Scud activity, are 
thought to have compounded this software problem. 
Updated software fixing this problem and containing 
other improvements arrived at the battery's location 
on Feb. 26. 

The investigation of the barracks concluded that 
Scud attack procedures were properly followed. More 
specifically, upon warning of a potential Scud attack,. 

Based on diagnostic checks con­
ducted before and after the attack, 
hardware failure was ruled out. 
Operator error was also eliminated as a 
cause based on a review of Patriot' 
crew procedures. 

soldiers had instructions to go inside or get under 
cover in either concrete bunkers or bomb shelters, if 
available, and to put on helmets and chemical protec­
tive gear. It was impossible to determine precisely how 
much warning time the soldiers had, but it appears 
that they were alerted approximately 30 seconds prior 
to the Scud's impact. Both U.S. and Saudi emergency 
medical response was timely. 

The investigation of Patriot operations was con­
ducted in theater by officers from the 11 th Air Defense 
Artillery Brigade. An independent technical review 
from the Patriot Project Office at Redstone Arsenal 
concurred with the findings of the investigation. 

Six Patriot batteries were located in the AI Jubayl­
Dhahran-Bahrain area. Two were positioned to engage 
this Scud missile. One of these batteries was out of ac-

tion for repair of a radar receiver. The remaining bat­
tery was operational and prepared to engage an incom­
ing Scud missile. 

The operational battery was positioned to fire in the 
automatic mode against Scuds threatening an area sur­
rounding the Dhahran air base. Scuds threatening out­
side of this protected area but within the Patriot's 
engagement capability could also have been engaged 
manually. The barracks was located in this manual 
engagement zone. Because the Scud was not effectively 
detected or tracked by the radar, engagement in the 
manual mode was precluded. . 

The investigation reconstructed the circumstances of 
the Scud attack and evaluated the possibility of Patriot 
hardware, software, or operator error. 

Based on diagnostic checks conducted before and 
after the attack, hardware failure was ruled out. 
Operator error was also eliminated as a cause based on 
a review of Patriot crew procedures. 

The Army deeply regrets the loss of life and extends 
its sympathy to the families of those who died and 
were injured.

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Command developing defenses against ballistic missiles 
The following is the text of a May 28 address to the 

Alabama Legislature by Maj. Gen. John Peppers, 
deputy commander of the Strategic Defense Com­
mand. 

"Governor Folsom, Speaker Clark, distinguished 
members of the Alabama Legislature: 

"I'm deeply honored to be invited to address this 
joint session of the Alabama Legislature today with 
General Chen. 

"The United States Army Strategic Defense Com­
mand is located in Huntsville's Cummings Research 
Park, one of the finest research parks in the nation 
(and soon to be even more accessible from Interstate 
65 with completion of the 1-565 spur). 

"FOR MORE THAN THREE DECADES, the 
Strategic Defense Command has been the Nation's, 
and the Free World's center of excellence in develop­

) ing ideas and technology that could be used to defend 
the United States and its allies against missile attack. 

"We've had a lot of names since we emerged as an 
identifiable organization at Redstone Arsenal nearly 
35 years ago. 

• "Our first name, during the mid-1950s, was the 
Redstone Anti-Missile Missile System Office. 

• "Next we became the Nike Zeus Project, and 
demonstrated the world's first capability to shoot 
down intercontinental ballistic missiles and satellites in 
the early '60s. 

• "Then, as the Nike-X Project, we greatly improv­
ed those capabilities during the mid-'6Os. And in the 
late '60s and early '70s we deployed the capabilities as 
the Free World's first operational anti-ballistic missile 
system. It was deployed in North Dakota and first call­
ed Sentinel, then Safeguard. 

• "In the post-Vietnam era (1974-75), Congress 
ordered Safeguard shut down and focused us entirely 
on finding new and better ways to counter missiles. We 
were called the Ballistic Missile Defense Organization, 

and developed the capability to shoot down nuclear 
missiles with non-nuclear and even non-explosive 
missiles. We also began work on lasers and space­
based beams of atomic particles that may be our 
defense against missiles someday in the future. 

