was one of five Army in­
stallations added to the list 
of bases being studied for 
realignment or closure by 
the federal Base Closure 
and Realignment Commis­
sion last week. 

Specifically the Com­
mission wants to look at the 
possibility of moving SSDC 
out of its current leased 
building in Research Park 
and into government build­
ings on Redstone Arsenal. 

The Missouri congres­
sional delegation had rec­
ommended the Commission

The Army Emergency Relief fund-raising

"We have received great support here on

May 9 we have raised $45,180 of our

The AER fund was created to help sol­
diers, active duty and retired, and assists the 

widows and orphaned children of those per­
sonnel in a time of financial need with grants 
or loans. 

"It is because of the generosity of the 
community that we are able to provide 
money for food, clothing, travel expenses for 
illnesses or a death in the family, and help 
with rent or utility payments," said Juanita 
Adams, AER officer for Redstone. 

The local AER office has already assisted 
approximately 50 families with grants or in-

According to 
Adams, all of the money contributed to the 
fund stays within the organization and is 
used to help the soldier. "Out of every dollar, 
91 cents goes to help the soldiers and their 
families. AER expenses are only 9 cents out 
of each dollar," she said.

"We have had eventS from car washes 
and bake sales to flea markets and organiza-

tional day activities," Wisniewski said. 
"Everyone has really pitched in and helped. 

"There are a few activities scheduled for 
May and I believe if each organization will 
commit to one event during the month of 
May, we will be well within reach of our in­
stallation goal of $50,000," she added. "We 
are encouraging any organization to sponsor 
an event to help AER and they can call either 
myself at 876-5958 or SFC Baker at 842-
0915 for further information."

Sound advice: Know warning signs to prevent suicide

Suicide. It's something that happens to 
"other people" and never close to home, but 
according to mental health professionals, is 
more prevalent now than in the past. 

Dr. David Ferguson, chilef of Communi­
ty Mental Health, said suiicide happens to 
people in all walks of life and of all ages. 
''There are many different kinds of suicide 
and the ending of a life can happen in many 
different ways. The important thing to 
know is how to try and prevent a suicide 
and know the signs of someone contemplat­
ing the action," he said. 

There are many reasons for a person 
wanting to commit suicide and reasons 
range from one end of the spectrum to the 
other. "Basically the person with those 
thoughts has decided there is no other way 
out of a situation and ending their life is the 
only answer," Ferguson said. 

Open discussion 
Ferguson said the most important thing 

to know and to do, when it comes to dealing 
with someone with suicidal thoughts is to 
talk. "Don't be afraid to ask that person if 
they are thinking about hurting themselves. 
Most people are afraid to talk to them be­
caus(~ they are afraid of putting the idea of 
suicide in that person's mind. If it is there, 
it's not because you asked them, it was al­
ready there," he said. 

Suicide is the cause of death in approxi­
mately 30,000 people a year, and many 
more are not reported as a suicide. 'Those 
numbers are of people who make it known; 
many more occur but they're reported as 
'accidental deaths' ," Ferguson said. 

In adults the warning signs of someone 
conte:mplating suicide are as diverse as the 
individual themselves. "Danger signs in­
clud(~ verbal threats, changes in behavior, 
for example a normally active person be-

coming withdrawn, and signs of depression 
which include changes in eating and sleep­
ing habits, anxiety, fatigue and loss of inter­
est in usual activities," said Ed Fahey, em­
ployee assistance professional at Community 
Counseling. 

Other signs might include sudden unex­
pected happiness following prolonged de­
pression, substance abuse, unusual purchases 
and the giving away of personal possessions. 

"If a person knows of someone exhibit­
ing some of the signs, they need to encour­
age that person to talk and to seek help," 
Fahey said. "We teach supervisors here at 
MICOM of the warning signs and they in 
tum teach others. We also have a program 
where the employee can come for help and 
receive the counseling they need." 

Young adults 
Suicides not only happen to adults, but. 

according to Ferguson, are the leading 
cause of deaths among adolescents ages 15-

24. "Statistics show approximately 5,000 
suicides are reported each year in this age 
group," Ferguson said. 

Reasons for wanting to commit suicide 
among young adults are somewhat different 
than those of an adult. "Suicide is more 
prevalent now I think, because the young­
sters have more problems to deal with than 
in years past," Ferguson said. 

'They are under more pressure, society 
as a whole isn't as constant as it was before 
and their heroes are doing it. That in itself 
sends a terrible message to the youngsters. 
They idealize it," he said. 