"Consequently, to use a current Army phrase -­
"When you called us, we were there": When President 
Reagan called for the Strategic Defense Initiative in 
1983, we were there with much of the technology that 
the SDI program is based on. This was true then and it 
continues to be true today. 

"The U.S. Army Strategic Defense Command -­
that's been our name since 1985 -- is the biggest player 
in the multi-billion-dollar effort to develop effective 
defenses against ballistic missiles of all ranges, from 
ICBMs to Scuds. Our command's programs get bet­
ween 30 and 40 percent of the dollars allocated to the 
Strategic Defense Initiative each year. That amounts 
to a little more than a billion dollars this year. 

"In addition, the Department of Defense assigned 
the Strategic Defense Initiative Organization respon­
sibility for the new Theater Missile Defense Initiative, 
to develop options for deploying improved defenses 
against the threat from the increasing numbers of 
ballistic missiles around the world, like the Scud, by 
1995. The mission was assigned, in turn, to the Army 
Strategic Defense Command. That brings our budget 
in Huntsville this year to about $1.2 billion. 

"WE HAVE SOME OTHER MISSIONS, too, that 
are benefiting from the expertise we've developed: 

• "For example, we're managing the joint-service 
Anti-satellite Program to develop a weapon to keep an 
adversary from watching and targeting U.S. and allied 
ground, sea and space forces from satellites during 
hostilities. 

• "We're also coordinating the Army part of the Air 
Defense Initiative that is developing ways to shoot

down aircraft and cruise missiles that threaten the U.S. 
homeland. 

• "We operate U.S. Army Kwajalein Atoll in the 
Marshall Islands out in the Central Pacific for real­
world developmental and oper:ational testing of defen-

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Gulf returnees should keep medicine in safe place 
BY SKIP VAUGHN 

Servicemembers and civilians returning from duty in 
the Persian Gulf should be extra careful to keep their 
anti-malaria medicine away from their children. 

The medicine, known as chloroquine, can come in 
the form of pink pills that resemble candy M&Ms. It 
can be fatal to children even in small doses. 

"Right now there are a lot of people who've been to 
Desert Storm. They bring back in their possession 
quantities of this drug that were issued to keep them 
from getting malaria. The catch is they have to take it 
weekly while they're overseas and they have to con­
tinue it once a week for six weeks after they get home 
because if you don't you might get the malaria in a 
delayed manner," said Dr. Wallace Frierson, an oc­
cupational health physician in the Preventive Medicine 
Service here. 

"And the difference between a useful dose and a 
dangerous dose is slight," he said. "That means it has 
what's called a narrow therapeutic window." 

Just one of these pills can kill a small child. A recent 
case reported in emergency medicine literature in­
dicated that a 12-month-old girl ate one of her uncle's 
tablets after his deployment and died from its toxic ef­
fects. About 80 percent of kids with chloroquine tox­
icity die from it, and there is no treatment regimen 
which has proven effective. 

"There's a big effort going on to debrief all these 
folks that are coming back from Desert Storm, and 
part of that is to keep them from exposing their 
children to the hazards of chloroquine. So we're urg­
ing them to ke.ep this medicine safe," Frierson said. 

Chloroquine is designed to prevent malaria for in­
dividuals going to Africa, the Middle East or any 
overseas tropical area where this disease is known to be 
a hazard. 

Preventive Medicine gives the medicine to deploying 
civilians, generally Logistic Assistance Represen­
tatives. It no longer distributes the pink, candy-coated 
version, but instead gives these LARs plain white

tablets. Deploying servicemembers receive chloroquine 
from their medical unit. 

An individual supply of 20 or so pills comes in a vial 
with a hard-to-open-top, but "kids can open 
anything," Frierson cautions. He suggests that 
returnees keep the medicine locked away out of the 
reach of children. 