Depression, family problems, a signifi­
cant loss, pressures to succeed, problems .• 
with growing up and poor self-esteem are 
also known causes for teen-age suicide. 
"We as parents and adults need to make 
sure our youth feel they have a good self­
worth and are loved and cared for by their

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Seminar addresses diversity 
within federal wOlrk force

The 1995 Training 
Seminar for the Huntsville­
Madison County Chapter of 
Blacks in Government 
(BIG) will be held June 8 at 
the Huntsville Marriott. A 
special feature of this year's 
seminar is a workshop 
designed especially for 
supervisory personnel 
which will be conducted by 
Dr. C. T. Vivian, founder of 
the Black Action Strategies 
and Information Center 
(BASIC).

OPM, in its June 1994 
report of focus groups of 
federal managers, supervi­
sors, employee and labor 
relations specialists indicat­
ed that one of the major top­
ics which surfaced in the 
focus groups was that of 
actual bias or lack of cultur­
al awareness. One of the 
recommendations made by 
OPM as a result of this 
study was that supervisors, 
labor and employee rela­
tions specialists should 
have intensive training in 
cultural diversity. This 
overall study revealed that 
minority workers' were dis­
missed at a higher rate than

non-minorities, with the 
dismissal rate of blac.ks 
being the highest among all 
minority groups. BIG 
believes this is a workshop 
that supervisors and man­
agers will want to attend 
since today's work force is 
comprised of multiethnic 
groups who are supervised 
primarily by non-minority 
group members. BIG says 
it is important that supervi­
sors know how to effeetive­
ly manage minority group 
employees for maximum 
work potential and team 
building which can benefit 
not only the social cliimate 
of an organization but the 
achievement of goals and 
objectives as well. 

The theme for the semi­
nar this year is "Leadership, 
Excellence, Equity- 2000 
and Beyond."

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Army, Marine crews try new Hellfire II system 
The Hellfire II missile system success­

fully completed its final phase of helicopter 
testing with a series of demonstration tests 
April 4-5 at Eglin AFB, Fla. 

These demonstration firings provided 
users with a "hands-on" opportunity to be 
the first squadrons to fire Hellfire II pro­
duction missiles from both the OH-58D 
Kiowa Warrior and the AH-J W Cobra heli­
copters. The Kiowa Warrior helicopters 
were provided by the Army Combat 

... Aviation Training Brigade, 3/4 CAY, Fort 
Hood, Texas, and the Cobras by Marine 
Corps Helicopter Light Attack Squadron 
269. New River, N.C., and MAG-42 
Detachment C, Naval Air Station, New 
Orleans. These tests consisted of three 
Hellfire II firings from the Kiowas and two 
from the Cobras. Data gathered from these 

shots will support the missile materiel 
release process for the Kiowa and Cobra 
launch platforms. 

Hellfire II is the optimized version of the 
basic laser Hellfire missile which proved 
effective in the Gulf War. It is a solid pro­
pellant, laser guided missile, fired in either 
Lock-on Before Launch or Lock-on After 
Launch modes at stationary or moving tar­
gets. Hellfire II provides improved target 
acquisition, electro-optic countermeasures, 
advanced safety features for shipboard 
compatibility, a single-gyro guidance unit 
and a tandem warhead system controlled by 
an Electronic Safe, Arm and Fire (ESAF) 
device. 

The Hellfire II warhead system defeats 
current armor plus projected armors into the 
next century. Man/machine interfaces for

identical to those of the basic laser missiles. 

The Hellfire II missile system recently 
entered full rate production and deliveries 
began in March. Approximately 8,000 mis­
siles will be procured with about half the 
production going to the Army and the other 
half to the Marine Corps. The Navy's 
"Armed Helicopter" development program 
is integrating Hellfire capability into its H-
60 Anti-Ship Warfare and Special 
Operations helicopter fleet which will fur­
ther expand the future requirement for 
Hellfire II missiles. 

Hellfire II is an Army and Navy joint pro·· 

gram with lead executive and technical pro­
gram management the responsibility of the 
Air-to-Ground Missile Systems (AGMS) 
project office.

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Anti-armor weapons evolve to meet today's tank threat 
Editor's note: This is the 
12th in a series of articles 
on the weapon systems 
managed by project offices 
on Redstone Arsenal and in 
Huntsville. 

By Kathy Harkleroad 

The Close Combat Anti­
Armor Weapon System 
(CCA WS) project office 
manages the TOW missile 
as well as several new pro­
grams. 

The TOW missile is the 
Army's premier heavy anti­
armor/assault weapon sys­
tem and is effective against 
tanks, armored vehicles and 
field fortifications. 

There are several TOW 
missiles in production. and 
several new versions on the 
drawing board. "The TOW 
missile system includes the 
Basic TOW, ITOW, and the 
TOW 2, all which have 
been in production for a 
number of years. They are 
used by both the Army and 
the Marines and are also 
located in over 40 coun­
tries," said Col. Robert 
Armbruster, the CCA WS 
project manager. 