"We want to be sure they take their chloroquine for 
the six weeks after they get home by marking their 
calendar, and they're told to take it at breakfast on the 
same day each week. That's important: Like if you go 

Monday one week, to Friday or Saturday the next 
week then you're not protected part of that time," 
Frierson said. "It should be placed in a locked 
medicine cabinet or as safe a place they can provide for 
children, not down at child's level. 

"It's really important they don't get malaria. 
Malaria does kill a certain number of people each year, 
and it can kill very rapidly so it's important to protect 
the traveler and it's important to protect the 
children," he said. 

Lt. Col. James Kincaid, director of Redstone Army 
Airfield, brought the medicine's potential hazard for 
children to the attention of Redstone officials, accor­
ding to Dian Avery of the Missile Command's Safety 
Office. 

No cases of accidental chloroquine poisoning ha~" 
been reported here so far. "We want to prevent ~ 
problems," Frierson said. "If we can prevent one kId 
from getting ahold of this stuff, we'll be happy." 

Job search help available for those in transition 
The Army has begun providing job assistance orien­

tations to transitioning military personnel, involun­
tarily released civilian employees, and their family 
members. 

The new series of orientations are the first step in the 
Army's program of providing in-depth assistance to 
transitioning soldiers, civilian employees and family 
members through a program known as ACAP (Army 
Career & Alur:nni Program). 

To meet immediate job assistance needs, the Army 
has designed a Job Assistance Orientation. The first 
three-hour orientation was presented at Redstone in 
May and was well-received. The next orientation is 
scheduled for 8-11 a.m. June 25 in room 119, building 
3495. 

The orientation is intended to provide the job search 
related skills, knowledge and information that can be 
used to start a successful career transition. Among the 
topics covered are: sources of jobs, resume writing, 
networking and job interviews. Participants receive a 
handout book containing helpful information and a 
number of worksheets designed to make the job search 
process much easier. 

Ramona Roy, the Job Assistance Orientation in­
structor, says that the orientation is open to all transi­
tioning military (active or reserve component), 
civilians leaving government employment because of a 
reduction in force, and their family members.

've systems and intercontinental and sea-launched 
'"1nissiles. 

• "And we manage what is now the Free World's 
only fully integrated high energy laser development 
and test center, at White Sands Missile Range in New 
Mexico. 

"Neither Kwajalein nor the laser test facility at 
White Sands bring much tangible benefit to Alabama. 
But they do further confirm that the Army in Hunt­
sville is a national resource. 

"Our other missions do bring tangible as well as in­
tangible dividends to Huntsville and Alabama. For ex­
ample, in fiscal year 1990: 

• "More than 1,100 federal civilian and military 
jobs with an annual payroll of approximately $61 
million. 

• "116 contracts performed by 51 companies and 

universities in Alabama, with a total potential value 
over their multi-year lives of around a billion dollars. 
We expended more than $225 million through those 
contracts, and that can be roughly equated - and I 
emphasize, roughly - to about 2,000 jobs in the 
private sector. 

• "More than 24,000 visitors in the last year, who 
spent an average of two-and-a-half days in Alabama 
and an estimated $85 a day.

the kind of high-technology research work they're in­
volved in creates a continuous demand on the educa­
tion system. We believe this, demand has had a positive 
effect on the educational institutions in Huntsville. We 
work closely with them in areas such as co-op student 
programs and technical research. 

"NONE OF THFSE PAYOFFS just happened for the 
Army in Huntsville. They are the products of vision 
and hard work - by a lot of people and agencies. 

"General Chen discussed the role of the Patriot 
missile system in Operation Desert Storm. Patriot was 
developed by the Army - not SOl - and was respon­
sible for the first intercept of a ballistic missile in com­
bat. Some media reports have erroneously linked 
Patriot to SOL We cannot take credit for Patriot.