Newer versions include 
the TOW 2A and TOW 2B, 
and both are tactical mis­
siles. The previous versions 
of TOW are considered as 
contingency for training. 
"This is the last funded year 
for the TOW 2B procure­
ment and we are evolving to 
the future," Armbruster 
said. 

The TOW Improved! 
Target Acquisition System 
(ITAS) and the TOW 
Improved Bradley Acquisi .. 
tion Subsystem (IBAS) are 
in Engineering and Man .. 
ufacturing Development, 

and upgrade the current 
TOW target acquisition and 
fire control subsystems. 

"The ITAS is equipped 
with a second generation 
FUR detector and a laser 
range finder. It also has 
optical improvements and 
direct view optics," Arm­
bruster said. 

Armbruster said the 
ITAS stages . the ground 
platform for the future. 
"The second generation 
FUR allows the platform to 
see further than the: mis­
sion." 

ITAS is scheduled for 
production beginning in fis­
cal '96 with fielding set for 
fiscal '97. 

IBAS also has an 
improved target acquisition 
subsystem with a second 
generation FUR and an 
improved missile control 
subsystem. IBAS will begin 
production in fiscal '97 and 
is scheduled to be fielded in 
fiscal 2000. 

There are several new 
programs on the drawing 
board at CCA WS and 
include the Multi-PlIrpose 
Individual Munitions/Short 
Range Assault Weapon 
(MPIM/SRA W), a joint 
cooperative program with 
the Army and the Marine 
Corps. It is a multipurpose 
munition that will defeat 
light armor, walls and 
bunkers. 

"MPIMISRA W will defeat 
light armor, personnel carri­
ers, bunkers, and concrete 
and brick enclosures," 
Armbruster said. "This will 
be a tremendous help in 
urban combat situations." 

The Marine Corps pro­
gram is in engineering and 
manufacturing development

The Army pro­
gram. which integrates the 
Marine-developed SRA W 
launcher and bus with the 
Army developed MPIM 
warhead, is in technical 
demonstration and is sched­
uled to enter EMD in fiscal 
'96. Production is sched­
uI!!d for fiscal '99. 

. There is also a study 
under way for a successor to 
the TOW. "We are currently 
looking at the Follow-on to 
TOW program which is cur­
rently in the research and 
development stage. The 
Follow-on to TOW will be 
the next generation missile 
for the TOW platform," 
Armbruster said. 

When asked about the 
future for the project office. 
Armbruster said it looked 
very bright. "We have a 
team partnership between 
industry and government 
and we are still growing. I 
think everyone involved has 
done a terrific job in ensur­
ing we will evolve into the 
future," Armbruster said. 

"None of this could have 
been possible without the 
people, in the office and in 
the labs. working with 
MICOM and in the indus­
try," he said. 

As another sign of 
growth the Line-of-Sight 
Anti-Tank project office, 
better known as LOS AT, is

Are you scared of speaking in public? 
You're not alone. Fear of speaking in front of 
groups of people was ranked the No. 1 fear of 
Americans and even outranks the fear of 
death. A newly formed group on the Arsenal 
helps people overcome those fears, perform 
better when giving briefings at work, and can 
also be counted as govemment training. 

The Redstone Toastmasters is an associa­
tion that meets weekly in the Sparkman 
Center at lunchtime to help people become 
better at public speaking. 1hrough evalua­
tions and giving speeches at meetings, people 
are taught communication and leadership 
skills and body language techniques of public 
speaking. "It mainly teaches you to organize 
the thoughts and present them in an organized 
manner," said member Kitty Williams, a 
compensation specialist in the Civilian 
Personnel Office. 

Like many other people, Williams felt 
uncomfortable presenting and speaking to 
groups. "I began having to talk about the 
compensation program and I was uncomfort­
able talking to people that I didn't know. This 
has been a real confidence builder," she said. 
Williams said that many of the other mem­
bers are just like her. 

"Most of us are in middle range adminis­
trative fields and haven't had a lot of formal 
training," Williams said. 

She believes that the Toastmasters can 
help many other people, too. It can be bene-

ficial to "anyone who's required to give brief­
ings, feels uncomfortable speaking to groups, 
who trains others, or who wants to further 
their education," Williams said. 

"It teaches you how to appear more self 
confident whether you are or not," she said. 
The club also teaches you how to listen better 
and ge1t more out of other speakers. Members 
are taught about leadership; and some serve 
in club officer roles. "Some people just enjoy 
the fellowship and get involved and they may 
stay for years." 

Although the club meets every 
Wednesday in the Sparkman Center, mem­
bership has no restrictions. "It's mostconve­
nient but it's not limited to the Sparkman 
Center," Williams said. Anyone is welcome 
to join. 

Members can count the activity as job 
related! trammg on their Individual 
Development Plan. The Office of Personnel 
Management believes that if the agency for 
whom the employee works feels that the per­
son should be a good public speaker for their 
job, then they can use the Toastmasters as 
training for their record. 