Defense Department reveals 
tri-service attack missile 

WASHINGTON - The Department of Defense on 
June 6 acknowledged the existence of a previously 
classified weapon system designed to penetrate to high 
value targets with pinpoint accuracy. The Tri-Service 
Standoff Attack Missile, or TSSAM, is a low obser­
vable standoff cruise missile capable of both air and 
ground launch use. 

The air launched AGM-137 and the ground launch­
ed MGM-137 are being developed for the Air Force, 
Army and Navy as a stealthy conventional cruise 
missile. This missile with a range of over 100 nautical 
miles - less than treaty limits of 324 NM air launched 
and 270 NM (500 kilometers) ground launched - will 
expand the capabilities of Air Force and Navy attack 
aircraft as well as the Army's Multiple Launch Rocket 
System. 

Total cost for development and production of 8,650 
missiles is estimated at $15.1 billion. 

With the Air Force as the lead service, TSSAM is 
managed by a joint service program office at. the 
Aeronautical Systems Division, Wright Patterson Air 
Force Base, Ohio, and has test center operations at Ed­
wards AFB, Calif. 

In 1986 Department of Defense selected Northrop, 
Hawthorne, Calif., as the prime contractor with Boe­
ing Aerospace, Seattle, Wash., as the second source.

Many a newcomer to Redstone Arsenal today ex­
presses surprise at the great distances that must be 
traveled to get from one complex of buildings to 
another. The reason becomes clear with the knowledge 
that the operations at Huntsville Arsenal and Redstone 
Ordnance Plant were inherently dangerou·s. Much land 
was needed for safety zones; separation was required 
between individual operations at both activities as well 
as from the inhabited areas adjoining the installations. 

Huntsville acquires land 
Land acquisition for Huntsville Arsenal, as a result, 

beginning almost immediately after the initial an­
nouncement, involved more than 30,000 acres. 

More than 300 individual tracts of land, many of 
course held by the same individual or family, were in­
volved in the initial acquisition. Place names used 
locally for generations - Pond Beat, for example -
disappeared forever. The land acquisition proceeded 
smoothly, but not without problems. It developed that 
the only clear title to one portion of land was an Indian 
treaty signed in the early 1800s. 

The first civil service employees were hired for 
Huntsville Arsenal on July 12, 1941; three of them: a 
janitor, a secretary and a mail clerk. While initial con­
struction proceeded on Huntsville Arsenal, the head­
quarters operated for a time from the Huntsville Na­
tional Guard Armory and later what was then Hunt­
sville High School. By mid-September, the first com­
mander of Huntsville Arsenal, then Col. Rollo C. Dit­
to and his small staff were housed in the first tem­
porary buildings on the installation, a cluster of frame 
structures at the intersection of Madison Pike and Pat­
ton Road. 

Break Redstone ground 
A month later, in October 1941, then Maj. Carroll 

D. Hudson walked into a cotton field, stuck a shovel 
in the ground and with a minimum of ceremony broke 
ground for the installation he was to command, 
Redstone Ordnance Plant. Tl1e present day Patton 
Road running north-south through the Arsenal was 
generally the boundary line between Huntsville 
Arsenal and its smaller ordnance neighbor, Huntsville 
to the west, Redstone to the east. 

A third activity came into being in early 1942. This 
was the Gulf Chemical Warfare Depot, storage facility 
for Huntsville Arsenal, carved from the original Hunt­
sville Arsenal acreage. Its primary structures were 
storage igloos, and hundreds of them remain today in 
a new role as fallout shelters in an area from Buxton 
Road extending south to the Tennessee River. 

The Arsenal history notes that Col. Ditto and the 
prospective commanding officer of the' Gulf Depot 
toured the site on a Sunday afternoon - the date is 
easily remembered: Dec. 7, 1941. 