You don't have to be a member to attend 
the meetings. "We don't make people join 
and non-members can participate," Williams 
said. There are no limits on how many meet­
ings one has to attend and no pressure is put 
on non-members to join.

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Director of local agency offers parenting advice

Living happily with teen-agers was the topic of the 
CFClUnited Way at Work seminar held May 9. Vanessa 
Chandler, director of Girls Incorporated, gave advice on 
how to better understand, live with, and raise a teen-ager. 
The seminar was part of the Combined Federal Campaign 
and the United Way's joint effort in showing government 
workers thanks for their contributions and to show how the 
funds are used in the community. 

Mark Jefferson of the United Way told the small crowd 
..... who met in the auditorium at building 5250 of how many 

United Way agencies received a great deal of support from 
federal workers during the CFC drive every year. He said 
that this seminar and the others that are held once a month 
is just "our way of saying thanks." 

Chandler explained how the agency, Girls Incorporated, 
has been helping girls age 5 through 18 in Huntsville for 
over 25 years. The agency teaches girls life skills, career 
planning, sports, enrichment, and most importantly gives 
them somewhere to go after school. "I consider myself to 
be a community parent," Chandler said. 

selves ... all children are different from each other," she said. 
Changing a teen-ager is impossible, according to Chandler, 
so parents should realize personalities. 

Following through with consequences is also something 
that must be done in order to get along with a teen-ager. 
"Set rules about responsibilities, set standards and also set 
the consequences," Chandler said. Posting a list of family 
rules on a refrigerator was one suggestion that Chandler 
said would inform the entire family what the standards are. 

Chandler told parents to get involved with their chil­
dren's school and be aware of what they were doing and 
who their friends are. She also encouraged parents to get 
their children involved in activities like band or sports to 
occupy their time. She said fostering spiritual development 
would help give the teen a sense of values and beliefs. 

Chandler talked about teen pregnancy and said, "girls 
seem to get pregnant the most after school and during prom 
season." She feels that parents should "be aware of those 
things." 

She also works with one age group and feels that she 
knows a lot about them. "I tend to work with teen-agers," 
she said. The teen-age girls in the club come to her with 
their problems, questions, and share their views of their par­
ents. 

The abuse of drugs and alcohol was another topic of 
Chandler's that parents need to pay attention to. "Watch for 
their friends to drastically change and don't ignore your gut 
feelings," she said. Mood swings, weight gain, weight loss 
and absenteeism are among warning signs. "There are lots 
of community agencies that can help and it's important to 
know what the signs are."

One thing that Chandler stressed is that parents should 
talk more to their teens. "Start talking before the age of 13 
and start teaching children how to make choices when 
they're small," she said. She also believes teen-agers pay 
close attention to their parents' actions and that parents 
shouldn't do things that they don't want their children to be 
doing. 

Confidentiality is something that is important to teen­
age girls. Chandler believes that a teen will not tell a par­
ent something if she believes that the parent will tell some­
one else (like an aunt). "They really hate that," she said. 

Chandler's comments and asked many questions after the 
speech. Chandler said, "I hope that I have helped you and 
that you can live more happily with your teen-ager." 

Next month's CFClUnited Way at Work seminar will 
focus on nutrition. A nutrition specialist will be at the audi­
torium in building 5250 on June 13 talking about what's on 
your plate. These seminars will continue through August. 

Chandler also suggested that parents accept the teens for 
who they are. "Be open minded and let them express them-

Remembering what teen-agers are facing will help in 
living more happily with them. "At 16 your child may be 
focused at school but they are going through developmen­
tal changes: mental, physical, and emotionally," Chandler 
said.

er Army Physical Fitness 
Test scores and more pro­

motion points could be on 
the way for soldiers with 
permanent medical profiles 
who are awaiting advance­
ment to the rank of sergeant 
and staff sergeant. 

The affected soldiers are 
those who, on the APFT, 

take an alternative event to 
the two-mile run. Previous­
ly, soldiers who took, and 

passed, an alternate event to 
the two-mile run - the 
800-yard swim, 6.2-mile 
bike or 2.5-mile walk - re­
ceived a score of 60 points 
for that event. 

A new policy effective 
April 1 will calculate the al-

ternative event score as the 
average of the scores sol­
diers receive in the push-up 
and sit-up events. 

The policy could boost 
promotion point tallies by 
as many as 20 points, ac­
cording to Sgt. Maj. Jeff 
Stoddard, Office of the 
Deputy Chief of Staff for 
Personnel.

"The best a soldier taking 
an alternate event could do 
was 260 points on the 
APFT. Now, it is possible

The new scores are not 

retroactive and apply only to 
APFTs conducted in April 
and thereafter.