Caught with planks down . 
Coming of the war caught the loading plants here 

with their planks down. Construction had been rush­
ed, but the structures were not yet completed. Officials 
at both activities were attempting to cope with pro­
blems they never really solved: the most pressing being 
creating from scratch a well-trained work force to per­
form extremely dangerous tasks and pioneering the 
manufacturing techniques to produce - in previously 
undreamed of quantities - complex items of conven­
tional and chemkal munitions. 

You didn't hire people off the street in north 
Alabama - or any place else for that matter - skilled 
in the jobs to be done here during the war. You hired 

willing people and trained them on the job. Those who 
were here then recall that many of the workers were il­
literate; they were called "Illies," in those days. They 
could not sign their names, but they could and did load 
ammunition, a lot of it. By the end of the war 
Redstone Arsenal, the name changed in February 
1943, had earned five "E" flags for production ex­
cellence; Huntsville Arsenal had four. 

Equal Employment Opportunity is nothing new to 
veteran employees who were here during the war. A 
substantial portion of the work force were members of 
minority groups, and women worked side by side with 
men in almost aJI the difficult and dangerous loading 
and manufacturing operations. But there were never 
enough hands to do the job. 

High wage draws many 
Construction contractors offered higher wages and 

had many jobs. When construction work peaked dur­
ing the spring of 1942, there were more than 15,000 
contract construction workers here. 

Huntsville Arsenal, by contrast, reached a peak 
work force of about 15,000 in late 1943 while working 
around the clock to meet production schedules. 
Neighboring Redstone had almost 4,300 civil servants 
on its rolls when wartime employment peaked in 
January 1945. 

Employment procedures were simplified to say the 
least. Applicants were instructed to go to the employ­
ment office and say: "I want a job at Redstone." 

Red-faced employees 
New employees then started at $4.32 a day and if 

they had certain jobs they faced the prospect of turn­
ing yellow or red almost immediately, coming down 
with "Phos Jaw" or, unless they were constantly on 
the alert, the chance of becoming suddenly and per­
manently dead. 

Contrary to popular belief, Huntsville Arsenal's 
sole product was not gas, although there was a lot of it 
made and loaded here. Chemical munitions included 
smoke loaded grenades, bombs and artillery shells, 
white phosphorous shells and incendiary bombs. 

The first ammunition items produced on the in­
stallation were M-54 incendiary bombs which came off 
the line on the last day of February 1942. It underlines 
the hazards involved to add that the entire original in­
cendiary plant which made them burned to the ground 
a year later. 

Danger constant 
There was a constant danger involved in the smoke 

operations. Yellow smoke was particularly touchy. As 
many as 11 fires in two hours were reported. More col­
orful but less hazardous was the indelible 
characteristic of the dye used in colored smoke. It 
would not wash out. People who worked in these 
operations sometimes literally changed color, red, 
yellow, depending on what was being loaded and 
stayed that way until the dye eventually wore off. 

"Phos Jaw" was an occupational hazard of person­
nel in white phosphorous lines. The phosphorous con­
centrated in tooth cavities. As a result, the 
phosphorous workers were bused to a federal activity 
near Tullahoma, Tenn., periodically for tooth and jaw 
X-rays. 

Gas, in many forms, produced and loaded at Hunt­
sville Arsenal, had the dubious distinction of causing 
the most lost-time accidents. Despite rigid safety 
measures, there were occasional accidents. Since gas 
was not used during the war, it is ironic to note that 

there were more gas casualties at the Arsenal than on 
the many battlefields throughout the world. 

Warnings still posted 
The contaminated area warning signs still visible in 

isolated sections of the Arsenal of today are a wartime 
legacy. Minute quantities of gas were spilled during 
loading operations; eventually equipment, floors, 
walls, whole buildings became "hot" from contamina­
tion and had to be destroyed. 

Then as now, testing operations were carried out 
here; but the wartime tests were proof tests of sample 
items chosen from production lots. The Army Avia­
tion section of today can trace its beginnings to May 
1943 when three officers, three enlisted men and two 
airplanes were moved in with the mission of proof 
testing incendiary bombs. 

A 5OD-foot concrete bombing mat south of Martin, 
Road near the west boundary of the Arsenal was one 
target. Nearby stood "Little Tokyo," a simulated 
village of 50 frame shacks bordering three roads, 
which burned constantly after receiving its daily quota 
of direct hits from air dropped incendiaries. 

Landmarks disappear 
"Little Tokyo's" ashes have long since blown away, 

and with them have gone other things also little 
remembered. Among them: 

• Prisoners of War - some say as many as 700-
most of them veterans of the "Afrika Corps" were 
confined on the installation after the campaigns in 
North Africa. 

• The Redstone "Cavalry," a horse-mounted guard 
force, for a time patrolled the perimeter of Redstone 
Ordnance Plant on mounts borrowed from the Corps 
of Engineers and Fort Royal, Va. Hay and corn to 
feed the animals were grown and harvested on the in-
stallation. . 

• The Farm: The Huntsville Arsenal Post Exchange 
operated a small truck garden and pig raising project 
during 1943 and 1944 but the pigs and vegetables were 
an early cost effectiveness casualty. The farm was 
discontinued when an audit showed it to be costing 
more than it made. 

• The Spider Man: Redstone Ordnance Plant had an 
employee charged with responsibility for killing, cap­
turing or removing black widow spiders which are said 
to have infested buildings on the post. 

• The Fred Project: Probably this installation's first 
contact with the rocket business, the Fred Project, 
reason for its name unknown, was established at 
Huntsville Arsenal in January 1945 at the request of 
the Army Air Corps. Its purpose was to investigate 
various chemical combinations as possible propellants 
for use in the launching of JB-2 bombs, an early design 
similar to the German V-I Buzz Bomb. The project 
was terminated in September 1945. 

A lot of other things had been terminated too by 
September 1945. By the end of the war Huntsville and 
Redstone arsenals had met or surpassed every goal set, 
often pioneering production techniques later adopted 
elsewhere throughout the Army establishment. Hunt­
sville had produced chemical munitions valued at 
$134,589,951. Redstone was shipping 20 freight car 
loads of munitions each day. Then the war ended and 
production stopped. There was an immediate drop in 
personnel strength. 

Phased own follows 
The inevitable phasedown followed quickly, but the 

years after the war were not quiet ones for those who 
(See War, cont'd on page 15) 
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.ained. The smooth running machine that had sent 
munitions off production lines to supply depots and 
ammunition dumps behind battle lines throughout the 
world, ground to a halt and then reversed. Much of the 
munitions came back to the point of origin for 
demilitarization or renovation and storage. Large 
quantities of obsolete items had to be destroyed to free 
storage space. 

Thousands of obsolete incendiary bombs were burn­
ed by the Gulf Chemical Warfare Depot. As part of 
the process, the bombs had to be removed from the 
wooden boxes in which they had been packed for ship­
ment. A shortage of lumber for civilian construction 
created a lively demand for the boxes which sold for 25 
cents each. The Arsenal history records that many 
homes built in this area soon after the war had floors 
and side walls made of bomb containers. 

What to do with production plants and land in the 
mediate absence of a requirement to produce 

anything posed more of a problem. By early 1946, the 
Chemical Corps had authorized lease of more than 
5,000 acres in Huntsville Arsenal for agricultural use, 
a practice that continues to this day. It was also decid­
ed to lease to private enterprise any facilities not im­
mediately required with suitable recapture clauses so 
that the Army could regain possession if necessary. 

Industry leases plants 
Plants for the production of chlorine gas were 

among the first leased to industry, another practice 
that continues in effect. Other leases followed and as it 
became evident that the Arsenal was headed for stand­
by status, Huntsville Arsenal absorbed the neighbor­
ing Gulf Chemical Depot - "Warfare" had earlier 
been dropped from the title - in January 1947. In that 
same year there was a brief abortive attempt to 
manufacture automobiles on the installation: The 
Keller Motors Corporation, formerly Dixie Motor Car 
Corporation, leased a building on the post in August 
1947, to manufacture automobiles. A few, probably 
not more than three, cars were actually hand built, but 
the company went under. Late that year the Army 
decide.d that the Arsenal was surplus to its needs and 
directed local officials to prepare for deactivation. 

Huntsville's ordnance neighbor, Redstone Arsenal, 
had also fallen on lean years. A postwar workload of 

renovation of returned ammunition supported a·great­
ly reduced work force. Civilian employment had been 
about 3,000 at the end of July 1945, by December it 
had dropped to 600 and the trend continued down. 

The work ended in February 1947 and Redstone 
went into standby status with a permanent force of ap­
proximately 225 people. 

It seems likely now that Huntsville Arsenal would 
have been shut down completely and sold during 1948 
or 1949 if the demilitarization and decontamination 
work could have been completed; but with a greatly 
reduced work force, those tasks took time. Another 
saving factor were the leases that had been negotiated 
for some of the Arsenal buildings. The leases required 
the Arsenal to furnish utilities. Redstone Arsenal also 
drew its electrical power from Huntsville and was 
dependent upon Huntsville's railroad network. 

For Sale signs 
Still, during 1948 and for part of 1949, Huntsville 

Arsenal seemed destined' for the auctioneer's block. 
On at least three occasions, there were announcements 
of impending sale. "For Sale" signs actually hung on 
the fences' for a time, but a. reprieve always came and 
the sale was postponed. For a short time in late 1948, 
the Air Force seemed interested in acquiring Huntsville 
Arsenal. 

While the big Chemical Corps arsenal's fate hung in 
the balance, however, things were happening at 
neighboring Redstone. During 1948, the chief of ord­
nance had been convinced by then Col. H. N. Toftoy, 
chief of the ordnance rocket branch, and his staff that 
ordnance rocket research and development activities 
should be centralized in a "rocket arsenal." Largely at 
Toftoy's urging, Redstone was designated as the site in 
November 1948. Another key element of Toftoy's 
original plan, to run the activity as a government­
owned, contractor operated plant, never materialized. 

Under Third Army 
At the time, command responsibility for both 

Redstone and Huntsville Arsenal had been placed 
under the commanding general, Third Army. Early in 
1949, he decided to deactivate Huntsville Arsenal and 
turn the area and responsibility for the remaining ac­
tivities there over to the Redstone Arsenal command. 
Redstone was reactivated on June I, 1949, as the Ord-
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nance Rocket Center and a month later assumed 
responsibility for all land and buildings that had 
formerly comprised its bigger neighbor, Huntsville 
Arsenal, pending it~ closeout. About 450 civil servants 
transferred from Huntsville Arsenal to Redstone giv­
ing the- new "rocket arsenal" an initial civil service 
strength of some 720 persons. 

Also during 1949, two contractors, Thiokol 
Chemical Corporation and Rohm & Haas, completed 
negotiations with the Army to perform rocket pro­
pellant research and development and began moving 
into government-owned facilities at Redstone. 

Reactivation plans 
Original land plans for the reactivated Redstone 

Arsenal were to retain the southern portion of Hunt­
sville Arsenal containing needed storage facilities and 
sell the northern portion (roughly the entire area north 
of Buxton Road and west of Patton Road). Before 
these plans developed much beyond the thinking stage, 
however, Ordnance made another key decision. 

In the interest of economy and efficiency, it was 
decided to relocate the then Ordnance R&D. Division 
Sub-office (Rocket) at Fort Bliss, Texas, charged with 
research and development of guided missiles, to 
Redstone by utilizi]J.g facilities of the former Hunt­
sville Arsenal. The secretary of the Army approved the 
plan on Oct. 28, 1949. This meant the major portion 
of Huntsville Arsenal would be permanently transfer­
red to Redstone as home for the new Ordnance Guided 
Missile Center. The move, involving 500 military per­
sonnel, 130 German scientists, 180 General Electric 
Co. personnel and 120 civil service personnel began in 
April 1950 and was completed within six months. Once 
at R~dstone, the Fort Bliss operation lost its identity as 
a separate activity and became one of the principal 
organizational units of Redstone Arsenal. 

Missile projects 
The Hermes II and the Hermes B-1 rocket and ram­

jet propelled missiles, were the principal projects of 
the new Ordnance Guided Missile Center. In a memo 
written May 17, 1950, Col. Carroll D: Hudson, the 
Arsenal commander, predicted accurately, but with 
understatement: 

"Future planningfot the Ordnance GUided Missile 
Center includes broadening the scope of its 
mission ..... 

So rockets and missiles came to Redstone and a new 
era began. The old-timers who saw it all recall that the 
wartime Huntsville Arsenal and Redstone Ordnance 
Plant people had some difficulty adapting to the new 
mission. They were production people, accustomed to 
seeing a finished product go out the door at the end of 
the day. 

The missile and rocket engineers and technicians 
who joined them in 1949 and 1950 talked of something 
new and strange, called "research and development ... 
The newcomers seemed to be hard at work, but it was 
puzzling to the old-timers. Nothing came out the door, 
nothing went into the box cars to be shipped away. 
The old-timers coined their own term for "R&D" ... 
They called it "Rest and Dream." 

The dream turned out to have substance. 
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Never look directly at the sun - e~en in eclipse 
Editor's note: The next solar eclipse is scheduled for 

July 11. The American Optometric Association pro­
vides the following safety information. 

For centuries, people have been fascinated by the 
eclipse of the sun. Many ancient cultures have attached 
social, religious and political significance to this 
natural phenomenon. They may have not known much 
about what causes eclipses, but our ancestors were cer­
tainly aware of them. 

We know much more about eclipses today ... One 
thing for sure: It is not safe to look directly at the sun 
anytime - even during a total eclipse. 

Eye hazard 
If you look directly at the sun, even during a total 

eclipse, invisible rays can painlessly burn the retina of 
your eyes - this is called solar retinopathy - and 
possibly cause irreversible retinal scarring. The retina 
is the inner lining of the back of your eyes (like the film 
in a camera). It contains the receptor nerve cells that 
give your eyes their sensitivity to light and in turn send

tical operation is another area under consideration by 
Headquarters, Army Materiel Command. Currently, 
Department of Army civilians are not authorized ID 
cards for dependents who reside in the continental 
U.S. (DA civilians assigned outside CONUS are 
authorized use of military facilities such as the com­
missary, post exchange, and the like.)

the optical visual images to your brain. So, any burn­
ing or scarring to your retina can result in permanent 
loss of vision, even blindness. 

Such damage can happen quickly, even without you 
noticing it as symptoms often do not appear for hours 
after viewing the eclipse. 

Viewing method 
A safe way to observe a solar eclipse is indirectly, us­

ing a simple protective device which can be made as 
follows: 

• Fasten a piece of white paper over the inside of one 
of the small ends of an oblong box, about I-by-2-by-3 
feet. 

• Cut a one-inch-square hole in the opposite small 
end and cover the hole with aluminum foil. 

• Make a pinhole in the foil. 
• Cut a hole somewhat larger than your head in the 

.-, 
bottom of the box, so that you can slip the box ( 
your head. J 

• Seal all light leaks with black tape or paper. 
• To use the "sunscope" for viewing, stand with 

your back to the sun, the box over your head, and look 
at the image projected through the pinhole onto the 
white paper. 

• Do not look at the sun directly or through the 
pihhole - look at the image projected on the white 
paper. 

Do not try to view an eclipse of the sun through 
smoked glass, sunglasses, photographic film (color or 
black and white), welder's goggles or photographic 
filters. All of these are unsafe. Viewing an eclipse 
directly through binoculars or a telescope is even 
worse, as they magnify and intensify the sun's rays.
